ew groups radiate the sheer joy of
being a famous, hard-working rock
band than Def Leppard. The Rock and Roll
Hall of Famers recently released their 12th
full-length album, Diamond Star Halos, and
finally embarked on The Stadium Tour with
Motley Criie, Poison, and Joan Jett and the

Blackhearts after a two-year Covid delay:.

Phil Collen said some songs weren’'t written with Def Leppard in
mind at first, but it all came together.

Was workonthe album affected because The Stadium Tour might
have been finally starting?

Nope. Didn’t even think about it. This was pure artistic expression. All
the reasons you get into becoming an artist or a musician, this was it. We
didn’t have any restraints. There was no pressure by a label. There was no
touringpressure. Wejust carried on writingsongs because we love doingit.

ThereareDeflLeppard-stylesongs alongwithunexpectedthings.
While writing, did you ever think “This isn’t Def Leppard”?

Absolutely not. I think we used to. This album was about us, as was
the last one (2015's Def Leppard), but this one more so. This one, we
were so excited about. I think as an artist you've got to stop worrying
about what people are going to think — even fans. They liked you in the
first place, so there’s no reason that shouldn’t happen again.

A true fan is willing to grow with an artist.

Absolutely. Otherwise, you'd just be stuck in this compromised hole.
This album is not. This is growth. I love it.

What was it like recording separately and remotely?

You don’t have to wait for anybody. When you're in a studio, even in
the same country or the same building, you're waiting for someone to
do a vocal or a guitar part or a bass part or whatever. But doing it like
this, we could each put in 100 percent. There was one part in particu-
lar — (bassist) Rick Savage on “This Guitar.” Sav is really good at

playing jangles on guitar — very clear and clean and precise on

acoustic or electric. I said, “Could you do an acoustic part on

"This Guitar’?” He got his 12-string Martin. He wouldn’t have
normally used that. He played that thing until his fingers were
bleeding — literally — spent all day on it. I used a lot of my demo

guitars that were first takes. They had a different sound, a different
energy. The whole thing was really a different vibe.

Plus, when you're recording at home, you have everything at
your disposal.

More than ever. Like on the intro of “This Guitar.” I've got a Squier
Starcaster I bought duringlockdown for 300 bucks, just to goof around.
But that’s what I played that song on. It actually turned up in a couple of
tracks. I would have never used a semi-acoustic if we were in the studio.
And it turned out great.

In the studio, it’s bang-bang, a bit more intense, and gets a bit clinical,
tobehonest,and some of theinspiration suffers. And thisiscoming from
someone who has spent sometimes three years on an album (laughs). A
lot of stuff on this record, like guitar parts, were one take.

Technology is such that something intended as a demo can be
the master.

That’s been the case for a while, but I don’t think we've ever really
implemented it. We’ve talked about it a lot, but haven’t done it until
this album. That’s why some of these songs have a rawer edge to them,
especially “Kick.”

You and Vivian Campbell play concise, punchy solos.

Someone asked me the other day about guitar solos. Basically, 'm
a songwriter, producer, and a band member. The guitar has to take a
second seat to the song and to the narration of the vocal. The singer is
narrating the story, so you've got to fit with that. That’s really important.

What did you play on the album?

Mainly a Jackson (signature) PC1. On "Kick™ and “Fire it Up,” I
used the natural PCI1 I got in 2006 — my go-to guitar. On a couple of
the solos, I used a walnut-top PC1 with a DiMarzio X2N. The solo on

“This Guitar” was a Squier Telecaster, and I played a Ramirez acoustic
on “Goodbye for Good This Time.” — Bret Adams
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JIM SCHWALL

Jim Schwall, guitarist, vocalist,
and co-founder of Chicago’s
Siegel-Schwall Band, died
June 19. He was 79 and passed
away at his home in Tucson.

Schwall learned guitar as a
high-school student and met
Corky Siegel while studying
music at Roosevelt University, in
Chicago. Fans of the blues music
sweeping the scene at the time,
they began performing with Siegel
on harmonica and piano, Schwall
playing a Gibson B-25 through an
amplifier; he also played mando-
lin, bass guitar, and accordion.

The duo scored a weekly gig
at Pepper’s Lounge on Chicago’s
south side, and began drawing
respectable crowds with their
good-time take on blues songs.
After the Paul Butterfield Blues
Band moved on, Siegel-Schwall
took its spot at Big John’s, on
the north side, where they
occasionally jammed with

luminaries like Muddy Waters,
Howlin’ Wolf, Little Walter, Otis
Spann, Willie Dixon, Junior
Wells, and James Cotton.

