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The number of layers you stack will depend on the number
of duplicates you want to have and how thick the individ-
val pieces are. | like to keep the thickness of the stacks to
a minimum of 1/4" and a maximum of 1/2". For example,
stack up to two pieces of 1/4"-thick material, up to four
pieces of 1/8'-thick material, up to eight pieces of 1/16"-
thick material, etc. A total stack thickness of more than
1/2" fends fo increase cutting fime. Also, the cut lines on
the bottom piece of the stack may vary slightly from the
fop piece. The thicker the stack, the more pronounced
the variation. | wrap masking tape around the edges of
the stacks to secure them, but small nails or brads, double-
sided carpef tape, or glue can also be used.

My personal preference is to use a No. 5 blade as much
as possible, switching to a No. 7 blade for very open areas,
and a No. 2 blade for very delicate areas. You will most
likely find your own preferences as you gain experience.

RULE #&: Always saw with the teeth on your blade pceinting
forward and down.

EXCEPTION to RULE #6: This rule definitely applies when
using skip-tooth and double-tooth blades, but as time
goes on, we have access to an ever increasing variety of
blades, and the rule doesn't apply exactly as written for all
of them.,

A few of the many types of available blades (from left to
right): Skip-Tooth, Double-Tooth, Reverse-Tooth, Spiral, and
Crown-Tooth,

For instance, reverse-tooth blades should have the testt
pointing forward and the majority of the teeth pointing
downward, but the bottom of the blade has several teetf
that should point upward. Spiral blades have teeth tha
circle all arocund the blade, so although you do want the
teeth to point downward, you can't have all the teetf
pointing forward. Crown-tooth blades should be usec
with the teeth facing forward, but they are configured sc
that the teeth point alternately upward or downward, anc
can even be turned over fo extend the blade life by using
the other end of the blade. This rule would need to be
greatly expanded to be relevant to all varieties of blades.

We've only come up with one rule that we think may be
fool proof...

RULE #7: Always sirive to keep the blade straight up anc
down as you saw, and resist the tendency to push on the
blade. When you're feeding the wood into the blade, you
shouldn't be pushing the blade backwards. If you wan
the blade to cut faster, either increase your speed setfting
or use a larger or more aggressive blade. When you're
going around a corner, don't push the blade sideways
The only thing you should be moving is the wood...lef the
blade do the cutting while you guide the wood into it. Nc
exceptions. (Af least none that we've thought of yefl)

In Conclusion

We still teach beginner sawyers using a list of general rule!
to follow as they get started. But we also explain fo then
that there really are no "absolute"” rules. Although a tech
nigue may waork well in many cases, it might not work in al
situations. Also, just because a fechnique works well fo
some of us, it may not work equally well for all of us. It i
very difficult fo anficipate every situafion that others many
be faced with. We have been scrolling for over 20 years
and just when we think we've made every possible mis
fake, we somehow figure out how fo make a new one
We just fry to learn from the mistakes and move on.

I hate to admit it, but our kids might be right—rules are
meant to be broken (or at lecst need to be flexible
enough to allow for some variation). As | mentionec
before, personal preferences play a huge role in scrol
sawing. Therefore, the best advice | have fo give is to jus
get info your shop and saw. You can see for yourself how
much fun it is fo break our rules and write your own!
