On sloping blocks, they provide
necessary level areas, or they can be
nestled into a corner of the garden
as a secluded oasis to relax in.

Use a saw and/or plane to adjust

the width of the last board as needed
to provide a neat fit.

€) Position the boards

Start at the outside edge and position
the boards so they overhang the last
joist. To join, first dock the ends square,
staggering the joints at least two joists
apart and allowing the boards to span
at least two joists. Flip and apply a coat
of finish to the backs using a roller.

(D Apply the stain

If possible, leave the deck to weather
for 2-6 weeks, then thoroughly
wash it. When dry, sand lightly with
a fine-grit paper to remove any raised
fibres. Following the manufacturer’s
instructions, apply two coats of finish
with a brush or an applicator.



FINISH AND
PROTECT =

Decking timber, particularly wide boards,
can cup if exposed to moisture from
underneath. Low decks are even more
prone to this due to poor ventilation.

Our two-step solution was to spread
20mm aggregate to let the water drain
through and apply a coat of stain to the
backs of the boards before securing them.

If you want to give the deck even more
protection against water damage, put a damp
proof course tape, such as Thermakraft
Supercourse, along the tops of the joists.
Available at Bunnings, it comes in arollin
several widths to suit different timber sizes.

The new boards were laid using a hidden
fastening system. The Camo Marksman Pro
tool clamps over the board, setting a 5mm
space, and guides dedicated screws through
the side. Use 7g x 48mm Camo Stainless

Steel Deck Screws, from Bunnings.

For the finish, we suggest using Cabot's
Water Based Deck & Exterior Stain in
Hunter Grey for a contemporary-looking
matt finish (cabots.co.nz]. >

Companion planting is based on the
idea that plants can benefit from others
when planted in close proximity.
While the concept arose mainly
from traditional belief, there is evidence
to support it. This scientific evidence is
found in biochemical pest suppression.
Certain compounds produced by
plants have a regulatorv or inhibitory
effect, as in the case of the nematicide
thiophen. Produced by marigolds, it
helps discourage nematodes when
they are planted in vegetable gardens.
Plants also complement each other,

such as when the roots of some live -t
close to the surface while those of -

others penetrate to greater depths.

Legumes, like peas and beans, are
able to convert atmospheric nitrogen
to benefit themselves and other plants.

Known as symbiotic nitrogen
fixation, this process makes it advisable
to grow legumes close to crops that
require high levels of nitrogen, such
as lettuces, cabbages and spinach.
