CRAFT EMERGENCY RELIEF FUND

AIDS RECOVERY FROM DISASTER

It is apparent that fire season in the
Western states is now an annual event.
Climate change has turned forest areas
ripe for kindling. Warmer temperatures
have lead to drier conditions and disease
infestation, while stronger winds can fuel
a spark and carry it great distances,

The electrical utilities,a primary cause
of the recent infernos, are now taking the
proactive measure of depowering power
lines when the winds whip up, leaving
vast residential areas without power for
substantial amounts of time.

In 2019, more than 5,600 wildfire in-
cidents were reported in California alone,
burning over 245,000 acres.

Luckily, this past Fall was not a repeat
of the 2018 devastation, when nearly 2
million acres burned, more than 15,000
homes were destroyed, and 90 people
died. This time, our brave fire crews were
able to contain the blazes, with minimal (in
comparison) damage to property. Monitor-
ing social media, there were no reports of
woodworkers losing homes or workshops,
though many were subjected to power
outages and/or evacuation for days.

In any case, craftsmen should be re-
minded that the Craft Emergency Relief
Fund (CERF+) is available to assist in di-
saster recovery—for both short-term and
long-term needs—for whom homes or
studios were damaged or destroyed and
livelihoods disrupted.

WHAT IS CERF+

Since 1985, this nonprofit organiza-
tion has served as a safety net for artists
working in clay, fiber, metal, wood, glass,
or non-traditional materials, suffering an
emergency/loss threatening their careers.
In previous issues, we have posted stories
of woodworkers that have rebuilt their
careers, with assistance from CERF+.

Its core services are emergency relief,
educational programs, advocacy, and net-
work building. It offers career resources,
from business practices to legal issues;
educational and network opportunities;
and relief thru grants, loans,and discounts.

Emergency Grants provide immedi-
ate assistance after serious emergencies
(e.g.,accidents, fires,and natural disasters),
while Emergency Recovery Loans can be
used to re-establish, improve, or possibly

expand his/her work capacity after an
emergency. Brokered Assistance aids in
securing discounts on tools and supplies,
as well as exhibit space at craft shows. In
addition, it provides referrals to other as-
sistance organizations.

Over time, CERF+ has distributed over
51.2 million in grants to 640 artists,over $1
million in loans to 537 artists,and nearly $.5
million in in-kind support for 375 artists.

For the 2018 wildfires, a special web
page was created—www.cerfplus.org/
news/cerf-response-to-2018-california-
wildfires/—with information and resources
for wildfire victims, including financial
relief, disaster recovery resources, personal
support, networking links, and recovery
warnings. In addition, grants were awarded
to ease immediate needs.

It also provides information and guid-
ance to prepare for a possible disaster, as

well as general career resources. There is
also "Get Ready” grants to aid in planning.

SUPPORTING CERF+

CERF+ (a 501(c)(3) public charity) is
supported by public donations, organi-
zational fundraisers, and foundation and
government grants. In 2017, the website
Etsy raised close to $60,000 and matched
these funds to create their own seller com-
munity emergency relief fund at CERF+;
the Chihuly Garden and Glass House
in Seattle hosted a dinner to raise over
514,500, and the Museum of Craft and
Design in San Francisco raised $10,000 in
Northern California wildfire relief efforts.
These funds were generously matched by
the Windgate Charitable Foundation.

On a more local level, | have become aware of JAPAN HOUSE Los Angeles, an or-
ganization that fosters awareness of and appreciation for Japanese culture. It, cur-
rently, is hosting an exhibit featuring craft from throughout the country, which will
be followed in January with a showcase of wood craftsmanship from the city of Hida.
In addition, we have arranged a connection to Cerritos College, as a venue for Japa-
nese working demonstrations and classes (the first event is detailed on pages 38-39).

All these upcoming events are discussed in this issue. So let’s cheer in the new year

by raising our sake cups for a Kanpai salute.

