Nailers, pinners & staplers

A look at the latest tools in the fastener category
By John English

Since the advent of cordless power, both battery and
hose driven nailers, pinners and staplers have become
more adroit and flexible. They're also getting lighter and
smaller as design engineers take advantage of advances in
metallurgy, plastics, mechanics and electronics.

Before we look at what's new, just a quick word about
definitions. The higher the gauge, the smaller the diam-
eter of the nail, so a 15-gauge finish nail is fatter than a 16-
gauge. Brads are 18-gauge, and pins are usually 23-gauge.
Some manufacturers might vary things a little, but most nail
suppliers follow those guidelines. Pins leave a smaller hole
than brads but have less holding power. And some nails
are available in plastic for designated guns, so they can be
used in fixturing for a CNC without harming the tooling. The
power sources are noted too: pneumatic guns require an air
hose, electric ones have a cord, and cordless ones are bat-
tery driven.

NEW AND IMPROVED

A new 18-gauge cordless brad nailer from Milwaukee Tool
(milwaukeetool.com) runs on the company’'s M12 Fuel bat-
tery system and provides great access to tight spaces. Built
around a nitrogen air spring mechanism, it sinks 5/8" to
1-1/2" and weighs only 4.6 |bs. when paired with a 2 Ah bat-
tery. Milwaukee is also introducing a new cordless M18 Fuel
duplex nailer that combines the manufacturer’s nitrogen air
spring technology with a Powerstate brushless motor and
Redlink intelligence.

Senco’s (senco.com) new pneumatic Finish & Trim tool
set is a family of five oil-free tools that includes a 1-1/4" to
2-1/2" 15-gauge angled finish nailer (TN51P1P); a 2-1/2"
16-gauge straight finish nailer (TN41P1P); and a 2-1/8" 18-
gauge brad nailer (BN31M1P). These three tools have dry
fire lockout, contact and sequential firing modes, a quick
clear latch for jam clearing, and tool-free depth adjustment.
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Makita’s new 23-gauge pinner.

Porter-Cable's PCC790B.

Next up is a 1-3/8" 23-gauge pin nailer (TN11G1P) that has
an ultra-narrow nosepiece that allows access to tight cor-
ners and other hard to reach areas. It also comes with a re-
versible belt hook that mounts to either side of the tool, and
a no-mar pad that prevents damage to the worksurface.
And the fifth tool is a 1/4" x 1-1/2" 18-gauge finish stapler
(LS61H1P) that has a 360-degree adjustable exhaust that
directs air away from the operator or worksurface, and a
rotatable belt hook for right- or left-hand access.

Grex (grexusa.com) has improved its familiar P635 pneu-
matic 23-gauge headless pinner with a new L model that
has features such as an auto-lockout with one-touch over-
ride, and an on-board adjustable edge guide. The lockout
feature on the all-metal pinner (which can shoot nine differ-
ent lengths of pins from 3/8" to 1-3/8") halts firing when the
tool is down to about seven pins. Those can then be fired
individually with a single press of the override button. The
new L model uses the same core parts as the original P635
but adds new additions including the edge guide that lets
a woodworker shoot pins in a straight line without mea-
suring. Just set the offset distance and precisely fire pins
- even into the edge of very thin material. There's also an
onboard holder to store the guide when not in use.

REFINED AND NIMBLE
Among the newer cordless tools from Makita (makitatools.
com) is the GTP01Z, a 40-volt XGT brushless 23-gauge pin
nailer that's built for speed. It has a refined firing mecha-
nism that reduces recoil and the amount of force required,
a magazine capacity of up to 120 pin nails, and a narrow
nose design that allows easy nailing access in confined
areas (the tool is only 10-3/8" long). It can drive six different
lengths of nails from 5/8" to 1-3/8" and has a trigger lock,
anti-dry-firing, and tool-free depth adjustment features.

Porter-Cable’s (portercable.com) PCC790B is a 20-volt,
18-gauge cordless brad nailer that has been around for a
while. It comes with two LED work lights, sequential firing,
and tool-free depth setting for nails from 5/8"” to 2" length.
At 5.1 |bs., it's described as nimble, lightweight, and bal-
anced.

The SmartPoint line of nailers from Bostitch (bostitch.



The Bostitch SmartPoint line.

com) are specifically designed to reach into tight corners,
and the BTFP family here includes an 18-gauge brad nailer
(12233), 16-gauge finish nailer (71917), 15-gauge angled FN
(72156) and DA (72155) style finishers, and a 23-gauge pin-
ner (2350K). In finish guns, DA models generally have a
handle angle of about 34 degrees which can be quite useful
in tight spots, while the FN lies flatter (and some say more
comfortably) at around 25 degrees. There are more DA
models on the market, but FN gun reservoirs can usually
carry more nails. DA was originally conceived by engineers
at Senco, and the D means 15-gauge while the A denotes
a round brad head and smooth shank. FN nails, created
by Bostitch, have a more rectangular head and the letters
simply indicate ‘finish nail'. DA and FN nails are not inter-
changeable and will cause jams if inadvertently switched.

