On one of the last two pages you'll
find the finished outer dimensions. Be sure to read ALL of the project steps before you start.

To the right is a list of the Lumber, Hardware/Supplies, and Tools you will need to complete
this project. A measuring tape and pencil are not included because that should be pretty
standard and self explanatory.

Below What You'll Need is the Parts list. This also is included on the Cutting Diagram page,
which is the last page of this plan document. Also on the Cutting Diagram page is an estimate
of the cost of the lumber. This estimate doesn't include any other supplies and does not factor
in sales tax.

This indicates a diagram detailing the dimensions of a project part
and/or the placement for pocket holes, screws, nails, etc.

Notes are the instructions for a
particular step/section of the project.

stiles (4) - 1 1 /2x 1 1 /2 x 14

handles (2) - 1 x 14

top end rails (2) - 3/4 x 3 1 /2 x 9

bottom end rails (2) - 3/4 x 5 1 /2 x 9

top side rails (2) - 3/4 x 3 1 /2 x 16

bottom side rails (2) - 3/4 x 5 1 /2 x 16

slats (2) - 3/4 x 4 3/8 x 16 3/4

from which to cut the parts.

Use a jigsaw to

cut the long taper and the

arc. The short taper is a

45-degree angle and can

be cut on a miter saw.

NOTE Use the layout for creating the Side Rails. Set your Kreg Jig and

drill bit for 1 1/2" stock.

Apply glue to the top of the Arm Rails and

Legs, position the Arm Rests as shown,

and attach using 2 1/2" pocket hole screws

(driven through the Arm Rails and into the

Arm Rests).

The miters on the corners are 45-degrees.

Apply glue to the top of the Side and End

Rails and Stretcher, and position the Outer

Seat Slats and the five Seat Slats as shown

here and on the next page, and attach using

2 1/2" pocket hole screws.

arm rails (2) - 1 1 /2 x 2 1 /2 x 20 1 /2

arm rests (2) - 1 1 /2 x 3 1 /2 x 27 1 /2

outer seat slats (2) - 1 1 /2 x 2 1 /2 x 40

seat slats (2) - 1 1 /2 x 3 1 /2 x 51
