ability to enlarge as well as
reduce. It's only a matter of
selecting the desired enlarging,
or roducing percentage {with-
in the limits), plicing the pat-

tern on the glass, and pushing

a button. And due to demand
as well as lower prices, photo-
copicrs aren’t limited to the
office anymore. You'll find
them selling for well under

5 2000—an affordable price for
the home if vou plan to do a
lot of pattern copying. For
limited use at a reasonable
per copy cost, there are also
machines located in such
places as supermarkets,

librarics, and printing/

copying ceniers.




Getting Started
Scrolling

MAKING PATTERNS STICK

Maost professional scrollsawyers and serious hobbyists prefer to adhere
a paper pattern o the workpiece (the wood or other material)y with
spray adhesive or rubber cement—both available ar office and art supply
stores—rather than deaw or trace it on. This fesults in better visibility
of the pattem lines. Some scrollers alwavs turn to spray adhesive
because they find that the mubber cement on very large patterns dries
too guickly and the pattern lifts up before they've finished cutting,
This isn't 4 problem with spray adhesive, and the pattern comes off
=asily with Tacquer thinner or lighter fluid.

On the other hand, other scrollsawyers believe that nothing wops
rubber cement for sticking on paper patterns because itU's cheap. fast,
holds the pattem firmly. goes on without the hassle of tape or acrosol
overspray, and cleans up in a jiffy (1=1). As an cconomic measurc,
vou can buy the cement in gallon containers, and then transker it 1o
smaller jars. And rather than peel off the pattern, you can remove it
at vour stationary belt sander, a technique that clearly flattens the
workpicce's top surface.

There are times, however, when tracing a photocopied pattern
directly onto the wood seems appropriate, When vou do, be sure to
use transfer paper Gvailable at art-supply, crdt-supply, and fabric
stores), not carbon paper, boecause transfer paper won't stain the
wood, Use white or yellow transfer paper for dark woods, and blue,
red, or graphite for light ones,
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1-1. Many scrollsawyers use rubber cement for sticking on paper
patterns because it's guick, holds the pattern firmiy, and cleans up
in a jiffy.

USING
PERMANENT
PATTERNS

Papcer patterns, of course, get

cut up during the scrollsawing.

Althoush it’s easy enough 1o
create another one at a copy
machine, it’s a better idea to
make permanent templates for
those pattems you'll freguent-
Iy return to (1-2). You can use
a variery of materials for tem-
plates, as long as the material
is relatively tough and rigid—
cardboard, file-folder stock, %"
hardboard, stencil board. and
cven plastic,

Another material that is
eood o use is plastic laminate,

such as that wsed on couner-
tops. because it's thin and
durable, The advantages of
using plastic templates are that
vou can fit many into a small
box, they are inexpensive, and
they don't wear out. It is ree-
ommended that vou number
the templates on the back and
keep them referenced in o
notebook, along with com-
ments regarding cach one’s
use. The easiest way to make
plastic templates is to cut
them out when you saw the
project’s basic shape, adhering
the template material to the
bottom of the workpicce with

double-faced tape.

SCROLLSAWING
MATERIALS

Wood s been the muterial of
choice lor scrollsawyers since
the craft’s birth. But all wood
isr1't equal, and that's due o
density. Uniform density
should be the first characteris-
tic a scrollsawyer looks for
when selecting stock, either
hardwood or softwood. Why?
Sawing across constantly
changing densities makes for
labored sawing. Sofiness
allows the blade vo spurt
ahead. Encountering harder
spaots brings the blade almost
ter a halt. Steering wood that 1s
of varying densities becomes
fight between soft arcas grab-
bing the blade and harder ones
deflecting it, Staying on the
pattern line is difficult at best.

With both hardwood and
softwaoad. vou'll have better
scrollsawing success with fat-
sawn stock (stock with the
cnd grain mnning paralle] to
the cutting surface). The verti-
cal end grain of gquartcrsawn
stock tends to trap the blade
in the soft part of a growth
ring. This makes cutting along
the stock's length diffscult.



