COPYING THE PATTERN

The patterns contained in this book are intended to
be your master patterns. We recommend making
photocopics of the project picces and then using

a repositionable spray adhesive to adhere them o
your workpiece. This method of transfer is casier,
less time-consuming, and far more accurate than
tracing. Using a photocopier will also allow you to
enlarge or reduce the pattern to fit the size of wood
you choose to use, Please note that some photocopy
machines may cause a slight distortion in size, so it
is important to use the same photocopier for all of

the pieces of your project and to photocopy your

. patterns in the same direction. Distortion is more

PREPARING THE SURFACE

For most projects, it is best to sand the workpiece
prior to applying the paper pattern and cutting the
design (see Figure 1). Once you've cut the design
and removed the paper pattern, it may be neces-
sary to lightly sand off any glue residue remaining,
along with any “fuzz” on the bottom side.

TRANSFERRING THE PATTERN

Using a repositionable spray adhesive is the easi-
est and quickest way to transfer a pattern to your
workpicce after photocopying it. (These adhesives
can be found at most arts and crafts, phorogra-
phy, and department stores. Pay special attention
to purchase one that states “temporary bond” or
“repositionable.”)

Start by serting up in a well-ventilared area.
Lightly spray the back side of the paper pattern,
not the wood (see Figure 2). Allow it to dry only
until racky—approximately 20 to 30 seconds.
Then, nppl}' it to the “’l.)l"(PiCEE, smnulhing out
any wrinkles if necessary.

One of the most common problems with using
repositionable spray adhesive for the first time is
applying the right amount onto the back of the pat-
tern. Spraying too little may result in the pattern’s
lifting off the project while you are cutting. If chis
occurs, clear Scotch tape or 2" clear packaging tape
can be used to secure the pattern back into position.
Spraying too much will make it difhiculr to remove
the pattern. If this occurs, simply use a handheld
hair dryer to heart the glue, which will loosen the
partern and allow it to be easily removed.

SELECTING THE MATERIALS

Selecting the type of material that you will use

is very important for the final outcome of your
project. Although plywood could be used for many
of the music box projects contained in this book,
we highly recommend choosing any of the beauti-
tul hardwoods available (sec Figure 3). The clegant
nature of these heirloom-quality projects is far
more impressive with the creative use of contrast-
ing hardwoods, Mixing dark woods, such as walnut
and mahogany, with light woods, such as maple and
birch, will produce the most striking effect.

If you are relatively new to scrolling, we recom-
mend using a high-quality Baltic birch plywood
for cutting pieces, such as m?t:rlay‘:i. ﬁgurcﬁ, Lo ps,
bottoms, and turntables. Baltic birch plywood is
casicr to usc than hardwoods and can be stained

for color contrast.

SELECTING THE BLADE

There are many opinions regarding which blade
to use, depending on which type and thickness of
material you choose and on how intricate the de-
sign in the project is. The more time you purt into
scrolling, the more your choice of which blade to
use will become personal preference.

For the beginning scroller, we recommend skip
tooth blades, but be sure to experiment and find
the blade that suits you best (see Figure 4). We
also offer the following blade size guidelines to get
you started:

Yie" to 14" #2/0, #2, or #3
145" to 12" #5 or #7
15" to 34" or thicker #7 or #9

SQUARING THE BLADE

Before you begin cutting, it's a good idea to check
that your table is square to the blade, Lift the saw
arm up to its highest point and place a 2" iangle
or a small square beside the blade (sec Figure 5).
If the blade and the square aren’t parallel to each
other, adjust your table until both the blade and
the square line up.

If you don’t have a square or triangle, try this
method using a picce of scrap wood. First, make a
small cut in a piece of scrap wood (sec Figure 6).
Then, turn the scrap wood until the cut is facing

the back of the blade. Slide the wood across the
table so that the blade fits into the cut. If the blade
inserts easily into the cur, it is square. If the blade
does not insert casily into the cut, adjust the table
until the blade is square.

An casy solu-
tion is to add a wooden auxiliary table to the top
of the meral table on your saw.

To make an auxiliary table, choose a picce of 14"
to 38" plywood that is similar to the size of your
current saw's table. If you wish, you can cut this
plywood to the same shape as the metal table on
your saw, or to any shape or size you prefer. We
do recommend, however, that you make the rable
larger than what you think you will need for the
size of the projects you will make in the future.

Next, set the auxiliary table on top of the metal
table. From the underside of the metal table, use
a pencil to mark the location where the blade will
feed through.

GETTING STARTED

CUTTING THE FRAME

Cutting the 1%2"-thick frame will probably be the
most challenging part of these projects. Using the
proper size of scroll saw blade will make this step
casier. A universal #9 (or larger) blade is highly rec-
ommended. This will make cutting quicker and more
accurate. Also, depending upon the type of wood you
arc using for the frame, you may want to consider
using a double skip tooth or a precision blade.

