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IT IS OFTEN SAID of champ- 

ionship sports teams that the 

whole is greater than the sum 

of its parts. For example, a 

great basketball team typically 

has a talented point guard who 

handles the ball with ease, pos-

sesses great court vision and 

is an excellent passer.

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But no matter how good that point 
guard is, his impact on the game will 
be minimal without equally talented 
teammates, such as a shooting guard 
who can catch a pass and knock down a 
three-pointer with a hand in his face, a 
small forward who can drive to the rim, 
a power forward who rebounds like a 
man possessed or a center who uses his 
size and strength to outmaneuver op-
ponents for easy layups.

Individually, each of these players 
has an impressive set of skills. But when 
all five step onto the court together, 
those skills combine to become virtu-
ally unstoppable. Collectively, they can 
accomplish far greater things than any 
one player could alone.

I see a similar “team-building” 
mentality at play with many of the 
products in this year's annual Equip-
ment Issue. For most of my 15 years in 
the archery industry, it seemed manu-
facturers were content to hone their 
skills alone — bow makers focused on 
making better bows, sight makers fo-
cused on making better sights, etc. But 
starting a few years back and accelerat-
ing into 2023, I’ve witnessed a far more 
collaborative effort. Nowadays, bow 
and accessory makers are combining 
their efforts and creating comprehen-
sive “shooting systems” where the 

whole truly is greater than the sum of 
the parts.

I believe the genesis of this move-
ment came in 2019, when Qual it y 
Archery Designs and Mathews teamed 
up on the first Integrate arrow rest that 
mounts to the bow using a dovetail ma-
chined directly into the riser. Integrate 
technology has since been adopted by 
many other bow and rest manufactur-
ers and is quickly becoming the new in-
dustry standard. The Integrate’s success 
spawned a host of spinoff efforts, such 
as the innovative Bridge-Lock mount-
ing system Mathews introduced for bow 
sights in 2022 and has now expanded to 
stabilizers for 2023. Meanwhile, Hoyt 
developed its own, streamlined In-Line 
sight-mounting system using a small 
section of Picatinny rail. And Prime 
Archery, while developing its 2023 
REVEX series, partnered with Ham-
skea to design an arrow rest that melds 
seamlessly with the bow and Tight Spot 
Quivers to create an exclusive mount-
ing bracket that results in a ridiculously 
tight fit with built-in adjustability.

These are but a few examples of the 
growing integration trend. The benefits 
to bowhunters are obvious, resulting 
in complete bow builds that are lighter, 
stronger and steadier on target, while also 
being quieter and producing less vibra-
tion. Ultimately, it all adds up to rigs that 
are more fun to shoot and more accurate.

The integration trend can also been 
seen in the crossbow realm, where 
companies such as TenPoint and Ravin 
build a host of accessories tailor made 
for their high-tech shooting platforms, 
and optics makers such as Burris and 
Garmin offer laser-rangefinding scopes.

The bottom line is this: There has 
never been a better time to be a bow-
hunter when it comes to the equipment 
at our disposal. Choosing your gear is 
like building a team, and if you choose 
wisely, your gear will serve as a valuable 
ally in your pursuit of a championship 
season.

As bowhunters, we need to ac-
cept that we aren’t going to notch 
a tag every day we head afield. Or 
every month. Or even every year. We 
should never forget that those incred-
ible days of success are a rarity, and 
those occasional mountaintop experi-
ences are what make bowhunting so 
darn special.

In some ways, this column is a 
recap of the pep talk I gave my wife 
Kelsy while we were drinking coffee 
together on the final morning of hunt-
ing season last fall. We had both hunt-
ed hard all season and shot nothing. 
Physically and emotionally, we were 
battered, bruised and beaten.

At daybreak, we parted ways and 
went to two different stands. I sat that 
last day in one of my favorite spots 
on earth, waiting for a big whitetail 
buck. The weather was brutally cold, 
and although I had to suffer for it, I 
saw 10 different deer that day. How-
ever, the big fella never showed. On 
the walk back to the truck that night, 
emotionally crushed, my phone 
dinged and I received the accompa-
nying photo from Kelsy. There’s just 
no way around it — bowhunting is 
AWESOME!

It had been three years since Kelsy 
shot a whitetail with a compound 
bow, and this amazing buck walked 
in at 3 p.m. on the last day of the 
season. She made a perfect shot at 
20 yards with her Bowtech Solution, 
and she was over the moon! It is 
memorable moments such as this that 
drive us as bowhunters. They are the 
lights that guide us through the dark 
times, reminding us that no matter 
how deeply the odds may be stacked 
against us, something great could 
happen at any moment!