In 1965, the band signed to
Vanguard Records, for which it
released five albums, toured, and
performed at the Fillmore West,
sharing the stage with Janis Joplin
and Jefterson Airplane. They
next signed with Wooden Nickel
and released five more albums
before disbanding in 1974.

Schwall then formed a blues-
rock act called the Jim Schwall
Band, which gigged intermittently
into the 2000s. In 1992, he earned
a PhD and taught college courses
on music while also working as
a professional photographer.

Siegel-Schwall Band re-formed
in 1987, and in ’88 released
Siegel-Schwall Band Reunion
Concert on Alligator Records,
then didn't record again un-
til 2005’s Flash Forward.

In ’07, Schwall released the

first of three solo albums and
published a book, Let Your Music
Soar: The Emotional Connec-
tion. The Siegel-Schwall Band
continued to tour sporadically
into 2014, the same year Schwall
released his final album, Bar
Time Lovers. He is survived by
two brothers, a nephew, and

a niece. — Ward Meeker

KELLY JOE PHELPS

Kelly Joe Phelps, blues guitar-
ist/singer/songwriter, passed
away May 31. He was 62.

Phelps grew up in a Wash-
ington farming town, hearing
country and folk songs. As a
youngster in a family of musi-
cians, he learned drums and
piano, then began playing guitar
at age 12. Drawn to the impro-
visational nature of jazz, he later
moved to Portland and spent 10
years as a bassist, influenced by
musicians like Ornette Coleman,
Miles Davis, and John Coltrane.
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FISHMAN FL.LUENCE PICKUPS

Shifting his focus to country
blues and inspired by Missis-
sippi John Hurt, Fred McDowell,
Roscoe Holcomb, Robert Pete
Williams, Blind Blake, Rev.
Robert Wilkins, and Dock Boggs,
he became a skillful lap-steel
slide player and fingerpicker,
renowned for simple arrange-
ments and a soulful voice.

His first album, 1994’s Lead Me
On, greatly boosted his career as
a performer, and was followed by
eight more studio albums culmi-
nating with 2012’s Brother Sinner
And The Whale. In January of
13, his playing became affected
by damage to the ulnar nerve in
his right arm and picking hand.

Known as a mercurial music
obsessive, Phelps had an enor-
mous following, with devout fans
(including guitarists who have
posted dozens of song tutorials
on Youtube) that included Bill
Frisell, Steve Earle, Tim O’Brien,
and Jason Isbell. - Ward Meeker
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Fat-Free Rock and Roll

0 n External Combustion, Mike Campbell
pours on the boogie, pens spellbind-
ing ditties, and leans into a live sound. With
ancestral links to his former band, Tom Petty
and the Heartbreakers, his quartet, The Dirty
Knobs, spike L.A.rockandrollwith psychedelia
and rockabilly. The groove-laden swagger of
this album should come as no surprise since
Campbell’s discography looms large as a hit-
making guitar craftsman.

How do you do that thing you do?

When you love something, it usually turns
out pretty good (laughs). External Combustion
is a continuation of Wreckless Abandon with
some similarities. I wanted to keep the live
kinetic approach in the studio, some of the

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solos, and the vocals live on each take. There’s
some exploratory writing with the lyrics here
and there, but The Dirty Knobs is a live band,
and I wanted to keep that going.

It seemsto havecometogetherbecause of
musical chemistryratherthanamasterplan.

Alotofthatisbecauseofour producer, George
Drakoulias. He’s done both records and has a
keen ear for picking songs that fit together. I
write a lot of different types of songs — always
have. The Dirty Knobs is a specific type of
groove, so he was very helpful going through
thesongsand saying, “Forgetthese 20,but these
other songs fit the band very well — we should
focus on these songs.”

Heartbreakers keyboardist Benmont
Tench plays on “Lightning Boogie.”

We call Benmont “The boy with the boogie-
woogie brain (laughs).” He’s really got that
down. There’s something about John Lee
Hooker,whoinvented that feel. I[t'saninfectious
feeland permeatesalot of our music, I hope. We
cut the track while Benmont was out of town.
He came back in at the end of the record and
was gracious enough to come over one night
and play on that song. He did a great job.

Live, your guitar solos are very fat-free -
no noodling.

Thank you (laughs). Sometimes I do think
we noodle, but we try to keep it to a minimum.
[ grew up in the '60s with all those great bands
with guitar parts. Theyweren’t noodling—they
were playing partswithinthe song.Iwasalways
enamored with that, so that’s where I got

it from. With The Heartbreakers, that’s
the kind of band that we were.
What wentinto recording slide for
“Brigitte Bardot?”
That was a Danelectro six-string bass
tuned to a wacky low C. I only played on two
strings, but it had a tone that was really cool —a
lot thicker than a guitar. I thought it came out
really good. I have an amp that Duesenberg
Berlin Amplifiers made for me that’s modeled
after a Fender Princeton, but a little beefier.
It’s a one of a kind, with an extra gain circuit.
[ have it close-miked under the speaker with
a condenser mic to pick up room ambiance. I
don’t need much reverb because the room is
doing it all.