DESIGN MATTERS

Design questions come up all the time on the WoodCentral forums.
One recent discussion began with a member’s uncertainty over
whether to use miter joints or dovetails to join the front and sides
of the base of a Shaker-style chest of drawers that he was making.
The original piece, being copied, had through-dovetailed joints,
but our friend was thinking that miters would be cleaner looking.
He appealed to our other visitors for input, and an enlightening
discussion ensued...

“I could argue for mitered dovetails, which provide both the look
and strength, but the answer may lie with what looks better to you.
A butt-jointed miter is cleaner, but it needs help in remaining tight.
Biscuits can help here. Dovetails do not come apart.”

“Miters may have been more difficult back in the 1800s, when it
would have had to have been sawed “spot on” without the aid of
a miter gage and the luxury of a table saw equipped with crosscut
blade. The guy simply banged out his umpteenth dovetail joint
after the morning prayers and milking.”

“The problem with a dovetail down there is that it will attract
attention to a place that doesn't deserve attention. In many Period
furniture pieces, this joint is mitered.”

“Itis possible the Shakers would have had 45° shooting boards?”

‘I would put a spline in that miter to make an extremely strong
joint.”
“If it's only a base and you'll be attaching it to the top, you could

install glue blocks behind the miters, instead of messing with
splines or biscuits.”

“On the mitered bases I've made, | have used glue blocks to
reinforce the corners up to the point where the case will sit down
inside the base. These glue blocks can be simple square ones,
triangular strips, or several triangular blocks that are glued and
tacked. | took this idea from all the old furniture that | worked on.
It worked for the old guys, so it should still be good enough today.”

“For overkill, you could use both a spline and glue blocks. The
spline will help with alignment, if it's cut accurately.”

“My solution is to make a leg inside the corner that supports the
chest. The bracket feet don't quite touch the floor,so they don't get
broken when the chest slides around. It's a cross-grain connection
though, so a taller bracket would allow for wood movement.”

“To make your miter joints stronger, one strategy is to size the
joint before glue up. To size the joint, mix your white or yellow
glue 50/50 with water, and then wet the end grain of the two
parts. When it is almost dry, spread your full-strength glue and
clamp together. The sizing seals the end grain, and the joint will
not be glue starved—which is generally why end grain glue-ups
fail. Biscuits would help reinforce, but they are not needed if you
then add corner blocks.”

“I have always used corner blocks to reinforce this joint. They make
mitered corners rock solid with no splines. It is important to make
the blocks from smaller pieces with alternate grain direction to
allow for wood movement.”

“I've most often used liquid hide glue for corner blocks. One
advantage is that should something happen after the initial coat
that distracts your attention too long, and the glue dries, the next
application will instantly bond to it. As for sizing, it doesn’t really
need to be thinned. | simply apply the hide glue to both surfaces
and rub it in with my finger, leaving behind a thin layer on the
surface. Let it dry and then apply the hide glue normally before
clamping. Add the corner blocks, and you're good to go.”

“The Shakers probably used dovetail joints, because they are the
strongest and easiest to execute.”

“In Period case pieces, | see two options: A box is dovetailed
together, and this box (containing drawers and or doors) sits on a
base as you have shown. The base is typically mitered and corner
blocked. This construction is superior, because there are no cross
grain issues among case, base, and applied moldings. And, the
dovetailed box keeps the case sides flat which enables tight fitting
drawers. The second option is to run the side of the case to the
floor, with a cut out for whatever profile there might be on the side.
The base molding is then applied to the bottom of the case using
care to not constrain the seasonal movement of the case side by
the cross grain molding. There are fewer steps involved in this
construction, and it can work well if done with care.”

The original poster replied...

“I decided to miter the joint and
use hot hide glue; here is the
outcome. | can see the advantage
of using dovetails over a miter, as
it was a pain to clamp because the
glue acted as a lubricant and made
the parts slide. | made the base
separately, since the transition
between the sides and base would
have been nearly impossible to
sand between coats of finish if the
base was permanently attached.”