Many of the latest finish and brad nailers from DeWalt
(dewalt.com) are 20-volt cordless tools that use the compa-
ny's Max battery system. The batteries are interchangeable,
so a woodworker can choose the Ah rating based on needs.
DeWalt is still introducing air-powered guns in this smaller
range, too. Among the newer offerings are 23-gauge cord-
less and pneumatic pinners (DCN623B and DWFP2350K);
two pneumatic and one cordless 18-gauge brad guns
(DWFP12231, DWFP12233, DCN680B); four 16-gauge finish-
ers including cordless angled, pneumatic straight, Precision
Point pneumatic and cordless straight models (DCN660B,
D51257K, DWFP71917, DCN662B); and cordless angled,
pneumatic angled, and DA angled 15-gauge finish guns
(DCN650B, D51276K, DWFP72155).

DeWalt also makes cordless and pneumatic narrow
crown 18-gauge staplers (DCN681B and DWFP12232),
and a pneumatic 18-gauge finish stapler (DWFP1838). The
company supplies a variety of specialty staplers for flooring,
fencing, and electric wiring applications.

SHOOTING GALLERY

In March 2017, Stanley Black & Decker acquired the Crafts-
man brand from Sears Holdings. Today, the Craftsman
catalog (craftsman.com) includes 18-gauge narrow crown
staplers, 16-gauge finish nailers, and 23-gauge pin nailers
in both cordless and pneumatic models. The V20 cordless

tools have brushless motors, tool-free jam release, and LED
lights. The matching V20 batteries come in 2, 4, 6 and 9 Ah
versions with a variety of chargers.

Metabo (metabo.com) makes pneumatic staple and brad
guns, and the company has a new 18-volt cordless nailer,
the NFR 18 LTX 90 BL, which can set two nails per sec-
ond, and has single shot and contact triggering. It can
handle nails up to 3-1/2" in length. The woodworker can
choose between single shot mode and contact triggering,
and there's tool-free depth adjustment. The gun has blank
shot protection and a safety shutdown after 30 minutes of
inactivity. One of the more intriguing description notes is
that the gun has a “multi-position” but there are no photos
or details given on the website. The gun does, however,
work with all 18-volt battery packs and chargers of the CAS
brands (more details at cordless-alliance-systems.com).

Paslode (paslode.com) has added a 16-gauge angled fin-
iIsh nailer and says that this is “the lightest cordless finish
nailer on the market” at 4.5 Ibs. It's designed to fit into tight
spots, offers an excellent line of sight, and drives 12,000
nails on a fully charged battery and 1,200 nails on a full fuel
cell. The Paslode’s Fuel System uses both gas and electric
power. The company has also just introduced a new cord-
less 30° framing nailer.

The KBAT161002 is a 23-gauge pneumatic pin nailer from
Kobalt, available from Lowe's (lowes.com), that fires 1/2" to
1" long pins.

Wurth (wurthmachinery.com) lists a 23-gauge tool that
shoots both micro-pins and micro-brads and has an auto-
adjustable pusher for different fastener lengths. Identified
as WR11191W, it comes with a lock-out to prevent dry firing.

Originally known as the Guangdong Meite Mechanical
Co., Meite USA (meite.com) has added a 16-gauge 7/16"
continuous firing crown stapler that shoots staples from 1"
to 2" in length. The N851F has an adjustable rotating ex-
haust on top of the housing and a magnesium body to help
reduce fatigue. w

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Birch, maple lead
plywood sales

All types of hardwood plywood are in high demand this
season, particularly Baltic birch and pre-finished maple.
Overall, prices have stabilized and decreased since the
pandemic, according to suppliers interviewed by Wood-
shop News.

“It seemed like during the pandemic the pre-finished maple
market kind of went crazy because a lot of people weren't
using Baltic birch because of the price,” says Carl Mahlstedt
of Goosebay Sawmill & Lumber in Chichester, N.H.

“Baltic birch was also extremely popular even before the
pandemic. We sold more of that than anything else, and
then the price skyrocketed between the pandemic and the
war, then the price came back down to earth a little bit. It
just has so many uses and is such a good, stable plywood.”

Pre-finished maple panel pricing is holding steady, ac-
cording to Mahlstedt. He says costs are a little lower, but
not going down the way Baltic birch did.

“The pre-finished maple is kind of high, but for what you
get it's a good value. It's only around $15 more per sheet
than unfinished, and it would take you a lot more than that
to get a nice finish on it.”

“Shop birch is a big one that we sell a ton of right now,”
says Dave Norman of Parkerville Wood Products in Man-
chester, Conn. “Baltic birch has definitely made a come-
back. The prices have come back down and it's a pretty
good deal. We also see a lot of movement with MDFs and
paint-grade cabinets.