1-2. Make permanent templates for those patterns that will be fre-
quently used. A variety of materials, including cardbeard, =" hard-
board, and even plastic, can be used for templates.

Hardwoods and
Softwoods

Among the hardwoods, vou'll
discover that basswood, butter-
nut, cherry, oak, soft maple,
walnut, and yellow poplar are
agreeable stock for scrollsaw-
ing. In the softwoods, pine
(1-3). cedar, and fir—especial-
ly dimensional construction
stock— prove popular. All soft-
woads, though, don’t always
meet the uniform-density crite-
i, due to the usual difference
between the hard, dark part of
a growth ring and the soft,
lighter-colored segment.

Looking for softwood stock
that has less distinct rings is
time: well spent. You can also
findd coonomy in the lesser
grades of hardwood and soft-
wood, if vou're willing to
maove your patterns around to
diminish the effects of knots
and other flaws, Lower grades
my slso adapt well to scroll-
siaw projects that you're
going to paint anyway.
Remember, though, that
solid stock— particularly thin
material—tends to break

where the grain rns across i
narrow part of a pattern. If you

can't adjust 4 pattern on the

Scralisawing Materials 11

stock to avoid these potential
breaks, vou'll be better off
using plywood.

Plywoods

Plywoods are the frequent
choice for scrollsawing.
Traditional softwood plywood
is available in We", 1", V" and
4" thicknesses. Baltic-birch
plywood and similar craft ply-
woods provide better stability,
strength, and uniform density
because of a greater number
of plies. However, many of
this type are sold in metric
thicknesses for which you
have to account in planning,.
The grearest advantage of
these multifaver plywoods is
their lack of interior voids,
Hardwood plywood with a
solid core presents another
voidless option, and it's sold

itt thicknesses down to 1W"

Metals

You might want to try non-
ferrous metals, if they re soft,
Aluminum and brass arc the
choices for scrollsawing —
never Lry 1o saw ferrous
metals, such iron and steel.
Even il your scrollsaw is a
single-speed maodel, you'll be
able 1o handle light-dury metal
cutting. With a two-speed or

variable-speed machine, move
down 1o a lower speed.

You won't ¢ven be able to
cut soft metals, however, with
blades designed for wood.
Blades designed for soft-metal
cutting are often called jewel-
€r's metal-picrcing blades.
They're harder than traditional

wood blades and have finer
teeth. Although bath sood-
cutting blades and metal-pierc-
ing blades carry number desig-
nations, remember that a No,
O scrollsaw blade and a No. 6
metal-piercing blade aren't the
same! Mail-order woodwork-

ing suppliers and similar

stores, as well as many tool
dealers, sell metal-piercing
blades that fit ordinary scroll-
saws (plain-end type blades).
Remember, when vou buy
blades, buy plenty. because
you'll break a lot of them as
you get the hang of sawing
metal.

A scrollsaw isn't as forgiving
with metal as it is with wood.
Some side pressure on the
blade is possible when yvou saw
wood, but in metal, it makes
the blade heat up gquickly, and
then break. When cutting
metal, always feed it directly
into the blade at a moderate
rate, and keep the force on
the front of the blade when
you g0 into curves and rns.
Lubricating the blade helps,
too. Beeswax is vour best bet,
but silicone spray, sewing-
miachine oil, petroleum jelly,
and even kitchen shortening
will work. Frequently reapply
whatever vou use to extend
blade life.

Tor more ¢asily scrollsaw
thin sheet metal, put it bet-
ween two picces of 3" or 12"
thick scrap wood. Secure it
with tape, and then affix the
pattern to the top of the wood.