Using a band saw with a ¥6" to 16" blade for cut-
ting the outside shape is another way to make this
part of the process easier. Note that the more teeth
per inch on the blade, the smoother the cur will be.

Another alternative for cutting the frame is to
cut two ¥ "-thick pieces of wood separately, and
then secure them together with wood screws or

g|uc. To start. adhere the paper frame pattern to

one of the 34 "-thick workpicccs. Cur the outer

shape and opening for the music box movement,
following the solid lines. Then, countersink in two
locations for #6 x 1%4" EH. wood screws, being
careful not to countersink where indicated for
attaching the bottom to the frame. Secure this half
of the frame to the remaining 34" -thick workpiece
with the #6 screws. Next, trace the shape of the
top frame half onto the bottom half workpiece
(see Figure 9). Remove the screws and separate

the two halves. Cur the botrom half on the solid
line; then reattach the two halves together with the
screws, and sand where they meer until the area is
Hush (see Figure 10).

This method also allows you the opportunity to
add a decorative touch to the middle area of the
frame. Prior to reattaching the two halves of the
frame, use a roundover or a beading bit where the

CUTTING THE FEET

Several of the patterns contained in this book re-
quire two or more feet. Here is a simple procedure
that produces decorative wooden feet to elegantly
support your music box treasure, Please see the
Customizing Your Project section on page 10 for
additional foor ideas.

STACK CUTTING

Stack cutting is fairly simple to do and can save
you a lot of time when you have two or more
identical picces to cut for a project or if you are
making more than one of a particular project. If
you are fairly new to scroll sawing and stack cut-
ting, we recommend cutting no more than a total
thickness of 12" for besr results.

On projects with fairly simple shapes, two or
three layers could be held together by double-sided
tape or by paper sprayed on both sides with reposi-
tionable adhesive and sandwiched between the
workpieces. You could also put masking tape on
cach edge of the stack o hold the pattern and the
workpieces in place (see Figure 11).

On more intricate projects, we suggest using
#18 wire nails or brads thart are slightly longer than
the total thickness of the stack you are cutting,
Tack the nails into the waste areas you will cut
out, along with a few around the outside of the
project. If the nail has gone through the bottom of
the workpiece, use a hammer to tap it flush or use
coarsc sandpaper to sand the points Hush with the

bottom of the workpiccc.

If you are stack cutting hardwoods, do not tack
the nail too close to the pattern line or it may
cause the wood to split. You could also predrill
holes for the nails with a slightly smaller drill
bit so the nail will fit snugly and hold the layers
together securely.

SAWING THIN WOODS

Thin hardwoods or plywoods can be difficult to

work with because they're prone to breaking. The

ﬁa“nwing suggestions should htlp to eliminate or

reduce this problem.

® [f you have a variable speed saw, reduce the
speed to ¥2 to 34 of high speed.

® It you do nort have a variable speed saw, it will
help to stack cut two or more layers of material
to prevent breakage.

® For cutting any thickness of material, it is very
benchcial to keep the fingers of art least one
hand, if not both, pardally touching the rable
for better control (see Figure 12).

® With any material, it is important that your feed
rate and blade speed match so that burn marks
won't appear on the wood. If you pr::ﬂ::r to feed
the wood into the blade slowly, set your saw on
a slow setting or try using a smaller blade with
more teeth per inch to slow down the speed at
which the blade is cutting. On the other hand,
if you prefer to feed the wood into the blade
quickly, choose a fast serting for your saw or try

using a blade with fewer teeth per inch.

FINISHING TECHNIQUES

Finishing can be done before or after assembling,
For many pieces, especially those with a fair
amount of fretwork, it is casier to app!}* the finish
prior to assembling. If you finish the piece before
assembling, you also have more options for using
contrasting stains.

It you made your project from hardwood, we rec-
ommend dipping it in a dishpan (or a similar conain-
er) Alled with a penctrating oil, such as Watco or tung,
Then, allow the excess oil to drain back into the pan,
and follow the manufacturer’s instructions.

If you have chosen to use plywood on any parts
of your project, try using a matching shade of stain
to give an appealing look to the finished project.

As a hinal finish step once the pieces have dried, use

a clear, Varatha ne-type spray tor a protective maﬁng.

CUSTOMIZING YOUR PROJECT

Many of the overlays, figures, turntables, and feet in

this book are designed to be interchangeable with
each other. Options for the feet can also include us-
ing decorative wooden hnials, portions of axle pegs,
spindles, or smokestacks, as well as brass, metal,

or porcelain pull knobs designed for drawers or
furniture. Use your imagination and be creative in

customizing your own music box masterpicce.