How about other guitars and effects?

Theguitarschangedependingonthemoodor
what the song calls for. I ended up using my "59
Les Paul most of the time. I don’t take it on the
road, so [ use it as much as I can in the studio.
’'m not really a pedal lover, but I have a few—a
Way Huge Camel Toeand a Line 6 DL4 Delay
can pre-set for long delay or a rockabilly thing.
[t also hasa reverse delay, which is a cool effect.

Tom Petty fans will appreciate the band’s
similarities to The Heartbreakers.

I was a big part of the sound of that band. I
made a conscious effort with The Dirty Knobs
to filter out as much of that as possible. I've
succeeded to an extent, but it’s just in me. It’s
the way I play. I think the vocals at times are
trying not to sound like Tom, but we have the
same cadence and the same accent in places.
I'm trying to find my own voice, and I think
[ am. I take it as a badge of honor because
The Heartbreakers were a great band. But
I don’t want to do a Junior Heartbreakers.
The Dirty Knobs are a little edgier and more
boogie rock and roll. The Heartbreakers had
their sound, and some of it is always going to
slip through because that’s who am and what

F or nearly 50 years, Eric Johnson has been
arevered guitarist/multi-instrumentalist,
songwriter, and vocalist whose music expands
far beyond theingrained bluesroots ofhis Texas
homeland. The multiple-Grammy nominee
and winner (for the instrumental “Cliffs of
Dover” from 1990°s Ah Via Musicom) is always
pushing himself, and his combination of
exquisite guitar tone, fleet fingers, and gift for
melodic, memorable songs is fully displayed
on two new albums, The Book of Making and
Yesterday Meets Today.

The songs are from 25 years’ worth of mate-
rial Johnson had archived until 2020, when the
pandemiclockdown allowed timeto finish some
ofit. Iftheirtroveof 18 songsisn’tenough, seven
more are on an EP dubbed Takeouts.

[originally diditasa double album and had
two names I liked.

There’s a song off
(2005’s) Bloomcalled “Good to Me” thatwasall
cut up and made digital and affected. I put the
original version on this outtake record, which
is more like the way I played it in (side-band
project) Alien Love Child — a more rockin’,
straight-ahead piece.

Which guitars did you use?

[t was pretty much my Virginia Strat that
came out a couple years ago, or a’57 Strat. I did
borrow a friend’s ES-345 Stereo for the rhythm
parton “Bigger Than My Life” because [wanted
that Varitone sound. I used a vintage Les Paul
on some of the bluesy stuff, and an ES-335 on
“Move on Over.” I think I used an SG on some
of the overdubs on “To Be Alive” with (singer/
guitarist) Arielle. I also used a National lap
steel,a Fender six-string bass, and a Danelectro
Coral sitar — mainly the Strats. On “Yesterday
Meets Today” I used this prototype Strat that
has a built-in overdrive circuit that Bill Webb
(from Austin Vintage Guitars) and I came up
with.

ew American guitarists have roots in
Americanaasdeepasthoseof Jim Weider.
For 15yearsfollowing The Band’s reformation
in 1983, he was the sole guitarist, contributing
heavily to its finest latter-day album, Jericho.

Weider is also part of Masters of the Tele-
caster, a collaboration with G.E. Smith and
Tom Principato that performs exciting live
shows honoring the instrument and those
who made it famous.

Following the demise of The Band, Weider
assembled a group of musicians to continue the
group s musicallegacyand create new musicin
its tradition. Calling themselves The Weight
Band, they released a debut album in 2018
and toured the country until the pandemic.

JIM WEIDER
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Honing their songcraft during the two-year
lockdown, Weider and hisbandmatesrecently
emerged with Shines Like Gold, an album of
nine originals and a Willie Dixon cover.

What was the impact of the pandemic on
you and The Weight Band?

It was tough. We were on tour in March of
2020, and the bottom just fell out. Everything
shut down and we flew home. There was no
work for a year and a half, and I've never been
unable to go out and play. So, it was strange.
I ended up going to my studio and working
on music.

That was the catalyst behind Shines
Like Gold?

It really was. I started going into the studio
every day and working on songs and ideas, and
theybuilt up. [ had nothingelse to do, and songs
started coming. Despite the uncertainty we all
felt,I didn’t want the songs tobe down;Iwanted
positive and inspirational, like “There’s a new
dawn rising and it shines like gold.”

“OutoftheWilderness” isagreatmetaphor
for coming out of the Covid era.