The discussion resumed...
“In Period construction, typically one section of a miter is either
permanently fastened to the case—or to a base that the case will
then sit on—with a molding applied to make the transition. The
mitered pieces are installed one at time, always butting against
a mating piece that is fixed in place. Typically the front section
is clamped in place, so one of the sides can be positioned and
attached. Then, the frontis installed, butted against the side thatis
now permanently fastened to the case. Finally, the last side is fitted
and attached. Doing these joints,one at a time,enables adjustments
to the fit to get it perfect before permanently fastening. | often
build case pieces where the case sides go to the floor, then wrap
the base molding
around it. One
does have to sand
before wrapping the
molding. But then,
| stain and finish. |
don't find any issue
sanding the first coat
as good as it needs to
be at the intersection
of wrapped molding
and case side.”

Quality logs are
sawn into live edge and dimensional lumber, kiln dried to ensure
stability and sterilization, and treated to ensure no infestations.
Logs unfit for lumber are sawn into firewood or ground into
wood chips, to produce zero waste.

STR operates a public showroom, containing slabs and di-
mensional lumber of a variety of species, in various sizes. The
showroom is located at 2220 E. Via Burton St., in Anaheim, CA.

PAINT STRIPPER BAN IN EFFECT

After a long review process, the Environmental Protection
Agency (EPA) has banned the retail sale of Methylene Chloride
(Dichloromethane) paint strippers and solvents, effective as of
Nov. 23. The chemical has been found to cause damage to the
brain and central nervous system and has been classified as a
probable human carcinogen, as it has proven to cause liver and
lung cancer in animals. The agency said a variety of effective, less
harmful substitutes are readily available. However, the ban has
not been extended to commercial applications.

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STANDARDS FOR URBAN WOOD

The Urban Salvaged and Reclaimed Woods Inc. (USRW)
was formed in 2017 as a network for Urban Wood professionals
to collaborate and create a stronger brand for their products, as

well as to market the benefits of urban wood to a wider audience.

An identified barrier to promoting the utilization of urban
and reclaimed woods (especially by industry, such as architects
and designers) is the need for industry Standards and Chain-of-
Custody Certification. In 2019, USRW began the process of creat-
ing standards, by preparing a draft (available at www.urbansal-
vagedwoods.com/blog/) and soliciting feedback from urban wood
professionals and stakeholders of various different backgrounds
and experiences,across North America. This input is currently un-
der review, and a revised draft to be available in early 2020.

Given that most Urban Wood processors are small business-
es, a certification process is sought that is efficient, while mini-
mizing paperwork and manual processing. USRW is working with
specialists to develop AncesTREE™, an inventory management
application that will allow users to easily adhere to the industry
standards, track the chain-of-custody, manage their inventory,
and generally better manage and grow their urban lumber busi-
nesses. Among the features will be a Marketplace to aggregate
inventories across suppliers—searchable by species, size, quanti-
ties, color, location—to enable clients to identify and aggregate
materials for large projects.

Permission to Turn a Gnarly Burl

For my 68th birthday, I decided to give myself a gift. . . the
time to create a vessel from a gnarly piece of Buckeye Burl
that I had purchased well over a decade and a half ago. My
goal was to have it completed in time for the annual Artistry in
Wood Show, at the Sonoma County Museum in Santa Rosa, CA.

As 1 began working, I reflected on my entire career as a wood-
worker, realizing that the greatest gift I had ever given myself
in life was the “Permission” to follow my passion to become a
full-time woodworker, at the early age of 21. Think about that
for a moment.

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One of the first things that cried out to me was the fact
that I had chosen an old decrepit, worm eaten, spalt-
ed, rotten piece of burl, which needed a reinforced
foundation if it were to survive the vessel turning and
hollowing process.

I decided to use a faceplate and a block of Hard Maple
as my foundation of support. As you can see, I turned
a tenon on the Buckeye Burl and epoxied it into the
cup shape that I turned in the Hard Maple, which I
had previously screwed to a faceplate.