“With interiors for cabinets, a lot of people use pre-
finished maple, so we sell a lot of that. Pre-finished maple
Is highly versatile, it comes in 1/4", 1/2" and 3/4", and it's
highly functional. It's got a great polyurethane that they put
on it, so it's very durable. It's a very pretty finish. The other
panels are still expensive, so it's a nice hybrid because it's
finished.”

Josh Nozick of FreeState Timbers in Timonium, Md., has
seen higher demand for white oak plywood.

“Over the last six months, I've seen more demand for
high quality paint-grade plywood, and also for white oak,
both plain sawn and quartersawn face veneers, just higher
quality paint grades than you're going to get at the box
stores,” says Nozick. w

Outfitting the cabinet

Function meets form in lighting and hardware,
plus new ideas for drawers, pullouts and appliance lifts

By John English

Bruce Lee, John Wayne and Clint Eastwood were some
of the toughest, meanest, baddest movie stars, and each of
them did something extraordinary every morning at work.

They put on makeup.

If a Hollywood artist can transform those guys into sym-
pathetic characters, a woodworker should have no trouble
turning a well-made cabinet into a conversation piece.
Adding accents such as lighting, slides, lifts and decorative
pulls to bare boxes can completely transform the look, feel
and functionality of a kitchen, bathroom or closet.

DRAWER SYSTEMS

One place we're seeing a lot of new ideas Is drawer boxes.
Just as doors and fronts have moved significantly from
hardwoods to hard surfaces, drawer interiors are following
suit. Metal and plastic are gaining ground on the machined
and hand-cut dovetail look, and woodworkers don't seem
to be objecting. That's because an entire job using top
quality drawer kits can be assembled in about the time it
takes to set up a dovetailing jig or CNC toolpaths.

Among the manufacturers offering new drawer systems
Is Grass America (grassusa.com), whose current catalog
includes options from the its budget-conscious Zargen

drawer system all the way up to the premium Nova Pro
Scala. This latter takes a traditional five-panel drawer box
down to three elements by using single-piece steel drawer
sides. The system has an integrated, synchronized, full-
extension drawer slide, with options that can include Tip-
matic soft-close and Sensomatic opening. Grass says that
Nova Pro Scala is "a breeze to assemble and install, with
integrated height, depth, and side adjustments”, and it has
a quick-release drawer front for easy cleaning.

Grass's Zargen system'’s slide travel is from 13.78" to
21.65", which covers most closet and kitchen needs. And
Nova Pro Scala has a wider range at 11.81" to 25.59", which
accommodates those larger and deeper drawers that in-
habit storage rooms and closets. It also includes standard
and pencil drawers, roll-out trays, and customizable side
and height adjustments that help designers build spaces
for clients with specific needs.

The AvanTech You drawer system from Hettich (het-
tichdesign.com) is another strong alternative to shop-built
wooden drawer parts. It delivers “design diversity and
creative flexibility” with concealed working parts instead
of drawer slides, and a slimline and sleek drawer side
profile. It's very customizable with a wealth of options in



terms of colors, sizes and materials. Attractive highlights
can be added with designer profiles, DesignCapes, and in-
lays. Those capes are clip-on covers and they let the client
choose the external drawer side color. Components in the
system can be combined easily because they all use the
same drilling pattern, which helps with cost and efficient
workflows, and makes for a broader product lineup.

The new Merivobox family of metal drawer box systems
from Blum (b/lum.com) also offers flexibility, aesthetic ap-
peal and easy manufacturing. A variety of looks can be
achieved with just a few components, and they all use
the same across-the-board installation sequence. That
simplifies the learning curve on both the shop floor and
the jobsite, as users can easily switch between different
heights and designs without learning new techniques. And
the simple, clearly labeled, and easily accessible three-way
adjustment options make it easy to align fronts. The system
comes in a choice of two colors and the drawer sides form
the frame of the drawer. That makes it possible to build,
say, a deeper drawer with a closed metal side, or an open
side with a gallery rail. The sides reflect light for visual
interest, and the full extension drawers hold up to 170 lbs.
and can be as wide as 55".

OTHER ACCENTS

Beyond drawer boxes, Blum has also introduced the Space
Step, which uses the toe kick space under the cabinet to
provide a built-in step for users to reach higher surfaces
and cabinets. The step slides out of the way to reveal stor-
age space, and it works with any of Blum's drawer runners
or box systems. And the new Aventos HKi lift system from
Blum is integrated into the edge of a cabinet side, so it
completely disappears when closed. (It's also quite discreet
when the door is open.) This fall, Blum will bring its Aven-
tos Top program to the U.S., which is hinged on top rather
than on the sides. With different opening styles, the HF, HS
and HL tops will offer different ways to attach lift-up doors
for unobstructed access to stored goods, and the design
makes for easy manufacturing and assembly processes.

Open, floating shelves are currently trending as a wall-
mounted alternative to upper cabinets, and Hettich's Cube-
Plus system certainly addresses that need. From the wood-
shop’s point of view, it's incredibly versatile when it comes
to design. The units assemble quickly in the shop or on the
jobsite, and Cube Plus somehow manages to simultane-
ously bring both drama and order to the same space.