For thicker metal, adhere
the pattern to the wop of the
material with rubber cement



and cover the bottom of it with
masking or other tape to avoid
scratches. Be sure that you
leave plenty of metal around
the pattern to hang on to,

Know what to buy when
vou shop for metal. Aluminum
up to W thick will scrollsaw
well; any thicker takes
patience and practice. Youw'll
find suitable aluminum at
home centers and soime [umn-
bervards, as well as at hobby
shops and retail metal dealers.
Avoid aluminum alloys unless
vou're familiar with them—
some are much harder than
normal aluminum,

Sheet brass is more difficult
te come by, Hobby shops
catering to model airplane and
railroad enthusiasts are a pood
source. They often sell precut
sheet briass of Yie™ or less
thickness. For thicker materi-
al, vou'll have to shop brass
and copper dealers (trv the
Yellow Pages). But just like
aluminum, " cuts best and
K" is about the limit for scroll-
sawing. When vou shop, ask
for “half-hard” brass. Marine
brass and bronze are too hard
for scrollsaw cutting.

Aluminum and brass projects
offer a variety of finishing
technigues. First, though,
vou'll have to sand off any

burrs around the edges. And

if your pattern calls for drilled
holes, do them before finishing.

For a simple polishing, tum to
polishing compound (tripoli
works great) and a muslin buft-
ing wheel mounted in your drill
press or bench grinder, Wear
gloves and eye protection when
polishing because the wheel
can catch the metal and send
it fiying. Note that polishing
oitly requires minimal pressure
against the wheel=the coirr
pound does the work.

If vou wanit a brushed look,
sand the metal with 400 HO0-
or 1 200-grit abrasive, The coars-
er the grit, the rougher the fin-
ish. For a satin finish, apply
automotve rubbing compound
with a soft cloth, When you've
achieved the desired look, pro-
teet the metal with several light
coats of spray lacquer, letting
cach coat dry betore adding
another.

Many plastics adapt to scroll-
sawing, too. There's a catch,
however. Some plastics (called
thermoplastics) readily melt or
deform when heated, This
means that the scrollsaw blade
generates enough heat to
mike the kerf close behind it
and fuse. Using a low speed
helps this problem. So does
installing a wider, thicker
blade with coarser teeth. With

plastics, it’s always smart 1o

Know Your
Blade Options

There's no lack of choices
when vou shop for scrollsaw
blades. Here are soime points
ta keep in mind when vou

buy;

® Choose picfn-end Diades
frstead of pin-end, Most
serollsaws nowadays accept
plain-end blades, utilizing built-
in blade clamps or s¢parate
blade-cnd fixtures. Attaching
separate clamps (required by
some saws) takes extra time,
but the plain-end blade's
advantages ourweigh the
inconvenience.

Plainend blades can cun
inside a tiny pattern area
hecause they'll slify through a
Vie" hole, or even smaller. Pin-
ends require a %" start hole.
You'll also spend less for
plain-end blades, and have a
greater selection in size and
tooth style. Pin-end blades are
casier to install, but they're

thicker and wider than the
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largest plain-end blades. They
are good candidates for simple
patterns in thick stock, if your
saw will take them. If 50, vou
should choose 5" plain-cnd

blades.

® peiteniber, blade teetl do
the crettiveg. Scrollsaw blades
come in five traditional tooth
parterns. You need o be
familiar with them and what
cach can do best.

@ Standard pattern blades.
These blades, sometimes
Called skip-tooth or fretsaw
blades, feature wide gullers
berween teeth that quickly
clear chips and aid cooling,
These fast, smooth-cutting
blades can handle nearly ali
your scrollsawing needs,
That's why they're best sellers.

& Double-tooth blades,
These blades also have wide
gullets to clear chips, but will
put more teeth into thin stock
for smoother cuts. They're
only available with plain ends,

» Scrollsaw blades. These
blades were pretty much
standard equipment on the
old rigid-arm jigsaws. Thicker,
wider, and coarser than the
skip-tooth blades, they lend
themselves best to straighit
CULting or Cutling simple
curves in heavy stock.