It is, though I actually wrote that with (pro-
ducer) Colin Linden in the "90s for Rick Danko
to sing on Jericho, but we never cut it. It was
perfect for Rick’s voice, and for (Weight bassist/
vocalist) Albert Rogers, so we lifted it up a bat
and I put some mandolin and slide on it. It fit
really well with what we went through — or are
still going through.

After you developed the songs in your
studio, wereyouabletogetthe bandtogether
and record them live?

Yes, we got together for a rehearsal at the
studio, and it felt really good, so we recorded
them live in four or five days.

Did you record the solos live?

The main tracks were all done at the same
time, but I tracked most of the solos in my
home studio.

Which guitars and amps did you use?

For the main tracks, I was using my °52 Tele
and '62 Tele into my °55 Deluxe, as well as a
Deluxe Reverb. For the slide stuff, I used my
Ry Cooder-style Telecaster with the lap-steel
pickup. For the first time, I used a ThorpyFX
Fat General compressor, which allows you to
blend the amount of compression with the
straight signal. I did all the guitar overdubs at
home, using the Colby dtb-50 amp cranked
for “Long Journey,” and the tweed Deluxe for
the solo on “Weight of the World.” For “Shines
Like Gold,” that’s my tweed Super and Deluxe
Reverb together. I used a Colby-made Park
JTM45 for a rhythm crunch sound on “Tear
Down the Walls.”

The slide on “Time is a Thief” has a real
Little Feat vibe to it...

[ think that rubbed off from hanging and
playing with the guys from Little Feat — Paul
(Barrere) and Fred (Tackett) — when we toured
withtheminJapan.Paulusedtosay, “Jim,when
are you going to use a compressor?~ That was
our joke for 30 years (laughs).

Did you use any other pedals?

Yes, the Analog Man King-of-Tone, and the
Dunlop Echoplex pedal, in spots.

The record captures the tradition of The
Band, but with a more-modern feel.

I'm
excitedabouttherecord and I thinkitreally puts

hane Fontayne has held down the guitar
hot seat for top artists including Bruce
Springsteen, Ian Hunter, Sting, Joe Cocker,
and now, Graham Nash on the Woodstock
legend’s new Live album.

In 2012, the British-born Fontayne aced an
even higher-pressure gig, with Heart at the
Kennedy Center Honors, where he had to play
the guitar solo in Led Zeppelin’s “Stairway
to Heaven” — with Jimmy Page sitting in the
audience!

Playing “Stairway to Heaven” in front
of Led Zeppelin, and with Jason Bonham
backing you on drums at the Kennedy
Center Honors had to be one of the most
daunting gigs of all time. How did you
approach it?

There had been talk of someone else guest-
ing to play that solo, but it eventually was
entrusted to me. I just wanted to reproduce
it as faithfully as possible — and passionately,
too. Itwas onlylater, as the performance went
viral, thatI realized how iconic that solo was.

SHANE FONTAYNE
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What was the buildup like, and then the
performance?

['m never quite so nervous as the moments
prior to the curtain going up on the Kennedy
Center stage. Youre on a stage that’s hydrauli-
callywhisked into positionasthevideo montage
is playing, praying all your gear boots up as it
should. Because when the curtain rises two
minutes later and you gaze up to the balcony to
see the President and that year’s honorees, you
have to be completely focused and ready to go.

Ann and Nancy Wilson were so good, and it
blessedly went off without a hitch. Needless to
say, it was wonderful to later see the reactions
from Robert Plant, Jimmy Page and John Paul
Jones.

Did you talk to Jimmy afterward?

[ spent a couple of minutes with him and
was able to ask if he had played the solo on The
Kinks’ “YouReally Got Me” —Jimmy’s response
was that he had been at the session, but did not
play thelead. Also, it was after seeing how good
he looked with white hair that I decided to stop
coloring mine!

For Graham Nash shows, how do you put
together the arrangements?

Our normal touring mode is as a trio with
Graham, [co-guitarist] Thad DeBrock, and
myself, but for Livewe had a full rhythm section
and background singers. My first experience
with Graham was on the Crosby-Nash tour
in 2011. As the lead guitar player in that band,
without Stephen Stills, mythought was, “What
would I want to hear if I was in the audience?”
So much of what Stephen played feels like
orchestration to me, like “Wooden Ships” or
“Marrakesh Express.” I wanted to reproduce
a lot of what he played as faithfully as I could.

Onthisliveset, howdid youfind yourown
parts in such well-known material?

Honestly, [ don’t worry about it. There’s the
oldjoke, “Howdoyougetaguitar playertoturn
down?Putachartinfrontofhim.” Fortunately,
Graham loves electric guitar accompaniment.
['vebeen playing professionally for 50 years,and
at a certain point there’s a maturity you can
lean on. Your playing becomes simpler — and
maybe more essential.