I knew, from experience, that I would have to make
this vessel in at least two sections, possibly three, to
pull it all together. In order to hollow a sphere, the
boring bar needs to be able to turn on a very tight cor-
ner. Having a long neck prevents access to the shoul-
ders of the sphere, so I decided to cut a section off of
the top and save it for the neck.

As I was working on my drawing, | decided to sketch
a V using a 45° square to help me to decide how to
locate a segmented ring that I could use to connect
the neck to the spherical base. The form is extremely
important to me, and I wanted to make sure that there
was a sense of the curves continuing from the sphere
up into the curves of the neck.

Suddenly it hit me! I didn’t draw that V by accident.
There is a part of me that really likes the intersection
that occurs in geometry when you introduce angles to
curves. | remember Sam Maloof used to come to San
Francisco and give lectures and slide shows to the Bay
Area Woodworkers Association back in the 80’s. One
of the things he said that left a lasting impression on
me was that one of the most powerful elements of his
chair designs was the intersection of a hard line to a
soft curve. Sam’s chairs are sculptural works of art,
and I have studied them for inspiration. This would
be more of a “visual” intersection of a hard line to

a soft curve, but it still works as a powerful design
element, so I decided to go with it. This new design
upgrade called for cutting V grooves into the burl and
gluing African Blackwood into the grooves.

In my woodturning classes, I ask the students to do an
exercise in design. I tell them if you can draw it, then
[ can show you how to make it, and make it safely
without hurting yourself.

[ knew that I would need a “transition” piece—or an-
other functional name for it would be a “connector”—
to join the neck to the hollow vessel sphere. I used a
spiral Ebony segmented ring left over from another
vessel project to use as the connector. I carefully cut

a recess in the sphere to accept the Ebony ring, and
shaped the connector to fit into the sphere, as well as
to accept the tenon from Buckeye Burl neck.

The neck of the vessel was very challenging! I was
able to shape the neck with a gouge, while slicing
through the Maple support blocks and hot melt glue.
I was pleasantly surprised to see that I could cut most
of the shape before I began to lose support at the very
tip of one of the natural edges. My next step was to
remount the neck, using the tenon on the Ebony end,
into a chuck. I relied heavily on my Steve Sinner Cen-
ter Steady to stabilize the piece as I turned.

Knowing there were soft areas in the burl that had suf-
fered from dry rot, [ decided to hand sand the vessel
off the lathe to 320 grit. It was finished with two coats
of oil (Seal a Cell) and buffed with Renaissance Wax.

Given the limits of this space, I can only provide a
brief overview of the process. I refer the more ardent
woodturners to a more detailed essay on this project
at: www.djmarks.com/metamorphosis-by-david-j-marks/.

The piece was completed just in time for the Artistry
in Wood show, with the final coat of finish applied on
the morning of delivery. I do say that Metamorphosis
turned out pretty well (left), and the show’s judges
agreed, presenting it with an Award of Excellence.
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Tools & Techniques

Yosegi-Zaiku:

A Traditional Japanese Technique

Yosegi-zaiku is most closely associated with

covering the exterior of Japanese puzzle boxes.

These popular novelties require maneuvering
to open and contain secret compartments.

The traditional technigque of Yosegi-zaiku, Zuku, involves
laminating wood sticks or rods together to create a block
of a geometric design (Seed Plate or Tanegi), and then plan-
ing paper-thin slices, which then are applied to wood con-
structions, such as boxes, bowls, trays, toys, and furniture.

Yosegi-zaiku, literally wooden mosaic craft, is a tradi-
tional Japanese woodworking technique of joining wood
together to create geometric patterns. It is often referred
to as “Japanese Marquetry,” but that is a misnomer. It

is really parquetry, as solid wood is utilized, rather than
veneer.

Dating back to the 9th century, this method, which uses
natural woods of different colors, originated in the region
of Shizuoka Prefecture in Japan, but flourished when
Ishikawa Nihei brought it to Hakone, a town in Kanaga-
wa Prefecture, in the mid-19th century. In the new loca-
tion, there were forests with a diversity of trees offering

a palette of various color woods, and the region attracted
visitors from afar to experience the area’s hot springs, as
well as being a stopping point on the road between Tokyo
and Kyoto. Appreciation spread as visitors took home
purchased souvenirs from local craftsmen.