Hafele's new modular lighting, called Loox LED, has at-
tracted quite a bit of interest already. The system adapts
easily to a shop’s designs and needs, and works in practi-
cally any interior environment. Installation is plug-and-play,
which allows for all manner of placement, switching con-
trols, and personalization. It can be used in both dry and
wet areas, in drawers and cabinets, closet fixtures, cubbies,
built-in furniture and other casework, and in practically any
area of a home or business. The options range from bright,
flat lights at just under 1/4” thick to bedside gooseneck
reading lights with two built-in USB chargers. Loox strip
lights are available in a variety of color temperatures from
yellow to blue/white, and can be installed with an included
3M backing tape. They can also be housed in an assort-
ment of extrusions for a sleek, finished look. Strip lights can
be cut to fit for length, and the system’s puck lights, which
come in a range of finishes and trims, can be surface or
recess mounted.

In addition to mechanical push button and door acti-
vated switches, Loox offers switching by remote control,
single-stage motion detection, dual-stage motion detection
and body heat activated switches. There are also capaci-
tive switches, which can be recessed into wood and then
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turned on or dimmed with just the wave of a hand. LED
light fixtures radiate very little heat and conserve energy
well, and these low-voltage lights have an extremely long
life and are quite powerful. They have a rich and saturated
color that, with a simple push of a button, can dramatically
illuminate any room or accentuate a specific area.

In March, Hera Lighting (heralighting.com) announced
the launch of Spot-Al, an app-based platform that lets re-
tailers manage a store full of track spotlights from the con-
venience of a phone by using Bluetooth and WiFi. The app

has tunable color and it monitors foot traffic, analyses data,
and tracks energy management.

Outwater Industries (outwater.com) carries a full range
of LED cabinet lighting, and the company also offers an-
gled power strips that fit snugly up under wall cabinets to
provide plenty of outlets without interfering with the view
of the backsplash or revealing ugly wires.

Tresco Lighting (irescolighting.com) offers a very brief
but quite informative free guide to lighting online, which is
called Lighting 101. This is an unusually helpful company
that works with woodshops to design and manufacture
specific lighting solutions.

DECORATIVE HARDWARE

Richelieu Hardware (richelieu.com) invites woodworkers
and designers who are looking for large handles to make
a statement with its oversized pull. At 50-3/8" between
screw centers (6" and 12" matching versions are available,
too), these massive pulls are designed for big projects such
as sliding doors, very wide drawers, pull-down beds and
the like. There are two designs: the 8765 which has straight
sides that taper slightly as they reach into the room, and
the more modern and crisper T-profile 8460.

The new Loxley Collection from Jeffrey Alexander (hard-
wareresources.com) consists of a single drawer pull, a
round knob and a rounded rectangular knob. And while
there are only three elements, each is offered in a choice of
seven finishes. This is elegant simplicity at its best. The pull



and knobs are metal, smooth, almost tactilely liquid, and
designed to add an exclamation point to superior doors
and drawer fronts.

Another new Jeffrey Alexander collection, Southerland,
consists of pulls available in three lengths, with two coor-
dinating knobs. The design is inspired by a four-leaf clover
and brings a hint of whimsy to what might be considered a
classical Georgian design that perhaps leans a bit heavily
on its Greek roots.

Sometimes a client is looking for something original,
rather than trendy. Last year, Schaub and Company
(schaubandcompany.com) introduced a fused glass collec-
tion of pulls and knobs that fits that bill. These are squares,
half-circles, ovals, rounds and rectangles of this bright,
reflective and quite elegant manmade art material, where
each is set on a brushed stainless steel or gold metal stud.
So far, there are eighteen distinct pieces of decorative
hardware in the series (8 pulls, 10 knobs), with the pulls on
either 4-1/2" or 6" screw centers. They could make for an
interesting installation, given their luminous nature and the
new opportunities that LEDs provide for indirect lighting.

Idaho-based Rocky Mountain Hardware (rockymoun-
tainhardware.com) is a small foundry that turns molten
bronze into custom hardware. Each item is handmade from
mold to finish, and the pricing reflects this. But the result
Is a line of product that is unusual if not unique to each

kitchen or bath it graces, and that is most definitely made
in the U.S.A. Among the newest additions to the catalog
Is Phases, which is a collaboration with designer Jennifer
Hoey's Suede Studio. This is a new line of premium bath
and kitchen accessories, and while the collection is just
eight items, it is stunning. Included are four bathroom fix-
tures, plus a cabinet knob and two pulls, and a large door
pull that comes in options up to 18" on center with a dozen
finish choices.

Amerock has debuted 12 new bath accessory collec-
tions. The hardware has traditional roots and a functional,
sensible feel. And despite its name the company’s other
new catalog, Everyday Basics, seems more contemporary
and has the added benefit of affordable pricing. With 49

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collections, this catalog includes a lot of brass and black
with sleek lines and graceful curves. The website is a good
sales tool, too. The way that Everyday Basics Is presented
online (amerock.com/everyday-basics) makes it easy to
explore with a client while physically or virtually standing
In their space, and it lets the woodworker help them make
choices based on an extensive range of finish options and
coordinated looks.