= Reverse-tooth blades.
These blades look like stan-
caidd blades except for the
half dozen or so teeth at the
bottom pointing the other
wiy. They do what they were
desiened to do; reduce
tearcut and chipping on the
bottom of the workpicee. But,
they also reduce cutting
speed. However, for thin
stock and plywood prone to

tearout, they work well.

& Spiral blades. These blades
have a twist to them which
permits cutting from all direcs
tions, Theorctically, vou
wouldn't have 1o turn the
waorkpiece with one of these
in your scrollsaw. Although
they cut a wide, not-so-
smooth kerf, they're the only
blade that ¢an cut bevels in
the same direction on oppo-

site edees of a workpiece.

How to Select the
Right Blade

Few  professional  scroll-
sawvers maintain 4 complete
selection of all the blades avail-
able. Most settle on just the
few that they've found work
well for them. With a bit of
experimentation, vou'll find
which blades work the best
for vou. Buat if vou remember

only one thing when selecting
a blade, ket it be this rule: Get
the coarsest (Fewest  tecth
per inch), widest blade that
will give vou a satisfactorily
smooth cut for the job at hand
{(1=4). Here's why;

Blade width, measured from
the front of the teeth (o the
hack edge, determines a
blade’s maneuverability.
Narrow Dlades Owith lower
number designations) can
make sharper turns than wide
blades. On the other hand, nar-
row blades won't track as well
on straight cuts becanse they
tend to wander. So, choosing
which blade o use depends a
loe ovn thie rypedsy of patterits
vou like or plan o do.

Use this approach in your
experimentation: Try coarser
blades first. Coarser blades cut
taster and may last a bit longer
than finer-toothed ones, but
the cut may not be as smooth
as vou Jike, On the other hand,
fine-toothed blades produce
smoother cuts, but cut more
slowly, thus creating excessive
heat that may result in burnt
edges. What you want to work
toward is a livable compro-
mise between speed and

smoothness of cut.

Blades the Pros
Choose

Ionwa seroller Rick Hureheson
rclics on only three sizes of
skip-tooth blades for nearly all
of his work, He uses a No, 5
blade for 34" pine, oak, walnut,
and most other woods, and a
No. 2 blade for thin Baltic-
birch plywoods {447, ", or
15"y, He cuts a stack of these
about 35" thick and gets good
detail with a minimum ol
teathering on the bottom, For
the extra strength needed in
siwing woods more than 17
thick. he uses a relatively thick
and wide No. 9 blade. [U's pos-
sible to run this blade at 2,000
rpmin 152" thick pine and fir
without it heating up.

The Chicago-arca scrollsiaw-
ing team of Roy King and Scott
Kochendorfer cun their intri-
cate designs with a No. 2

blade because with that blade,
you can spin the workpiece,
make 9 and 45-degree cuts,
and do other rechniques easily.

Minnesota fretwork scroll-
sawyer Carl Weckhorst likes
to use reverse-tooth blades for
smooth, splinter-free cuts on
both sides of his workpicces.
He uses a No. 2 blade for "
stack, For W o V2 stock, he
uses a4 No. 3, For heavy 340"
stack, he uses 2 No, 20 Dlade
with only about 9 teeth per
inch.

TEN TIPS FOR
SCROLLSAWING
PLEASURE

Square up your saw

table easily. To make
tight turns and keep square
cdges on your workpicces,
the saw table must be at a 90-
degree angle to the blade,

Ensure square cuts by making
a %" deep cut into the face of
a 112" thick picce of scrap-
wood. Then, swing the wood
around so that the cut faces
vou, and place the cut behind
the blade {1-5). If the back of
the blade doesn’t fit into this
kerd, adjust the able until it

does.

Keep plenty of blades at

hand. A blade may only
last through 20 minutes of
hard cutting before vou have
to change it. So trim the
length of these interruptions
by keeping blades within
reach on magnetic sirips.