You and Nash play interesting, different
rhythms in “Be Yourseltf.”

It’salwayslovely to hear twoacoustics playing
different chord inversions. I used a different
position on the guitar for that song, using
a capo. Rhythmically, if Graham is playing
quarter notes, I may do something a bit more
languid around him or in-between the beats,
to offset it. Graham’s playing is totally intui-
tive, very much in the singer/songwriter style;
[ don’t believe he gives himself enough credit
as a musician.

Which guitars, amps, and pedals did you
play on Live?

[ used a 1966 Gretsch Tennessean that I
bought in Woodstock in 1977. It’s a lovely
guitar. There was also a "90s Strat, a Gibson
ES-175, Takamine acoustic, bouzouki, and a
very heavy lap-steel that feels like it’s made of
castiron! I have a Matchless Avalon 1x12 with
a matching cabinet. I weened myself years ago
from the old Maestro Echoplex and now use
the Line 6 DL4 delay. I also have various Keeley
pedals—acompressor, Katanaboost, overdrive,
and reverb, plus an Ernie Ball volume pedal
and Vox wah.

Which other vintage guitars do you own?

[ have a °55 Tele that I also bought that year
on 48th Street for $750. Living in Woodstock
in the late "70s, I got to know John Sebastian
(VG, June °22) and he let me buy one of his
three Fender Bass VI models, which I used as
a baritone. I still have the Melody Maker that
[ came to America with in the mid *70s, and a
Silvertone with lipstick pickups. Actually, I'm
prettyvintage myselfatthispoint!

osh Smith has been very busy. When he’s

J not on tour or sharing production duties
with Joe Bonamassa for artists like Joanna
Connor, Eric Gales, or Larry McCray, he’s
producing artists on his own and making
music. Bird of Passage finds the multifaceted
guitarist fronting a 13-piece big band. It’s
blues that swings—and Smith knows all about
making the blues swing.

What made you want to record a big-
band album?

[t had been in the back of my mind for a
while. One of my best friends, bassist Calvin
Turner, would prod me. He knows I'll make it
happen once I'm into something. He planted
that seed, then I had a little time in 2019; next
thing I knew, [ was writing the tunes. He also
started writing, and we went back and forth
until we had it. Bird of Passage is live in terms

of the quartet; you're listening to two days of
work — me, Larry Goldings on organ, Lemar
Carter on drums, and Calvin on bass. Then,
Calvin and I flew to Nashville to track a
13-piece horn section, and that all went down
live.Ican’t fitabigband in mystudio (laughs).

You've been making good use of Flat V
Studios.

Strings and horns are the one limitation
of my studio. I can pull off pretty much
everything else. From all the records I've
been producing, I also have a great working
relationship with Nashville’s horn and string
players.Itend to go there for that stuffbecause
it’seasier thanin L.A. They’re used to working
together every day. In L.A., it’s usually a col-
lection who’ve never played together.

Did youknow it was going to be primarily
instrumental?

Yes, lwanted it to feellike a Blue Noterecord.

tra” moment. There
were vibes I wanted to
catchfortherestofthetunes—
an ArtBlakeyvibeandaGrant Green
vibe.So Iwrotewhat camenaturally.

There's also a "70s-cop-show vibe.

“Hopeless Quarters” and “Rare Plus” has
that. We treated it old-school when it came
time to mix. Everything has its own reverb.
My studio has a real plate reverb, and the
horns had their own reverb. Everything was
panned the old-school way. Ibought calfskin
heads for the drums. It made a bigdifference.

How did you position your guitar?

[ put it out front, like a vocal. To lead the
big band, it had to be. I used my Chapin
T-Bird and a Case J3F on the slow blues,
which is like a 175 with P-90s, made by John
Case in the U.K. On “Fat Hair,” I’'m using a
Ronin guitar with vintage DeArmond Gold
Foil pickups and flatwounds. It was the only
song where I went for a jazzier tone with my
Lovepedal Tchula, a Morgan JS12 amp, and
my 55 Bassman. There’s a lot of guitar on it.
“Wayfarer” is one of the strongest songs I've
ever released on any record.

You produced Andy Timmons’ new
album.

I’ve known about Andy my whole life. He’s
an unbelievably gifted guitar player. I met
him a few years ago, and he’s uncommonly
nice. He hadn’t done a solo record in years,
and wanted to do something organic, more
bluesy, and he thought I was the right guy to
help him do it. He wanted to be pushed out
of his element, so we ended up writing the
whole record together. It’s crushing.

You have a whole other career now.