The technique has since been passed down from gener-
ation-to-generation for nearly 200 years. It was officially
designated as a traditional craft in 1984 by the Japanese
Minister of International Trade and Industry, and the
name can only be used for the products produced in the
Hakone region.

THE TECHNIQUES

There are two traditional forms of Yosegi-zaiku: Zuku
and Muku. In both cases, shaped pieces of wood (elon-
gated sticks or rods) of different colors are laminated to-
gether to create intricate designs to form blocks of wood
(called a Seed Plate or Tanegi).

Zuku is the original technique. Paper-thin slices (about
04" thick) are planed from the block and applied to wood
constructions, such as boxes, bowls, trays, toys, and
furniture. Often when cut, the slices curl and need to be

ironed to flatten or lined using Japanese paper to help
stretch them.
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Thus, multiple projects can be completed from a single
glue-up, however, the block needs to be the exact
dimensions of the wood constructions to maintain the
integrity of the pattern.

Muku is more recent, developed about 40 years ago.
Rather than planning skins, this method maintains the
laminated woods in the solid state, and an object is
created by carving, turning, or cutting, similar to the
methods that our segmented turners use. The pattern
flows through the piece, from exterior to interior, and
only one object is made from each of the laminated
forms. Such applications include containers, boxes,
vessels, and cups.

CONTEMPORARY APPROACHES

Today, there are approximately 100 craftsmen keeping
the skill alive—some following the traditional meth-
ods and designs; others developing new approaches
and applications.

One of them is Yuta Shimizu. He apprenticed under

a Master and, now, has built his own practice, with

his own group of young aspiring craftsmen. His ap-
proach is to create a pallet of colored wood chips. The
chips, then, are glued together to form various pat-
terns. The edges of the chips are angled to increase
the glue line. His applications include wearable acces-
sories, small musical instruments (Maracas and Cas-
tanets), and functional lifestyle goods for the home. If

the items are small or decorative, the wood chips are
simply glued together. If the product is larger or func-
tional, such as trays, the glued wood chip design is
mounted on a plywood substrate to provide strength.

The 2020 Colonial Williamsburg Working Wood in the 18th Century
conference will be held, Jan. 16-19, in Colonial Williamsburg,
VA. The theme of this 22nd annual event is Down the Great
Wagon Road: Furnishing the Southern Backcountry. The event
will explore how backcountry furniture—brought by diverse
ethnic backgrounds throughout the colonies—created a
network of distinctive markets for furniture that reflected their
inherited traditions and the influence of their new homes and
neighbors. The context of this theme will be explained in an
opening Keynote Lecture by Daniel Ackermann, Curator of
The Museum of Early Southern Decorative Arts at Old Salem
Museums & Gardens in Winston-Salem, NC.

Numerous presenters from across the Colonial Williamsburg
community will take the stage for a variety of lecture/
demonstrations. From the Anthony Hay Cabinet Shop, Bill
Pavlak, Brian Weldy, and John Peeler will re-create a High Chest
of Drawers—1795, showcasing the wedged dovetail joinery
that characterized Germanic-style case goods. This piece,
particularly, illustrates how the factors like time, distance,
and exposure to new cultures impacted and transformed old
designs. For example, Bill explains that “the swag molding
that cuts across the tympanum (the uppermost, decorative
section of the piece) as a particularly neo-classical addition
that betrays its 1790s date of manufacture. The maker and the
client had tastes both rooted deeply in yesterday’s fashion and
an eye on present trends.” He elaborates on the fine points
of this the chest in a blog at: www.colonialwilliamsburg.com/
blog/2019-blog-posts/building-a-high-chest].