Century Hardware (century-hardware.com) is a Michi-
gan manufacturer with a creative streak that can both
surprise and delight. The company’s Black + Wood line
of knobs is a good example. Century says that this is the
perfect combination of a matte black zinc base that is filled
with a natural beech or sapele insert, or white enamel. The
pull is 45mm (a hair over 1-3/4") in diameter and projects
1-15/64". The wood insert pulls have the potential to look
quite dramatic when installed on paint or foil monotone

cabinets, or combined perhaps with a sapele or beech
worktop.

New products from Sugatsune America (sugatsune.
com) include the HESI1F fully adjustable slim frame con-
cealed hinge system that can handle doors as large as
106-5/16" tall by 35-7/16" wide. And the newest products
from Fulterer USA (fultererusa.com) are the FR56 family
of heavy-duty, full-extension slides, and the FR5619 with
a built-in anti-tilt mechanism. Another nice piece of engi-
neering, the Air hinge from Salice (salice.com), is inserted
into the top and bottom of the cabinet and the door, so it's
practically invisible. It's quiet, too, with an integrated decel-
erating system for gentle operation.

FUNCTIONAL HARDWARE

New at CabinetParts.com is a sleek yet elegant solution
for pantry hardware. The VS TAL three-shelf pantry pull
out works with openings that are at least 15" wide. This is
a metal pull-out where the three shelves each have a grid
bottom (rather than a solid sheet), and a short railing that
allows easy access to stored goods and great visibility.
The finish is powder-coated carbon steel gray, and the unit
comes with soft-close, full-extension, bottom-mounted
slides. It works for installation heights from 28-3/4" to 47-
1/4" tall, and the action has a dampening and self-closing
mechanism.

CabinetParts.com also offers a mixer/appliance lift (item
HR-ML-1CH) that fits in a base unit that's at least 12" wide.
It raises an appliance to countertop level and has a soft-
close mechanism and chrome components.

Rev-A-Shelf (rev-a-shelf.com) also makes appliance lifts,
but shorter customers are also grateful to the company
for another idea. In a kitchen with a full-height storage
wall, reaching those top cabinets can be a challenge. Rev-
A-Shelf came up with a simple solution: a slide-out that
holds a small step stool. Item 4UH-BC-9C is described as
a “wood universal holder pullout” because it gets used to



store all kinds of objects such as
cutting boards and pizza trays, but
its original function was to carry
the step stool. It's a simple gizmo
(just a pair of slides, a backer and a
strong spring clamp), so it's easy to
install in a cabinet with at least a 9"
opening.

Another clever way to gain ac-
cess to just-out-of-reach cabinet
contents is the Rev-A-Shelf pull-
down shelf (5PD-24CRN). This is

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gives customers three standard household outlets and two
dual USB A and C charger ports. What's unusual here is
that the exposed surface has a very flat profile. The back
protrudes quite a way, so there are some restrictions as to
where it can be mounted.

Goldenwarm is a new name in discount hardware, but
one worth noting. Based in Suzhou, China, the company
Is online at shopgoldenwarm.com and manufactures much
of what it sells. The catalog caters to limited budgets,
such as the newly added 20-pack of kitchen pulls (LS-
4466GDBK96B) that listed for $113.99 in late June, which
comes to just $5.70 apiece. This is an intriguing rectangular
gold pull with a square stud aesthetic and a black inlay
that flows across most but not all of the top. A similar item
(LS4460GDBK) is a gold pull with a black insert in the
top, where the ends of the insert are enlarged a little and
rounded.

Stronghold Brackets (strongholdbrackets.com) makes
shelf and casework brackets that offer robust holding
strength with a touch of modern elegance. The collection
caters to a variety of needs from a minimalist look with
floating shelves to sturdy brackets for heavy-duty storage.

And Century Components (centurymade.com) in Sugar-

| have a second-hand 4x8 CNC that
performs well but lacks an automat-
ic tool changer (ATC). While | really
wanted to add this feature, | couldn't
justify the cost of $10,000 or more for
a brand-name setup in relation to the
overall value of my 20-year-old ma-
chine. Then | discovered the Rapid-
Change ATC.

This mechanical tool changer, at
under $1,000, is a game changer for the
non-industrial class of CNC routers.

Don Grellick is behind this mechan-
ical tool changer and a bunch of fun
to talk with on the phone. He has a
strong background in both the arts
and engineering, and along with his
computer code savvy son, developed
the RapidChange ATC.