Relax for concentration.
3 Keep your body relaxed
by sitting on a high stool
when vou scrollsaw. With
your hands and forearms at
saw-table height, you'll be bet-
ter able to concentrate on the
workpicce and you will not

tire as easily.

Get back to the pattern
line. Staying right on the

pattern line isn't critical for

most patterns. If vou wander,
just try to get sinoothly back
(as shown in 1=7), rathcr than
backing up and recutting.
How far vou can safely wan-
der depends on the size of
what you're cutting, Ne one
would notice a 4" error ona
12" flower, but the same size
crror on i 2" fower would be

much maore visible.

Remove fuzz in a jiffy.

You can quickly remove
the inevitable fuzz and feath-
ering on the back side of a
serollsawn workpicce by plac-
ing it facedown on a piece of
carpet pad, and then sanding
the back with 120-grit abi-

sive in a finishing sander
(1-8). The pad securely grips
the wood.

Save your wood to the
right. Because scrollsaw |

blades are stamiped from thin

sheet steel, there's always a

burr to the right of their

tecth. That is, as vou look at

the blade secured in the saw

with the teeth pointing down,

the burr is to your right. If

yvou remember to always keep

your "save” picce (the project)

to the right of the blade when

cutting, vou'll have more con-

trol and you will be able to

make tighter taurns (1-9).

Turn to a cutting plat-

form for thin stock. A
cutting platform gives you
near-blade support for curting
thin sithouettes (1=100). Make

1=7. If you stray from the pat-
tern line, make a smooth recov-
ery and no one will notice,

scveral pieces of wood togeth-
er in a stack for multiple cut-
ting. But nails and screws can
sometimes split the wood or
stick through the stack to mar
the saw rable. Removing dou-
ble-faced tape is time consum-
ing, and picces can break off.
You can hold a siack of
picces together with dowels
cut just shorter than the
depth of the stack. Simply
drill appropriately sized holes
in waste areas of the stack
and insert the dowels.

GETTING STARTED SCEOLLING

KEEPING YOUR

SCROLLSAWING
ACCIDENT-FREE

Scrollsawing is a tharoughly
enjoyable woodworking experi-
ence. But we all know that acel-
dents can happen. Reduce their
possibility by following this
advice:

@ et to know your scrollsaw.
Head the owner's manual and
follow it to propery set up,

adjust, and maintain your saw,

® Plug your scrollsaw into a
properly grounded outlet, If you
must use an extension cord,
make sure it is heavy enough—
at least 14-gauge—and in safe
condition,

® Always be sure that the blade
is properly tensioned before you
start the saw. Check also that its
teath are pointing down and that
all table-tilt knobs are adjusted
and tightened.

@ Keep sawdust out of your
way. Set the machine's sawdust
blower to direct airflow away
from you, preferably foward the
back of the saw.

® Wear eye protection. Goggles
or shielded safety glasses keep
flying debris from the saw or the
wood out of your eyes,

® Dress with common sense.
Don't wear loose-fitting clothing
or dangling jewelry. Tie back
long hair or wear a cap.

@ Control the workpiece. Adjust
the hold-down as necessary.

Keep the waorkpiece flat on the
table and never cut when it is
unsupported. If the work catches
on the blade, turn off the saw. A
foot-operated on/off switch will
prove helpful, because boths
hands are free to control the
workpiece (1-12).

® Keep your work area tidy.
Mever let sawdust and cut-off
pieces accumulate around the
saw. Allow for task lighting that
lets you clearly see the blade.

Quick-and-Easy
Cuts

J you're new to the scrollsaw and
unfamiliar with all its capabilities, the
“w patterns in this chapter are just right
Jor you. Although not complicated, and intended
Jor thin stock (3/8"-thick or less), they offer you
the opportunity to learn control by taking you
through gentle curves and sharply formed
edges. Their simple designs dalso lend themselves
to multiple cutting (rvefer to Chapter 1, page 18)
so that you can make several of each for family
and friends.