['vebeendoingsevenrecordsayear for other
people, and I never thought that would be the
case. [ really enjoyit. 'm playing gigs with Joe
Bonamassa, producing with him, and produc-
ing artists on my own. I’'m trying to find time
to do my own stuff in the midst of all that, but
now it’s mostly producing. ’'m also producing
Joe’s next album, going to Europe to play gigs
with him, producing Marc Broussard’s new
record, and producing another Joanne Shaw
Taylor album.

A. ZAham Hill label captured a certain audio
sound and style of understated acoustic music,
lamentably categorized as “newage.” One of its
founders was William Ackerman, the gifted fin-
gerstylist, producer,and Grammywinner. Now
an independent artist, Ackerman just released
Positano Songs, an introspective gem of open
tunings and melodies that are hard to forget.
VG caught up with the acoustic innovator in
his Vermontrecordingstudio, ImaginaryRoad.

When you're writing, you videotape
yourself playing.

Yes, I like to have a video recording even as
['m experimenting with a new tuning; I have
a number system and I've probably generated
hundreds oftuningsatthis point—prettymuch
every piece hasits own tuning. I don’t know ifit
would make sense to anyone, butit’sthe nomen-
clature I've used for 48 years. I've used opening
tunings prettymuch fromthebeginning—even
in high school I was experimenting with them,

influenced by players like John Fahey, and even
moreso by Robbie Basho.

Which guitar did you use on this album?

For decades now, my primary recording in-
strument hasbeen my Froggy Bottom K model.
Michael Millard now offers a Will Ackerman
signature guitar based on the evolution of
that instrument, which has really defined my
sound. Most of my lead playing is on the Steve
Klein jumbo. I've evolved into a decent lead
player, the result of having done lead work for
some of the many musicians I produce here at
Imaginary Road Studios. Lastly, I continue to
write on the Martin parlor guitar that Michael
Hedges gavemeyearsago.lsawitleaningagainst
the wall of his studio, and I picked it up. He told
me to take it home — so Michael!

How do you mitigate finger squeaks on
steel strings?

Obviously, youre never going to eliminate
squeaks entirely and it’s always a battle, but one
doeslearnto lighten up as youre movingup and
down the neck. That comes from years of learn-

ing how to instinctually, gently lift your fingers.
After 60 years, you hope to get pretty good at it.

Describe the sound of the room where
you record.

['ve always been a reverb guy, and the
Imaginary Road studio is purposefully muted
with soft walls, gobos in front of windows, and
hard surfaces. My style as both a guitarist and
producerisrecordinginveryclose proximityto
the microphones. I havea collection of insanely
rare and expensive matched pairs of vintage
Neumann mics, rebuilt by Klaus Heine at Ger-
man Masterworks. When I sold Windham Hill
Recordsto BMGin Mayof 1992, myaccountants
made it clear that I needed to spend a lot of tax-
deductible moneyinahurry. Investing in these
very rare microphones, along with the equally
rare preamps, has been a wonderful thing—it’s
part of the reason we command the respect we
do in the recording world. On the other end
of the spectrum, AKG 451 and 452 models are
excellent mics, and they’re affordable.

Some contemporary artists and produc-
ers use plugged-in acoustic/electric guitars
on albums, and it doesn’t sound too good.
Why aren’t engineers miking acoustics as
much anymore?

[wishIcouldexplainit.It’s simplyridiculous.

Is it harder to produce yourself?

I'm so glad you asked. Positano Songs is the
first album of mine where I turned over the job
of producer to my engineer, co-producer, and
dear friend Tom Eaton. This was the first time
I’d been able to experience what I hope to give
to musicians when I'm producing them —being
able to concentrate on finding the emotional
essence of the pieces without your brain need-
ing to be on guard for mistakes. Freeing up
the heart and allowing yourself as a musician
to make the music expressive is the job of the
player. All the rest of this is in the hands of the
engineer and producer. It’s been revelatory for
me to actually experience what I've tried to do
as a producer for others my whole life.

One aspect that makes your recordings
stand out is discipline. It would be easy to
add garnishes of electric instruments and
electronickeyboards-and extranotes. How
do you resist the temptation to add more?

[ try to be on guard against layering for
layering’s sake. We do get into some complex
recordings with six or seven instruments, but
we like to balance an album with solos and
much simpler productions, as well. I use a
bell-curve metaphor — solo pieces on one side,
five-instrument productions on the other, then
simple duets or trios with light percussion in
the middle. That said, we still specialize in solo
recordings, which are the hallmarks that have
defined my career. - Pete Prown \G

Atkins Oddity

y the early 1960s, the Fred Gretsch Company was riding high with an
arrayof eye-catchingelectric guitars highlighted with models endorsed
by Chet Atkins. At the top were the PX6122 Country Gentleman, PX6120
Hollow Body, and PX6119 Tennessean.