Furniture conservator Chris Swan will discuss the various
colorful paint decoration that adorns many backcountry
pieces. Ted Boscana, and his fellow joiners Peter Hudson
and Amanda Doggett, will explore some rural post-and-rung
chairs with rush seats, while joiner Scott Krogh collaborates
with tinsmith Steve DeLisle to fashion an early Tennessee
food safe with punched tin panels. Master gunsmith Richard
Sullivan will reveal some of the hand work involved in
making a Kentucky long rifle, and Tara Chicirda, Curator
of Furniture, introduces a clock case made in Kentucky by
a cabinetmaker originally trained in Newport, RL

Other presenters include cabinetmaker Steve Latta,
who is making Major Smith’s Corner Cupboard, and
chairmaker Elia Bizzari, who is making a 1810-1820’s
Kentucky Writing Arm Chair. “Looking at the original
chair, I found the arm completely baffling—it is
curved in all planes, twists from front to back, and
has to fit tightly to the post in a rather precise and
awkward fashion. These old chairs were built fast,
with little measuring, few tools and almost no jigs.”

A workshop with Jory Brigham of Paso Robles, CA is the
Grand Prize for the annual Woodcraft “Build It” Sweepstakes.
Jory is a studio furnituremaker, specializing in his
interpretation of Mid-Century design. Here is Jory's story in
his own words:

I was always destined to become a woodworker. My
great-grandfather was the chief draftsman for Frank
Lloyd Wright, my architecturally-trained father was a
home builder (from structure to interiors), and both of
my uncles were woodworkers. Growing up in Hawaii,
I acquired a well-rounded education in construction
techniques, going to job sites with my father. Looking
back, it is amazing what cool projects my father could
create, using only the basic tools.

At that point, woodworking was not on my radar as a
career. My intention was to go into the culinary field,
and after working in food services in Hawaii, I moved
to California to go to college. But having been home
schooled, I did not find the structure of college suitable.
Since the only skills I had were woodworking-related, I
took a job in my uncle’s shop on the Central California
Coast, where he made high-end rustic furniture.

After making several pieces in his style, I approached my
uncle with an idea for a piece, and he agreed to let me
build it. This was the first time that I created a work of
my own design, and when completed, it was placed to
sell in a furniture store in Carmel, CA. 1remember going
up there and feeling great pride seeing it in the window.
And when it sold within days, I was stoked. Someone
wanted something that I built for their home!

This was a pivotal point; I was consumed with thinking
of all the designs I could build. One of my pieces was on
display in a store in San Luis Obispo, where it caught the
eye of Eli Parker, son of actor Fess Parker (Davy Crockett
and Daniel Boone). Owning a winery, restaurant, and
hotel, he invited me to move down to Los Olivos (just
north of Santa Barbara) and work for the family.

What a huge blessing. They provided me with a shop
full of tools (initia]ly located outside on a
concrete slab until a suitable building could
be constructed), living quarters, and the
freedom to build whatever I wanted for their
various properties. I would come up with
an idea, and they would say “Do itl.” [ was
having a blast, and I am not sure where I
would be today without their support.

During my three years working for the
Parkers, I was approached by people who
saw my work and wanted something similar
for their own establishments. So at age

22, I opened Jory Brigham Design, and I

was able to convince clients to give me the
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latitude to make “something different and
better,” thereby challenging me to expand my
repertoire. I used this period to experiment
with different materials—stone, concrete,

and metal—to enhance wood, as the primary
media.

Heavily influenced by Sam Maloof and
Vladimir Kagan, I made my first mid-
Century-style furniture piece in 2005—a
credenza. This was another turning point:

[ realized that I wanted to make furniture

for the rest of my life. Though early work
drew heavily on the Danish style, I evolved to
formulate my own voice and approach with
each piece—incorporating color, different
materials, and hand carving and texturing.

| am most identified with the Hank chair (on the cover and
upper right). Originally designed for a trade show booth,
it has undergone many iterations and fine tuning. The
current version, with a scalloped back rest, is extremely
comfortable, and production has been simplified for
efficient construction.