HOW IT WORKS
The RapidChange runs the spindle

forward to load a collet/nut assembly
with a pre-loaded router bit and in
reverse to remove it. The spindle is
typically set to run between 700 and
1,000 rpm during loading and some-
what higher for unloading. After load-
ing the bit assembly and giving an
initial amount of locking torque to the
collet nut, the Z-axis will raise about
1/2" and while still spinning lower
again into the tool slot to “tap” a lock
ring to provide a secondary torque
down of the nut. On each tap the ro-
tational force as the spindle stops
creates the torque needed to tighten
the nut.

the needed torque to tighten the nut.
Depending upon the collet design
(ER11, ER16, ER20 and others), two or
three total taps of the tightening pro-
cedure will do the job.

There are various length tool maga-
zines available, so the system can be
sized to your needs. Options include
four to eight tool holders and a re-
tracting dust cover.

TECHNICAL CHALLENGES
Greilick got the idea for the Rapid-
Change ATC in 2022 while cutting
material on his CNC. He came up
with his first prototype magazine that
very day and had a product to sell in
six months.

There were, however, some chal-
lenges to overcome, such as running
the spindle in reverse for unloading.
This can be done with most variable
frequency drives (VFDs) that run
high-speed spindles, but not with
hand-held routers used on many
low-cost CNCs. This means that not
all existing CNC routers can take a
RapidChange ATC without a spindle

upgrade. You can find a 2- to 3-hp
spindle with matching VFD for under
$500, keeping the RapidChange to a
small fraction of the cost of a tradi-
tional air-driven ATC system.

Next up was probably the biggest
question Greilick faced. What about
torque? Could the slow speed loading
rom create enough rotational torque
to solidly lock the collet nut to the
spindle shaft? Greilick was initially
skeptical. However, experimentation
on the prototype showed that with
some tweaking to the process, and
with multiple taps using the spindles
rotational force to bump the nut tight-
er as the spindle stops, he could get
the nuts as secure as with a set of
collet wrenches.

But this type of loading process,
where the spindle is brought to a mo-
mentary stall, brings up the question
of possible damage to the spindle.
To be honest, | haven't found any re-
search in this area. But with hundreds
of RapidChange ATC units in service,
Grelilick says there have been no re-
ports of spindle failures.

Once the torque issue was sorted
out, the last major question was could
the collet nut be made to consistent-
ly spin up onto the spindle without
cross threading. Further, even if that
could be done, what would happen
if for some reason the nut did bind
on the initial grab. That could be a
major problem. You wouldn't want a
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This works because each location
in the tool magazine has a spring-
loaded lock ring designed to grab
the collet nut the same way as your
wrench would. This is the case
whether your collet nuts have milled
slots for the wrench to grab or are
simply hex shaped. The spindle rpm
Is set low enough so that the down-
ward motion of the Z-axis can drive
the nut onto the grab pins in the lock
ring while being fast enough to create

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partially mounted collet/bit assembly
running at a high rpm.

To handle this, Greilick came up
with a method to reduce the chance
of cross threading and added safety
features if it should occur.

On this issue of cross threading, |
will say that a new owner shouldn't
be surprised if it happens on the
first tool pickups. There are some
very precise alignment steps that
need to be completed in order for
the tool changes to work seamless-
ly. Even if the installation is guided
by a wizard (only currently available
on UCCNC control software), your
first run through might not end up
with the precision settings needed
to make this work. For other con-
trol software packages that don't
yet have setup wizards, the process
Is a bit more rigorous but doable.
Greilick continues to work to make
the wizards available in more CNC
control packages.

THE INSTALLATION

To do the setup in a way that will lead
to repeated successful tool pickups
and drop-offs from all the tool posi-
tions, the magazine needs to be ex-
actly parallel with one of your router’s
axes. The company provides a CAD
drawing of the mounting hole loca-
tions to help with this positioning.
After the magazine is mounted, the
exact location of tool holder posi-
tion No. 1 needs to be established. If
the recorded position is off by even
a few hundredths of an inch, clean
tool pickups might not happen. | had
some initial issues here but was able
to narrow them down to a few small
out of alignment factors. My final
check was to mount a 1/2" rod in the
spindle and examine the squareness
to my spoil board. To my surprise, |
found it was off by about .03" over
the 5”-long rod. This was enough to
give me some inaccuracy during tool
pickup and was easily corrected by

loosening my Z-axis mounting plate
bolts and tweaking the spindle’s ver-
tical orientation.

Lastly, to assure that a bit assem-
bly has loaded correctly, there is an
IR eye on the retracting dust cover
assembly that scans across the mag-
azine after tool pickup. If the collet
nut has been threaded all the way up
and above the IR transmitter level, an
“all clear” signal will be sent to the
software. If the nut has not spun all
the way up, the eye's line of sight is
blocked to the receiver, subsequently
sending the router to a convenient
wrenching location to fix the problem.

The only other possible issue | know
of is bit slippage when sitting in the
magazine. Not all router bits are a tight
fit when inserted in a collet and thus
depend upon tightening the nut for
a solid grab. One solution is to put a
dab of hot melt glue on the butt end
of the bits when putting them into the
collet. This should be all it takes to
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prevent slippage and shouldn't cause
any problem with high rpm spindle
balance. Again though, this would only
be if a bit is slightly loose to start with.