Set apart by its spruce top and real
sound holes, this custom Country
Gent is a Gretsch rarity.

The original Atkins models appeared in
'55—the 6120 proved a major success, while
the solidbody 6121 never caught on. The
6120—a 16" archtop —is anicon famous for
use by Eddie Cochran, Duane Eddy, and
Brian Setzer, among others. One player it
did not particularly satisty, however, was
Chet Atkins.
Though pleased to have his name on a
guitar, Atkins was not happy with many
of its elements. Some players in the "50s
(and since) loved the distinctive Western
Orange finish, but Atkins found it gar-
ish. He also disliked the “Western junk”
adorning the initial models — “cows and
cactus” fretboard inlay, rustic signpost
logo on the pickguard, and especially
the big “G” branded into the top. This
“yee-haw” ornamentation —seemingly
a Brooklyn attempt toappeal to a “cow-
boy” market — struck the reserved and
dignified Atkins as chintzy.
Another sore point was the DeAr-
mond Dyna-Sonic pickups. Atkins
thought the powerful pole pieceslessened
sustain from the bass strings. He also
disliked their sharpattackand thewaythey
hummed. After meeting electronics engi-
neer Ray Butts, Atkins asked him to design
a pickup eliminating these shortcomings.
Thrilled with the result, Atkins presented
Butts’ double-coil humbucker to Gretsch.
Alreadyhavingissues with DeArmond, the
company was happy to have an exclusive
new pickup to buildin-house; theylicensed
the design and dubbed it “Filter Tron.”
Meanwhile, Chet’s namesake 6120 had
been toned down to better suit his taste.
Butwhat Atkinsreally wanted was abigger,
classier guitar. And because the endorse-
ment was proving a huge success, Gretsch
was happy to oblige. The result was the
PX6122 Country Gentleman, named for
one of Atkins’ instrumental showpieces.
Builtonasingle-cutaway /17" bodywith
a thinner rim, the Country Gent’s most-
radicalidea was “closed” sound holes—i.e.
none at all. After making prototypes with
blank tops, Gretsch decided it looked odd
(which 1t does) and went with simulated
sound holes. Initially, little plastic inserts
were recessed on the top before they opted
for a simple decal. Though it never quite
lived up to Atkins’ expectations, he felt
more comfortable with the Gent than the
6120, and played it for years. But what
Atkins really wanted was an archtop with
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P-90 STAPLE

center block; the Gent body was heavily
braced but never had a solid core. The year
after 1t was introduced (late ’57), Gibson
launched the ES-335, employing a solid
center block.

Gretsch did give the Gent the new
Filter’ Tron pickups and a wiring rig with
three Volume knobs — one for each pickup
and a Master — and a two-way switch
to replace the rotary Tone control. The
standard Gent was finished in a sedate
deep-brown stain instead of the bright
colors of other Gretsches. Appointments
were upscale, with gold-plated hardware,
a Bigsby vibrato, solid-bar bridge, and
Grover Imperial tuners. It was introduced
at the end of ’57 at the lofty price of $525,
making it a high-end professional guitar.
The Country Gentleman sold respectably,
but far below the numbers of the still-hot
6120, which listed $100 lower.

The Gent remained largely unchanged
until 62, when it and the 6120 were given
a double-cutaway design. Solid on top,
the new 2"-deep Electrotone body marked
the Atkins line, with the 6119 Tennessean
retaining the single cutaway.

Another new idea was the mechanical
mute — a foam pad in front of the bridge
that could be raised or lowered by a dial
knob. Slightly later, it was replaced with
a simpler flip-up lever. Both were largely
ignored by players. Installingthishardware

required a large opening in the back of
the guitar, covered by a snap-on pad that
was given a marketing twist describing it
as “Cushioned for comfort during those
long sets.”

In this era, Gretsch
was a large operation, but
still entertained special
orders that, while rare,
included custom cosmetic
touches or a combination
of features from various
models. The double-cut
Country Gent you see here
is a fascinating example.
Its 507XX serial number
indicates it was completed
in late ’62, when the dou-
ble-cuts had been on the
market for about a year.
It would almost certainly
havebeen ordered through
a Gretsch dealer,as certain
features make it unlikely
it’s a prototype or NAMM
experiment.

While the headstock
plaque confirms this a

Less than two months after the show, Gibson shipped prototype samples to
Montgomery Ward and Spiegel. Hart decided the time was right to make what
would be the first 10 prototype ES-150 guitars with a new pickup designed
in-house by Walter Fuller. On Saturday, September 26, the company finished
a batch of L-7 models, the last of which was fitted with an ES-85 attachment
pickup. Bearing serial number 93622, it was followed off the line that day by
this guitar — made for Francis Grinnell, with serial number 93623 and with
that ES-150 “Charlie Christian™ pickup.