Two of my most popular pieces were developed from my
participation in the television competition Framework in
2015. The audition assignment was a stool, the basis of
my Bozley chair, and the ping-pong table project on the
show was the basis for Mackenrow. We currently have

six Mackenrow paddle tennis table commissions under
construction in the shop. Iinitially approached this
competition as a lark, but as time went on, my attitude
changed: I was going to win it, which I did. Besides the
$120,000 in prizes, I was offered a contract with CB2, which
[ turned down to focus on my own brand.

For years, people have wanted me to teach, but I never had
a facility that was appropriate. When we moved to Paso
Robles, the property was perfect, with a great shop and
space to entertain guests. My first End Table workshop was
more enjoyable than expected, so I added other classes and
found past students returning. I try to challenge students
to take the techniques learned and apply them to a style
unique to themselves. Luckily, we have attracted a high
caliber of students, with intermediate skills, from around
the world. I have even
picked up a few tricks of the
trade from them.

In recent years, | have
established relationships
with Woodcraft, Festool,

and SawStop, for whom 1
produce videos and give
demonstrations. I even host
a workshop for the annual
Woodcraft Build It! Sweepstakes
winners.

THE BOMB IS ‘“THE BOMB’

Woodworkers Andy Lockhart and John Morel of Alberta,
Canada undertook a most unusual project: constructing a replica of
a World War Il bomb. The Bomber Command Museum of Canada
in Nanton, AB already had an Avro Lancaster FM-159 bomber and
a replica of a 12,000-Ib. Tallboy earthquake bomb in its Second
World War historical collection, but it wanted to add the Grand Slam
bomb, which could fully penetrate enemy infrastructure,including
submarine pens and bridges, before detonating.

The wood fabricators, who had previously made exhibits for
the museum, worked from original drawings for the bomb, as well
as confirming measurements from an actual Grand Slam on display
at a museum in the U.K. The body was made from MDF. The 4'x &'
sheets were cutinto 24 sections and coopered like a barrel to form
the nose. The segments were glued to circular disks made of /4"
plywood to maintain the model’s exterior dimensions.

“We couldn't turn it using a normal lathe, because the diam-
eter was way greater,” says Lockhart.”"We also couldn't cut it with
a conventional lathe chisel, because the chisel would have hit air
halfthe time and then bang into the side of the segments the other
half.That would overload your motor in five minutes—ask me how |
know. Instead, we made up a makeshift carriage with a router on it
and then got the drum spinning to complete that part of the job.”

The nose was then coated with fiberglass and painted to match

WORLD’S BIGGEST CARVING EXHIBITION

It has been a long time since good news originated from the
country of Myanmar (formerly Burma), between political repression,
civil wars,and human rights violations. In 2008, a cyclone wreaked
havoc on the country, killing hundreds of thousands and destroying
much of the southern half of the country.

As a result of this natural disaster, many of the large uprooted
hardwood trees were given to sculptors to craft artwork, and the
government organized an annual woodcarving competition/ex-
hibition. During the past 10 years, this competition has grown in
size. At the event held Nov. 29-Dec. 4, more than 7,000 works were
displayed, some over 6-feet tall. 70% of the work were still being
made from trees felled by the cyclone.

This year’s First Place winner was Ko Pyay Sone Aung, for
Traditional Heritage. This sculpture shows an old man carving
marionettes, with a backdrop of wooden puppets hanging from
a wooden divider. Second Place went to Shwe Dar Kyaw Swar, a
4-time winner, for his work of three women spinning yarn.

“There is no country as rich as our country in wood carving,”
said event organizer U Kyi Win. “We are now opening a new chapter
in Myanmar's wood carving history”.

the original. The tail portion was made of sheet aluminum carefully
shaped into a cone around aluminum disks and, then, riveted to two
segments of aluminum channel. Aluminum tailfins were added
later. The 2,000-lb. replica (26-feet long & 46" in diameter) took
about three months to build, was moved from the woodworking
shop by crane,and placed on a flatbed for delivery to the museum,
about an hour’s drive away.

The bomb replica will be loaded onto the Lancaster bomber
for display, as part of a commemoration of the 75th anniversary of
the end of the war.