BIT LENGTH MEASURING

Router bits don’'t end up in the
same spot in the collet every time
the nut is tightened. Bit creep as the
nut is tightened or slippage in the
magazine can change the length of
a bit below the collet face. Since the
bit/collet/nut assembly has been sit-
ting free in the magazine it needs to
be measured with each pickup. That
means that while your top of material
location will remain constant with bit
changes, the bit length assigned to
each tool needs to be updated with
each tool pickup.

The end slot in the tool magazine
Is set up to accommodate a touch
down plate (sold separately) instead
of a router bit assembly. If someone
already has a different style touch

down plate available, or simply wants
that magazine slot for another router
bit, they can mount an external touch
down plate somewhere near the mag-
azine. Either way the M6 tool change
macro supplied with the RapidChange
ATC accommodates the various set-
ups via the software interface.

On my CNC, | added a retracting
platform that the RapidChange ATC
and an external touch down plate are
mounted upon. This is so the ATC can
extend over the work surface where
my spindle can reach it when needed
and retract off the 4x8 work surface
when not in use. The RapidChange
ATC software has an option to run a
pre and/or post tool change custom
macro which | use to activate the ex-
tending platform’s air cylinders at the
appropriate time.

USING THE RAPIDCHANGE
The RapidChange ATC is used just
as any other automatic tool changing

system. You set your CAM software
to the tool changer post processor
for your machine and load up the tool
magazine in the software, just as you
would with an air-activated ATC spin-
dle system. You do need to make sure
your post processor places an “M6”
in the tool number line in the G-code
(M6 TO1, for example) to activate the
tool change process.

When a tool is called up in the G-
code, the router will go to the cor-
rect slot, pick up the tool assembly,
measure the bit, and travel to your cut
start point.

Greilick isn't resting on his laurels.
In addition to accommodating more
CNC controls with matching wizards
he's working on a turret magazine,
looking at bringing the system to
milling machines, and working with
some smaller CNC manufacturers to
include the RapidChange ATC.

Paul Downs has dealt with success and failure while
growing a woodworking business

Paul Downs, owner of Paul
Downs Cabinetmakers in

Bridgeport, Pa., started as a

one-man shop in 1986 mak-

ing dining tables, chairs and

some office furniture. After
switching to conference tables,
a big change occurred in 2002
when he formed a 50/50 partner-
ship with an acquaintance from another
manufacturing business to bring things to the
next level.

“At that point, | was 40 and kind of stuck
where | was. | was running a five-man shop and
doing everything except the building. | hit the ceiling and
was tapped out. | also had a young family at that point,
and just didn't have the time or resources to get beyond
that point. The partner gave me that opportunity, an injec-
tion of capital and expertise, and so we were able to start
out an expansion path,” says Downs.

In 2003, the business trajectory changed forever when
Google listed the shop’s conference table as a top search
result. Orders started flowing in from around the country.

“Before that, we had been growing and trying to expand
sales through different marketing channels. We opened a
showroom and we did all these 1985 moves to try to grow
the business. They were slightly successful, but what hap-
pened in 2003 took a while to process. When | look back, |
wasn't ready for what was about to happen.”

The shop grew to 18 employees and about $1.5 million
in annual sales by 2005. While the internet kept bringing
in more clients, the partners worked on incorporating new
technologies, such as SEO and 3D design programs.

“With all the imports from Vietnam and China, people
were thinking of furniture purchases as disposable versus
a once in a lifetime thing, so that really affected the con-
versations | was having,” says Downs.

“The 3D software showed up and gave us the ability to
have credible communication with people and they would
give us an enormous about of trust. They could see you
were real, thousands of miles away. With the software you
can build a model that looks pretty much like something
they're going to get.”

Downs has continued hiring over the years, and prides
himself on having a diverse workforce. He says he wants
his company to “look like America.”
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GOING ALLIN

The partnership dissolved after difficulties during the Great
Recession and Downs is once again the sole owner.

“2008 was a difficult year,” he says. “We were growing
too fast and failing. It was tough to survive the recession.

“At that point our domestic furniture business was dead,
but we still had conference tables going. That's what kept
us going. We had a lot of government orders, military or-
ders, and after the recession, | realized | needed to go all in
on conference tables.

“There are lots of advantages to the conference table as
a product and the main one is the people that are buying it
aren't spending their own money. Also, when selling resi-
dential, you're selling on nights and weekends, and when
you're selling to businesses, you're selling during the busi-
ness day. | wanted to be home with my family on nights
and weekends.”

The company'’s client list includes architects, interior
designers, the U.S. government, Fortune 500 companies,
universities and colleges, international organizations, and
private clubs. It currently has 26 employees and generates
about $5 million in annual sales.

The shop produces hundreds of tables in varied sizes and
shapes per year. Last year it made over 600. A custom ERP
software package makes it all possible.