Because those 10 ES-150 prototypes were deemed “too plain,” Soutar says
the model was reworked, so production versions (batchnumber 1098B) didn’t
ship until November 20. After reading this, a thought crossed Soutar’s mind:
“I'might have the first dedicated Spanish electric to leave the Gibson factory!”

Reinforcing his case is the fact 93622 and 93623 have the same tailpiece,
which was used for only a couple months. “You can even tell it was painted
by the same guy, because the sunburst is so similar,” he said. Also, the 2010
Official Vintage Guitar Price Guidelisted a “1936 L-7 Custom Electric... with
factory Christian style pickup, limited production, often custom ordered.”

Soutar spent more than adecade gatheringinformation on the L-7,learning
that Grinnell played it until 1939, when he setitasidein favor ofan off-the-line
ES-250. The L-7 was then sold to William Tribble, a Detroitresident who played
it for almost 70 years. After his passing, the family consigned it at Elderly.

“I've been collecting vintage guitars for more than 35 years, and she’s my
very favorite,” Soutar said. VG

Gibson’s 1953 GA-40

Les Paul Model

ibson landing Les Paul’s name on the headstock of its debut solidbody
electric in 1952 was the biggest guitar-star endorsement of its time.

And, as was the way, an amp came with it, offering a flavor of tube tone that

plenty of players still dig today.

The term might have been coined by
disc jockey Alan Freed the year before,
but “rock and roll” was a long way from
ubiquitous in '52; Gibson was still think-
ing of jazz, dance bands, Western swing,

and other musical forms. Even so, the
playing of their new star endorser on
groundbreaking songs like “How High
the Moon” presaged the bopping, swing-
ing, fleet-fingered style that would soon

Examination also reveals this one has been
maintained, with a handful of orange-drop
capacitors subbed in for failing old parts,
new filter caps, and several new resistors.

In ’55, the updated GA-40 gained a
dual-sided circuitboard alongwith changes
including 5879 pentode preamp tubes and
a 65Q7 in the tremolo, which was in turn
given proper Depth and Frequency (speed)
controls on rotary potentiometers.

Inside the well-worn cab, this combo
boasts a great-sounding original Jensen
P12Q. And while the 14-watt rating might
not sound like a lot (and P12Q)s are not ef-
ficient speakers) thisbrown-and-tanbeastie
puts out plenty of volume for most club
situations. Putting aside preconceptions
about what an archaic amp will deliver,

its cleans are surprisingly crisp and clear,
with an appealing thickness and richness
thanks in part to the beefy octal-pentode
preamp tubes. Cranked to distortion, it
remains thick and articulate, with a depth
and creaminess that flatters anything from
classic rock to dynamic blues leads.

This well-loved 1953 GA-40 was owned
by Paula Day and spent its life paired with
a’53 ES-5. Day, now deceased, grew upin a
German communityoutside Raleigh, North
Dakota,and used thesetforliveappearances
in the area, and to record at least one album
with a mix of original country songs and
old-time waltzes, yodeling songs,and polka
music. Any early GA-40 that comes into
your life, however, can be used for whatever
music you choose. VG

T yearly 1973, “Southern Rock™ had come
=, intoits own, spearheaded by Capricorn
4 t" Recordsanditskeystoneact,the Allman
Brothers Band, whose music was melodic,
popular, and brought plenty of memorable
guitar riffs.

Though theycould boastarapidly expand-
ing fan base, the members of a Florida group
known as Lynyrd Skynyrd hit a wall after
recording their debutalbum at Muscle Shoals
Sound Studioin 1971-’72;therecordings were
shelved awaiting a record deal.

Named after a high-school gym teacher,
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Lynyrd Skynyrd’s approach ditfered from
other Southern aggregations; unlike the All-
man Brothers’ harmony guitars or the Atlanta
Rhythm Section’s back-and-forth riffing,
bandleader/vocalist Ronnie Van Zant had
Gary Rossington and Allen Collins rehearse
note-for-note unison lead breaks on their
Gibsons. And once they finally signed with
musician/producer Al Kooper’s Soundsofthe
South label, sessions were set for the spring
of 73 at Studio One, in Doraville, Georgia. A
last-minute addition was guitarist Ed King,
formerly with the Strawberry Alarm Clock,

Allen Collins and Gary
Rossington onstage in 1975.

who hired on to replace bassist Leon Wil-
keson, then stayed after Wilkeson abruptly
returned, giving the band three guitarists.

RodneyMills, chiefengineer at Studio One,
was upbeat going into the sessions.

“I was excited, because when I played bass
in a band called the Bushmen, we’'d gigged