“Our software system allows us to run a lot of jobs at
once, and that was one of the things that became very
important to us as we got calls from more sophisticated

clients, like NASA, the military, or the World Bank. You need
to have systems that allow you to manage that in a way
that looks credible to them, and with the software, we're
capable of managing many very big projects at the same
time,” says Downs.

SHARING IS CARING

Downs is an advocate of sharing his business experiences,
the good and the bad, so that he can help others stay moti-
vated and confident.

“In 2009, we had such a rough year. | thought | was going to
go out of business. | started looking on the internet for what
happens when a business fails and couldn't find anything
because nobody wants to talk about it. | was looking in the
New York Times at a column aimed at small business owners
called You're the Boss. | wrote to the editor that everyone in
the column is successful and nobody talks about failure, and
that | was about to fail and was willing to talk about it.

Downs published a book, “Boss Life: Surviving My Own
Small Business”, in 2015. He has given numerous talks
for the Cabinet Makers Association and other industry
organizations. He also participates In business groups to
further refine his own management skills.

Downs practices what he preaches and has
found the best strategy for a successful shop is to
create a healthy atmosphere for its employees.

“As a business owner, you need to think about
how people communicate with each other, how
they communicate with you, what kind of cul-
ture you're building, and what kinds of trouble is
going to pop up,” he says.

“Learning how to manage a team and get them
to understand why they're doing what they're
doing Is important. You need to give people
guidance on how to get along and what you're
trying to accomplish.”

Downs Is 62 and looking to retire by his 70s,
but still has major expansion goals.

“I'm not looking to hire today, but | think we
will be continuing to hire for the next couple of
years. I'd like to get up to $10 million before |
retire.”

From spraying to drying, manufacturers have a solution

Innovations in the finishing spectrum
are often groundbreaking in scope,
but not always. Sometimes, they
cater to smaller operations and help
custom woodshops compete.

Guffey Systems in Tennessee
(guffeysystems.com) takes that to
another level as it differentiates
between the needs of small- and
medium-sized shops by offering
both single station and line systems.
Guffey’s entry-level PivotPoint is a
low-cost option that allows a wood-
worker to finish both faces of parts,
such as a cabinet door, without ad-
ditional fixturing or extra handling,
and it works well when floor space
Is at a premium. It can be set up ini-
tially as a complete kit or added to
piecemeal over time. The core sys-
tem includes a spray arm that allows
complete access to the part and a
mobile drying rack.

Guffey's more comprehensive Piv-
otLine is a higher volume system
that's based on a rail which lets the
shop prep, spray, bake and move a
complete job's worth of doors, draw-
ers, etc. through the booth in an ef-
ficient, low defect, time-sensitive
process. The key to its effectiveness
IS a serious reduction in material

handling. Guffey says that “PivotLine
rivals the speed and throughput of
an automated line at a fraction of
the cost, space, and implementation
time." The company has just intro-
duced four new Quick-Start Kits that
allow a shop to process about 40
parts at a time, and the kits can be
easily expanded as needs grow.

DRY TIME

At the end of the coating process,
fast curing is essential to preserve
the quality and integrity of finishes.
The longer a coating is liquid, the

more susceptible it is to contamina-
tion. Accelerated curing also frees
the booth for the next job, allows the
shop to assemble parts faster, and it
even reduces the environmental im-
pact of the process.

Indiana-based Green Fast Cure
(greenfastcure.com) takes that to
heart and offers a simple plug-and-
play drying system that works by
mixing fresh air and gas in a process
that delivers very effective infrared
generation. This provides an oxygen-
rich atmosphere for better oxida-
tion of the fuel, so it can generate

the power necessary to reach long
distances - from six to eight feet
away from the sprayed part. GFC
describes infrared as "“an invisible
radiant wavelength of energy, lying
just beyond visible light, on the red
side of the radiant light spectrum.”

Headquartered in Grand Rapids,
Mich., Stiles Machinery (stilesma-
chinery.com) offers a vast array of
finishing systems, including sev-
eral flat line drying options such
as the Makor Ultradry UV Tun-
nel. This smaller machine allows
polymerization of photo-sensitive
UV paints, and the UV lamps are
housed in independent modules
equipped with parabolic mirrors.
The modules can be repositioned
to properly cover the surface with
UV rays. It's possible to vary the
lamp quantity, power and ray
emissions as needed, and a bot-
tom lamp can be added to help
dry edges that aren't being treated
fully by the upper lamps.

SATA (sata.com) makes an in-
teresting and economical hand-
held drying tool called the Dry Jet
2. This is a low maintenance, dry
blow gun that can significantly
shorten flash-off and booth oc-
cupancy times. It uses the Ven-
turi principle, where supplied

compressed air is combined with
a large volume of ambient air, to
achieve shorter drying times with
water-based paint systems.

BGK (carlisleft.com) designs and
manufactures electric infrared cur-
ing solutions that work with all
conveyor types and are available
iIn boosters, ovens or combination
systems. They cure powder and
liquid coatings, and several other
types of finishes and adhesives.

APPLICATION SYSTEMS

Last year, Apollo (hvip.com) in-
