s members of the Blackfriars Bridge Model

Railway Group (formerly part of Norwood

Model Railway Club), we had a reputation
for making more esoteric ‘might have been’
layouts. ‘Hawnby’ was a fictional branch line terminus,
set in Yorkshire, built on a sweeping curve with more
countryside than station. This was followed by an
industrial quarry scene set in Cumbria, built to explore
the possibilities of Scalefour (or P4, as it was then known).
This again was on a curve with both standard and narrow
gauge elements. With the imminent retirement of that
model, a decision was made that the new layout should be
set in a real location, closer to our South London base.
We came to a choice between Woodside (a small

branch line junction not far from home) and Blackfriars
Bridge. In a moment of what can only be described as
utter insanity, we opted for the latter! Part of our logic
was based on the idea of modelling the London, Chatham
& Dover Railway, a line not modelled often as it lost its
separate existence in 1900. And we had acquired some
information about Blackfriars Bridge, a station that had
ceased to operate for passengers in 1886. We had a scale
drawing of the station frontage, a ‘contemporary’ etching
from the Illustrated London News and a trackplan in

a 1873 OS map. There was also an LCDR timetable

from about 1870; this showed that four companies
(Chatham, Great Northern, Midland and London &
South Western) ran trains through the station. It would

certainly be an interesting (not to say esoteric) layout.
The period selected, 1873, was chosen because of
certain constraints. Shortly after this time, two major
engineering additions to the station area were built.
These were the extension of the goods warehouse to the
east and the connection to the South Eastern Railway
via the junction just south of the station. The project
would be quite a handful in 1873, and anything later
would be impractical for a movable exhibition layout.

We have amassed a large amount of material relevant
to the station over the years, involving many visits to
archive sources, including National Archive, London
Metropolitan Archive and Southwark Local History
Library (not to mention online searches). One surprise
find was a rating plan showing the track and station
building at both ground and first floor levels.

From our research, we also learned that you have to
double check everything; not all published material is
accurate! Even the Illustrated London News etching of
the opening of the station must have been made using
artistic licence.

The layout is designed in an end-to-end format,
with the station building covering the fiddleyard at the
northern end and an over-track signal box forming
the scenic break to the fiddleyard at the southern end.
The fiddleyards use cassettes to hold the trains and
move them from the arrival track to the departure track
without turning them round, simply switching the
locomotive from one end of the train to the other.

Rolling Stock

By the nature of the period modelled, the majority of the
rolling stock has been hand-built or built from kits. Much
research was involved to establish what kind of stock was
being used in the early-1870s, and requests were made

to friends who were either white metal casting wizards
(mostly wagons), or etched brass geniuses (mostly
carriages), once suitable drawings and/or masters had
been prepared by us.

Absolute accuracy is difficult to achieve as there is
so little photographic evidence, but it is hoped that the
general look of the trains has been achieved. In any case,
we would be interested to hear if you think you can prove
we have done it wrong!

The locomotives have proved the hardest to provide as
mostly they have required to be hand-built from scratch. A
few are adaptations from kits, which were designed to
represent the locomotive as it was in the 1910s or even
later and had to be back-engineered to an 1870s-style. The
locomotives are driven largely by Mashima motors with
gearboxes from High Level kits. This pairing gives excellent
running and has proved reliable when maintenance has
perhaps not been as thorough as it should be.

Carriages were largely kit-built, but bearing in mind
that we made the kits first! A great debt of gratitude goes
to our etching and casting friends, without whom the
carriage stock would be a poor thing to behold.

One exception to the kit-building of carriages was
the Midland Railway train, the coaches of which were
fabricated from styrene sheet with metal parts from
various proprietary sources. When researching this train,

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it became apparent that there was very little information
on Midland stock from the appropriate period, luckily,
the Midland Railway Centre at Butterley had managed
to rescue and rebuild an example from the 1860s. A visit
to the centre with a camera and tape measure provided
enough information, along with that from Lacy & Dow’s
volume on the subject, to produce a representative train.

Wagon stock was largely hand-built, but some
recourse was again made to our casting colleagues. All of
the vehicles chosen are plausible visitors for the time and
place represented, including the private owner stock,
which has been the most difficult to research. Luckily,
one of our members has spent a lifetime in pursuit of
this arcane knowledge.

Coupling is achieved using the Dingham brand
autocouplers, now produced by the Scalefour
Society. Our experience with these has been mixed but,
from the appearance point of view, they offer a good
compromise between what we would have liked to use,
i.e., prototypical three-link and screw-link couplings,
and the rather clunky proprietary types.

One lesson we have learned from exhibition
running is that the fine flange depth used on Scalefour
wheels is very prone to becoming non-existent when
dirt is allowed to build-up on the wheels, causing
derailment on even the slightest bump in the track.
It would appear that the oil used to protect the steel
tyres when in store acts as a dirt magnet, and thick
encrustations have to be regularly removed. It would
seem that much of our head (and heart) ache from
poor running has its root in this problem.

Key structures

The main focus of the layout is the huge station building.
As a starting point, the drawing was scaled up to 1/72
from the original and allowed us to cut the shell from thin
ply. From there, the building was entirely hand-built (we
started the project before laser-cutting and 3D-printing
were viable options).

With many repeated elements, we experimented with
resin casting. This was tried initially for the pillars and
the window bays. Masters were made for a pillar and
one of the window bays using layers of styrene sheet,
both plain and with English bond brickwork. Moulds
were made from these masters, using a two-part silicone
rubber, and a two-part acrylic resin was then used to
make the final items from those. This worked well
for the pillars and enough were made for the station
frontage. Try as we might, the window bays always had
too many air bubbles to be used. The upshot of that
was that each window bay was made individually from
many styrene sheet components, as were the arches.
Once produced, each segment was painted in many
stages, masking different areas at a time, to achieve the
multi-coloured finish.

The trainshed roof comprised trusses made
individually from metal strips, and then clear and plain
plastic sheet was used for the glass and zinc roofing.
This was supported on cast iron pillars and parts of the
station wall. The paint scheme for the metalwork was
taken from research into the painting of the LCDR side
of Victoria station, which looked at the different layers
of paint that had been applied over the years.

The other two main buildings on the layout are the
signal cabins, both hand-built using mainly styrene
sheet, from original designs. One is a cabin on raised

wooden footings and the other is on a gantry that also
had to be hand-built.

Setting the scene

Set as it is in urban London, the scenery, such as it is,
represents the street and railway arch scenes with vistas
typical of the period.

The road vehicles (all horse-drawn, of course) are
primarily from commercially available kits, but many
have been heavily adapted. The street scenes and those
elsewhere around the railway have been made as a
series of tableaux. For example, the crowd gathered
around the organ grinder with his monkey, the bill
poster and his assistant, the men bricking up one of
the arches and the workers sorting out the tracks for
one of the many changes that happened around this
time. A lot came about from studying contemporary
photographs and drawings.

Being urban London, there is no necessity for
vegetation, which is a blessing as no-one had to try and
produce realistic-looking trees.

Ideally, it would be nice to have a backscene to
represent the vista of Southwark behind the railway
arches, but none of the group is capable of creating such
a thing, so for the time being it is left to the imagination
of the observer.

Operating the layout

There are three through tracks connected to both
fiddleyards, and the goods yard that is connected to one
of the through tracks and to the southern fiddleyard.
Each track has its own analogue controller as part of

a four-way control box, with the facility for hand-held
units for each track. The tracks are Up Metropolitan
line, Down Metropolitan line (serving platforms 1 and
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2 respectively), Main line (bidirectional through the MIDDLE LEFT:

departure cassettes are not made live until the main
line is clear. The trains are driven out of the fiddleyards
by the main operator, who will stop the passenger
trains in the visible part of the platforms before
dispatching them to the other fiddleyard. Goods trains
may either be driven straight through or stopped at
signals while still on view.

Final thoughts

As it stands, it is quite a task to exhibit the layout as the
group consists now of only five people, and none of us is
particularly young. Some thought is being given to making
transporting the layout somewhat easier, by rebuilding
some sections with aluminium extrusion frames. This is
both lighter and could be built in more-manoeuvrable
sections. Some experience has already been gained by
rebuilding both fiddleyards using this material.

The wooden-framed boards are unwieldy. No two are
the same shape and size! They had been custom-made to
suit the station and track layout and we wanted to avoid
having pointwork running over the joints between two
boards. The proposed rebuilding of some boards will
partly address this issue, but the two main station boards,
could not be readily tackled without a complete rebuild.

One change we have made was to replace the original
heavy wooden trestle-type legs with commercially
available metal ones. They are far easier to transport.

The central theme of Scalefour modelling is to get as close
to reality as is practically possible. There is no doubt that
within this, there has to be an element of pragmatism. We
could have made all the rolling stock to museum standards,
but when it crosses the layout in about 10 seconds, nobody
will appreciate the effort that has been put in.

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And time is another consideration. Without the
unfortunate occurrence of Covid and several months of
lockdown, the rolling stock of '‘Blackfriars Bridge' would
have been a poor thing to behold. To take one example,
the carriages, once researched, required to be drawn up
to 4mm scale. They were then forwarded to the etch kit
designer, who has to interpret the drawings and then
produce a photo-etch tool. Once that is done, the kits
can be produced.

The next stage is to turn the kit into a model. This
involves all the usual bending and soldering required of
an etched brass kit, plus the creation (usually in styrene)
of a representation of the interior, for example, the seats.

Once this has been done, paint can be applied. For
the “teak” finish used by the LCDR, there is first an
undercoat, then two coats of colour. Next, a coat of
varnish, after which the scumbling to represent the
graining of the wood is applied. Then another coat
of varnish protects this. Finally, transfers for the class
designation, etc., are put on, with a protective coat of
varnish over the top. So, seven coats plus the transfers,
all of which have to dry before the next is applied.

This is for one carriage. The suburban trains of the
LCDR were typically nine carriages long, but the size
of our fiddleyards, not to mention the tractive effort of
our locomotives, means that mercifully we can only run
trains of six or seven vehicles.

As can be seen, time is our most precious asset. [l

REGCORD-BREAKING
WEEKEND FOR RAILS

OF SHEFFIELD

Rails of Sheffield marked a major milestone
in its expansion plans with the opening of
a new Station Shop inside Sheffield’s Grade
[1-listed railway station.

The shop opened on Saturday, November
29th, as part of Rails’ Black Friday
Weekender, and was officially unveiled
by well-known railway enthusiasts Pete
Waterman OBE and Jools Holland. Both
drew huge attention from visitors, even
giving an impromptu duet on the station’s
public piano.

Manufacturers including Hornby,

Bachmann Europe, Accurascale,
Heljan, Revolution Trains and Cavalex
were also on hand, turning the station
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concourse into a small-scale festival of
the hobby. Rails reported more than

500 passenger journeys on a vintage
Leyland Tiger shuttle between the station
and its flagship Chesterfield Road store
throughout the day.

The result was the busiest sales weekend
in the company’s 55-year history, with
queues forming up to two hours before
opening. The Heeley store also saw record
footfall across the weekend.

The new Station Shop is intended
to complement the main Chesterfield
Road site, offering a broad model
railway range with a particular focus on
beginners and families.

The National Railway Museum (NRM) has
partnered with Google Arts & Culture to
launch Beyond the Tracks, a major digital
initiative marking 200 years since the birth
of the modern railway.

The year-long project brings nearly 1,000
items from the national collection online,
supported by Google’s new Al-powered
Metadata Enhancement Service, which has
helped transcribe handwritten documents
and make the archive more searchable.

Among the standout objects now
available digitally are the Rastrick
Notebook, an eyewitness account of the
1829 Rainhill Trial, and early locomotive
icons such as Puffing Billy. The project also
highlights lesser-known stories, including
a Victorian model carriage made from
timber salvaged from the wreck of the PS
Princess Alice.

For the first time, 360° virtual tours of
Locomotion in Shildon have been created,
allowing online visitors to explore the vast
Main Hall, the engine-shed-inspired New
Hall, and even walk the historic Brusselton
Incline from the world’s first public railway.

Two new Pocket Gallery 3D
exhibitions further expand access to
the NRM’s extensive art and poster
collections, with immersive audio and
high-resolution detail.

Craig Bentley, Director of the National
Railway Museum, said the initiative
broadens access to the national collection
during the museum’s 50th-anniversary year
and deepens the Science Museum Group’s
long-standing partnership with Google
Arts & Culture.

The Lincoln and District Model Railway Club’s latest prototype
project brings an atmospheric model of a 1930s station based
on an important Peterlborough to Gainsborough link.

from Lincoln to Boston, alongside the
River Witham, and was part of the original East Coast
Main Line. It is set in 1935 during the LNER period. The
reason for this is due to the fact that club members have
this stock already, which comprises ready-to-run or kit-
built stock for this period.

We discovered the interesting history of the station
and, like many others, it had its problems. It opened on
October 17, 1848, but due to the lack of traffic from
freight and passengers, the station closed only two years
later. The station reopened in 1865, when a local farmer
asked for goods facilities so he could transport his goods
and livestock to market. In 1919, most of the wooden
buildings were destroyed by a fire; it's believed that a
spark from a passing locomotive caused this disaster.

What you see today is in its rebuilt form after the fire.
The model shows two staggered platforms, one either
side of the crossing that leads to a chain ferry crossing,
which was used to cross the River Witham from
Fiskerton. The signal box stood on the down side of the
line adjacent to the crossing controlling the access to the
small goods yard, which is also sited on the down side.
Although remotely sited, the station handled a full range
of goods traffic, including livestock, potatoes, grain and
sugar beet.

Scenic accuracy

The idea of the layout came about when the club wanted to
build a new layout in 4mm and it was decided that it was to
be based on somewhere in Lincolnshire, which has a fair bit
of history to it, but also close to the clubhouse so members
could visit the site, and a member of the club has lived in
the village of Fiskerton all his life. At the beginning of the
project, while members were looking for photos of the
station, a start was made on the trackplan, based on an old
OS map. Once the trackplan was finalised, the signals were
positioned. At the time of planning, we could only find a
handful of images of the station (all in the same direction,
towards Lincoln!), so we were limited on reference material
until a lone photograph was found in the other direction.

Planning was a long process, as we discussed all the
details before a piece of track was put into place. In the
end, to get the station modelled to the correct scale, we
decided to make the scenic section 15ft long and the overall
frontage 18ft long.

As you can see in the photos and on the trackplan, there
wasn't much there; two buildings, two platforms, cattle
dock and a loading dock. It was important to get these right
as this makes the layout.

The signal box is made by a member who is very
talented in scratch-building and he did a magnificent job
by using cereal boxes, while another member painted up
the signals, which are Saxby & Farmer, into the correct
colours for this region.

5954, a J11 locomotive, is seen shunting
an agricultural train into a yard made up of
farming equipment ready for the harvest
season. The train is made up of a matching
pair of ploughing engines, a balance plough
and a thresher, which was made by Foster
and Sons from Lincoln.
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The subframe for the platforms was constructed
from a laser-cut kit, while the wooden planking and
the rail that runs along the back were scratch-built.
The cattle dock was made from a Ratio kit and was
very good to build.

The riverbank and the land were made of different
materials. Starting with a base of Sculptamold, it was
then painted brown and finally, for the grass, we used
different types of static grass from WWS. The river was
created by applying filler roughly over some one-inch
polystyrene, which was then painted using greens and
browns. We then applied a clear resin over the top to
make the River Witham. The banks were then blended
and bank details added.

Variety of traffic
Rolling stock for the layout shows a variety of trains from
the 1930s period, whether it's RTR or kit-built. Members
of the club have spent many hours researching into what
trains ran on the line and the selection of trains covers
from your everyday coal train to everyday passenger
stoppers, and finally to an A4 locomotive racing through
on a range of teaks heading for London or heading
towards Doncaster. We believe that the trains do the line
justice and that we have a nice variety of locomotives
hauling the trains from that time period.

Although pictures were scarce, we did manage to find
plenty of timetables, so we were able to pick out some

workings that you can see on today’s layout. We have
made sure that locos are lamped up correctly.

We run 11 trains on the layout and we have tried
to cover all the different types of trains that ran down
the line, from freight to the stopping passengers,
with coal from the Yorkshire coal pits to the fish
trains from Boston. We try to make sure they run
at scale speed appropriate for the line and have the
correct signals pulled off. We use the NEC power cab
controllers while the signals and the points are operated
from different control panels. We do include the daily
drop-off and the pick-up freight.

Final thoughts
We as a club are very happy with the overall finish of the
layout and, of course, there are some developments still
to do. As they say, a layout is never finished. The team
has enjoyed building the layout from day one, from
just researching the station and history behind it, to
adding the people onto the layout. With us doing some
exhibitions already, we are pleasantly surprised by how
well the public and other exhibitors like the layout. Even
though it is simple, they say it’s fantastic to include that
much detail on the layout and how they can reference
scenes from the layout to the photographs.

The team has all said how much we have learnt doing
this layout and what has worked well and what we can
do differently on future projects. |l

The adding
of the lifting section will be covered in a future article.

Things never go quite according to plan, so be prepared to adapt
‘on the fly’. For example, you will probably find that your house
walls aren’t quite as square as they should be and the plaster is not
as flat. Take your time and don’t rush the job is the best advice |
can give - do it right and do it once.

WHAT YOU NEED

350mm x 300mm London brackets, 2in x 1in planed
timber, corrugated cardboard, wood screws and

TOP TIPS

e Screw and wall plug manufacturers are very helpful and
often provide lots of information on the product or box
to guide you. For example, drill sizes, screw sizes, etc.

e The best material to make your layout baseboard
from is plywood. For the layout top, 5.5mm material
Is the minimal viable thickness and if the layout is to
be transported, then 9mm or 12mm may be better.
You need to achieve a balance between strength
and weight. Plywood needs supporting every 18in to
prevent sag.

e Choose a wood yard where they will pre-cut your
timber for you.
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Visualising your creation is important and you can do
this digitally, although | prefer to make a full-size physical
mock-up out of corrugated cardboard. Cut this to shape

or staple pieces together, then hold it up in difficult places
such as windows and chimney breasts and sketch in the
curves so that the radius can be ascertained.
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It is important that you know what is behind wherever
you are drilling. Check both sides of the internal walls for

clues. Power socket wires are likely to go down to the
floor and light switch wires upwards. The use of a wire/pipe
detection tool is the safest and the recommended option.

If your wall is a partition wall, then you need to find where

the studs are located as the area between these is likely

to be plasterboard or laths and plaster, neither of which
has much strength. Use a stud finder tool or one of the many
techniques, such as knocking, bent wire, signs of screw heads,
or even using iron wool filings.

The fit of the
parts is good, though there were a couple
of hairy moments early on before the
structure gained stability. The big plus
here is the ability to mix and match this
arrangement with the arches version.

The first proper job was to prepare the paper liner section.
The fold-back wall joints were lightly scored and bent.
What is absent from the instructions is a note telling you
to cut the fold-backs for the arch. Without this, it won’t bend
around the arch!

As usual, | had to add extra bits. In this instance,

| thought that the inner part of the liner wasn't
rigid enough, so a section of card approximately
50mm x 80mm was stuck to the rear of each side to
firm them up.

Once the roadway and pavements were set, the
reinforcement pieces were added. It would be possible to
run some track over the bridge by replacing the surface
with thin ply or hardboard, creating a firmer base than here.
However, you might just get away with extra card underneath.
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The liner was then added to one arch wall. This was
a bit of a fiddle. | first glued the left-hand vertical wall
piece and let it go off, then worked my way around
the arch section, making sure that the paper sat hard
against the curve.
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With the second arch piece attached to the liner, it
started taking shape. | cut a length of the included
cobbled roadway 155mm long and stuck it to one side of
the pavement fold-back part, let it set, and then folded it down
to attach to the other side.
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The four buttresses were made up as shown, with the top
sections that face the road stuck to the plain face of the
card. Admission time: Bizarrely, | mislaid one of the long
pieces and had to bodge one up from the spare brick sections.
Did you not notice? Good.

The two parapet walls were folded up, noting to put the
attached string course to one side. These were stuck to
the main section using the still visible printed fold arrows to
centralise them. It was safer to add the buttresses to the walls
rather than risk leaving a gap.

Finally, the string course was stuck over the wall/arch

wall joint and all was done. Some touching up has been
carried out with a charcoal pencil and a small amount of
brick orange paint. Note that the paper arch overlay was added
immediately after the lower arch parts were assembled.

CONCLUSION

If | were reviewing this, | would give the kit a solid 10. It
goes together well and requires the minimum of tidying
up and finishing.

| do think that Superquick has missed a trick by
not including this option on any of the pack art or
the brochure. It works beautifully with the arches and
the practical uses are many. A single track is where |
started, but it will take a double track, providing there
are no curves involved.

If you were planning a Minories-type urban layout,
then this could work very well as the exit point. There is
enough spare brickwork included to add side extensions
to fill any gaps.
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The last pieces to be made up were the caps. | took
the harder route and went for the ‘cut stone’ set.
These were scored along the fold lines before cutting
out. | just stuck the tab to shape them, using the buttress
tops to fix the square shape.

At this point, it was too tempting not to mockQ
up the bridge with the arches mentioned in
the preamble. Again, this arrangement is not

suggested in the instructions, but is an entirely logical use
for this version of the Kit.

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AGGREGATES
TERMINALS -
UNLOADING POINTS

In this second feature on aggregates terminals, the destination end of the
journey for trainloads of stone, gravel and sand is explored.

ggregates traffic is arguably the biggest growth area

for UK rail freight today, bucking the trend of decline,

which has affected almost every other part of the
business. Destination railheads come in different shapes and
sizes, depending on factors such as the available space and
the volume of traffic handled.

When aggregates traffic first began to grow in the 1970s,

a number of specialised terminals were built with hopper
discharge, enabling the main-line locomotive to draw its train
forward one wagon at a time for emptying. Usually, the track
layout included a run-round loop, and sometimes a short
siding for faulty wagons. At some locations, former coal
concentration depots were repurposed for aggregates traffic,
examples being Wolverton, Tolworth and Bishops Stortford.
The former coal drops at Mile End were used to discharge
sand trains until 1990.

The Government Section 8 Grant scheme contributed funds
for a number of hopper discharge terminals in the 1970s and
1980s, including several across South East England and East
Anglia that were served from Redland’s Mountsorrel quarry.
A unique case was Radlett, where the terminal comprised a
continuous loop similar to those for handling merry-go-round
coal deliveries at power stations.

That operation continues today: the locomotive hauls its
train around the loop, pausing as each wagon discharges its
load onto the under-track conveyor in turn, then uncouples
from the train and runs around the loop a second time before
reattaching to the other end of the train, ready for departure.

The capital costs of installing a hopper discharge facility
are obviously high. Some terminals are either not busy
enough or are not expected to last long enough to justify the
expense. Planning constraints may also be a factor.

MAIN PICTURE: The stone terminal at Thorney Mill on the Colnbrook branch gained a new service from Bardon Hill using air-braked
hoppers in 1986. The terminal also received trains from Frome (later Merehead), as well as occasional deliveries from Jersey Marine
in South Wales. 56051 edges forward through the hopper house at Thorney Mill with a delivery from Frome on February 19th, 1987.

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The compact Tarmac Topmix terminal at Paddington, with its mobile
unloader, is pictured on February 17th, 1993, after 60039 has arrived with
sea-dredged aggregates from Angerstein Wharf. The train has been split
into two because of the short siding length and the other half can just

be seen waiting in the distance. 60039 will swap the portions over at the

appropriate time and the empties will later depart via the Greenford loop
to avoid a reversal at Acton.

In recent years, the railway has often preferred to use flat-
bottomed wagons for discharge by mechanical grab, requiring
nothing more than a siding with adjacent hard standing. If the
hard-standing stretches the whole length of the siding, then the
train can be left without a locomotive for emptying; however,
that is rarely possible and the usual procedure is for the
locomotive to draw its train forward a few wagons at a time.

Three further ways of discharging aggregates trains
are worthy of mention. One is the mobile under-wagon
conveyor system, which enabled specially designed hopper
wagons to be discharged at locations with no fixed hopper
discharge facility.
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Located alongside the East Coast Main Line just south of Stevenage station,
Langley Junction was a regular destination for the Redland self-discharge train
(SDT). For many years, this working ran only on Sundays when the passenger
timetable was less intense. 66060 has just backed into the Langley Junction siding
after arriving from Mountsorrel on June 7th, 2015; the boom has already begun its
work. After the SDT was withdrawn, Langley Junction received a few deliveries in
conventional wagons, the last of which took place in September 2024.

This system was introduced at a number of depots in the
London area from the late-1960s onwards, including Paddington,
Park Royal and King's Cross. The wagons had their bogies
carried on short sub-frames so that there was enough room for
the mobile conveyor to be inserted under the hopper doors.

Unique side-tipping wagons were the chosen solution for the
short-distance flow from Lavant to Drayton near Chichester,
which ran from 1971 until 1991. This system allowed the whole
train to be discharged in one go, reducing the turnaround time
to about 45 minutes.

Undoubtedly, the most innovative aggregates operation was
the Redland self-discharge train (SDT), introduced in 1988.

Boston Docks became a destination for the Redland self-discharge train in 2002 after the awarding of a Section 8 Grant. Former BR

locomotives D2112 and D3871 propel the third and final portion of the day’s train over the Grade Il listed swing bridge into the docks for

unloading on June 7th, 2005. D2112 was withdrawn from BR stock in 1987 and spent a few years on the Nene Valley Railway before going

on hire to the Port of Boston and eventually being sold to the Harry Needle Railroad Company. e
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In its later years, Aylesbury coal depet became a destrnatlen for aggrgate trains, meludlng a regular ﬂew frem-the Redland Quarry at Meuntsrrel 56015 shunts
half its trainload of two-axle hoppers at Aylesbury on August 19th, 1989, before forming the 16:46 departure to Mountsorrel. The terminal closed in the 1990s.

The SDT comprised up to four units of 10 permanently-coupled
hopper wagons, with each unit having a continuous conveyor
belt at solebar level onto which the wagons discharged their
load. This conveyor belt was connected to an adjustable boom
conveyor mounted on a special bogie wagon at one end of the
train. The use of the boom conveyor meant that there was no
need for the terminal to have any kind of fixed equipment and
the SDT could remain stationary during discharge. By 1990,
the SDT was serving about half a dozen terminals, including
Banbury, Cricklewood, Langley Junction, Chesterton Junction,
Broxbourne and Chelmsford. Unfortunately, an accident with
the boom conveyor at Mountsorrel brought the SDT innovation
to an abrupt and ignominious end in 2016.

The geographical spread of rail-served aggregates terminals
is very uneven today, just as it always has been. At one end of
the scale, numerous terminals are spread across South East
England, where demand from the construction industry has long
outstripped the capacity of local sources of stone, gravel and
sand. At the other end of the scale, there is little potential in
Scotland, Wales and South West England for the kind of regular,
long-distance traffic that justifies the use of rail.

The growth of aggregates railheads in the South East
accelerated in the 1980s. For example, a new terminal at Theale
attracted a Section 8 Grant of £1.8 million, which was the
largest such grant yet awarded. Another major new terminal
was Purfleet, which replaced smaller railheads at Pitsea and
Chadwell Heath. Further terminals came on stream across the
region to cope with demand.

The Mendip quarry firms Foster Yeoman and ARC responded
to the growth by introducing ‘jumbo trains’ from Merehead
and Whatley respectively to Acton yard, where each train was
divided into two or three final destinations. Direct single-portion
trains ran direct from Merehead and Whatley to terminals in
Hampshire, Berkshire and Oxfordshire.The table on the next
page gives a snapshot of traffic patterns in the late-1990s, after
Foster Yeoman and ARC had combined their operations under
the umbrella of Mendip Rail. Some of those terminals also
received trains from quarries in Leicestershire and elsewhere.

Other terminals in the South East catered for non-Mendip
traffic, such as Radlett and Elstow, which received granite from
Mountsorrel, and Bow and Bishops Stortford that received
granite from Croft. The congested road network in London made
short-distance flows viable from Cliffe and Angerstein Wharf
to locations such as King’s Cross, Paddington and Battersea.

The
production of soda ash at Winnington ceased in February 2014, leaving no further use for the new Winnington terminal and its connection via Oakleigh sidings.
Limestone trains continued to run from Tunstead to the nearby Lostock works until January 2025.

Specific construction projects can generate either extra
business at existing terminals or the setting up of new
terminals. For example, Sevington near Ashford was a new

railhead for the building of the ChannelTunnel in the late-1980s,

and a new terminal at Colnbrook first handled aggregates for
the building of Heathrow Airport Terminal 5 in the 1990s before
becoming established as a permanent railhead. More recently,
the construction of HS2 has generated huge amounts of extra
traffic, including the use of a temporary offloading point at

Quainton, effectively at the end of a long siding from Aylesbury.

Although East Anglia has relatively few large population
centres, the lack of local quarries means that there is
enough long-distance aggregates traffic for the railway to
compete. Long-standing terminals at Norwich, Barham,
Kennett, Ely and Chesterton Junction were joined by
Brandon and Eccles Road by the early-2000s, partly
prompted by specific projects such as the A11 road upgrade
atThetford and runway resurfacing at RAF Lakenheath.
One loss was Bury St Edmunds, which received its last
aggregates train in early 2019.

Leeds Balm Road contmued to receive Ilmestone in vacuum-braked wagons
until the late-1980s. 37215 and 31299 arrive at Balm Road with the 13:45
departure from Peak Forest on August 29th, 1986. This facility was later
replaced by a hopper discharge terminal at Stourton and its site is now
occupied by Freightliner’s Midland Road maintenance depot.

Located at the west end of the former hump marshalling yard site,
Tinsley aggregates terminal opened in 2013 for trains from Bardon
Hill and Shrewsbury Coton Hill. 66605 draws its train forward
through the hopper house after working the 03:19 departure from
Bardon Hill on August 13th, 2014.
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English, Welsh and Scottish Railway (EWS) earned a reputation for using
innovative methods to gain new traffic, especially when it came to setting up low-
cost terminals. A good example was Dewsbury, where EWS effectively created a
new terminal on the run-round loop for Dewsbury cement depot by reaching over
the boundary fence with a mechanical shovel. This is the scene at Dewsbury on
April 9th, 1999, with 56106 in charge of the 08:51 departure from Rylstone.

South West England lost its last receiving terminal for
aggregates when Heidelberg withdrew from Exeter in 2025. In
the past, there has been a small amount of traffic to Burngullow,
using the same terminal that forwarded clay sand for a time,
and a contract with Flexer Construction in 1999 led to pop-up
terminals being established at various sites, including Crediton,
Taunton, Newton Abbot, Exmouth Junction, Goodrington,
Plymouth Friary and Keyham. Today’s reduced infrastructure

would not be able to cater for that kind of opportunistic business.

In the Midlands, aggregates terminals have traditionally been
few because much of the construction industry’s needs can be
met locally. The busiest terminal for many years was Washwood

Heath, where RMC opened a hopper discharge facility with
Government Section 8 assistance in the 1980s. That terminal
was swept away by HS2 construction works but replaced by

a new terminal on the site of Washwood Heath marshalling
yard in 2019, serving a Tarmac asphalt and concrete plant.
Meanwhile, the building of HS2 has brought an increased
demand for aggregates in the region as a whole. Regular stone
trains now run to Walsall and to two terminals at Small Heath,
while the intermodal terminals at Hams Hall and Birmingham
Lawley Street have received trainloads of aggregates
specifically for HS2 work.

In North West England, the map of aggregates terminals
has changed a lot in the last 40 years. The railheads at
Stockport Portwood, Collyhurst Street, Thorpes Bridge
Junction and Widnes Carterhouse Junction have all closed,
but a larger number of terminals has opened. Today’s list
includes hopper discharge facilities at Salford Hope Street,
Pendleton and Bredbury, and sidings for discharge by
mechanical grab at Ashburys, Agecroft, Warrington Dallam,
Ashton-in-Makerfield, Tuebrook and Leyland. The chemical
industry around Northwich was also a consumer of rail-borne
limestone until the beginning of 2025.

InYorkshire, theTarmac (formerly Tilcon) terminals at Leeds
Hunslet and Hull Dairycoates have been a constant feature of
the Rylstone train plan since the 1970s. They were joined for a
time in the late-1990s by a makeshift terminal at Dewsbury. The
former goods depot at Leeds Balm Road became a destination
for limestone from the Peak District in the 1980s, to be replaced
by a hopper discharge facility at Stourton in 1998. Part of
the formerTinsley yard site gained an aggregates terminal
with hopper discharge in 2013. Other aggregates terminals
inYorkshire are Attercliffe, which also handles scrap metal
traffic, and the Potter Group railhead at Selby, which used to
handle a range of flows by rail but is now mainly road-served.
A very recent addition to the aggregates network is Grimsby
Moody Lane, reached by the Grimsby District Light Railway.

The short era of flue gas desulphurisation plants required substantial movements of limestone to coal-fired power stations such as Drax,
Ratcliffe, West Burton and Fiddlers Ferry. The Drax flow was a pioneer private rail freight operation, with National Power providing both the
locomotive and the wagons.

The Wharfedale Line

First, a little about the line. Built by the Midland Railway, the
Wharfedale line leaves that company’s Leeds to Carlisle line
at Apperley Junction. It then runs ‘up the hill’ to Guiseley, the
line from Bradford coming in on the left just before reaching
the station. This short section of line between Shipley and
Guiseley has a station at Baildon and was single-track by this
time. From Guiseley, the line continues to Menston. The (now
closed) line to Otley peeled off to the right, and at this point,
the North Eastern Railway had a finger in the pie, having joint
running powers with the Midland Railway on through Burley-
in-Wharfedale and Ben Rhydding to llkley, some 16 and a half
miles in total.

My first visit was in 1983. The legacy of the Midland Railway
was very much in evidence: station buildings, many of the
footbridges and the easily recognised signal boxes. There
was no freight traffic by this time, and the passenger services
were largely in the hands of Class 101s built by Metropolitan
Cammell, and the Derby-built Class 108s. llkley station had
two bay platforms, but Platform 3 on the former through line to
Skipton was also in use at peak periods.

But work was
underway to improve llkley station, and rail access to
Platform 3 had been removed, causing capacity to be
reduced.

There was an old-fashioned air about llkley
station at this time. Gas lighting was still in use
and was to remain so until the following May,
making it the last station in the country to make the
change. The main station buildings were to become
a supermarket, necessitating shortening of the
platforms and removal of the buffer stops by some
40 yards.

Key Modernization

The line was electrified in 1995. The area
previously occupied by Platforms 3 and 4 became
a car park. In 2011, the station received a major
refurbishment, including a new station building
with all the expected facilities.

Initially, services were operated by refurbished
Class 308 electric multiple units before the Class
333s replaced them. The services are now provided
by NorthernTrains, using Classes 333 and 331.

Wooden veneers (in first class) and plastic laminates (in
second class) were used internally, creating a modern look, and
the ‘Trojan’ moquette on the second class upholstery, consisting
of red, white, blue and yellow squares on a grey background, will
bring back memories for readers of a certain age. Unfortunately,
the engineering was not in quite the same league and the Mk. 3
and Mk. 4 trailer bogies caused very poor riding until replaced
with those of the Commonwealth type. By the 1980s, these EMUs
had been refurbished as part of the asbestos removal programme
and only trailer composite coaches retained compartments.

British Rail’s original replacement for the Brighton Line
EMUs entered service from 1965, replacing the PUL and PAN
units. Designated 4 CIG/BIG, later TOPS 421/422, denoting
Corridor |G [/ Buffet |G (IG being the railway telegraphic
code for Brighton, although some sources claim it denoted

Intermediate Guard owing to the location of the brake
compartment), these were, for the first time, constructed off the
Southern Region at BREL York Works. Based on a standard BR
Mk. 1 coach, the lessons with the poor riding of CEP/BEP stock
had been learned and they were outshopped with the trailer
coaches on a new Mk. 5 bogie, the motor coaches continuing to
use the Mk. 4 design, which did not seem to be affected.

British Rail's design panel was starting to gain ground
within the organisation by this time and the front ends of
the new units were redesigned by Kenneth Sadler of Wilkes
& Ashmore to a smoother and more rounded profile, with
hoses and multiple working jumpers mounted in recesses,
either side of the gangway connection. While this was a good
idea stylistically, the recesses were difficult to keep clean,
something that became apparent once yellow ends were
applied. Redesign on the Southern was not, however, so radical
as that seen on AC EMUs of the period, or the BR-built Trans-
Pennine and Inter-City DMUs of Classes 123/124.

Electro-pneumatic brakes and buckeye couplers, along with

compatible control systems, enabled interoperability with

post-1951 Southern Region EMUs. Passenger accommodation

consisted of compartments (first class) and open saloons
(second class — with the exception of one compartment),

but the fitting out was considerably less attractive in first
class than that found on the CEP/BEP stock, consisting as

it did of plastic laminates throughout. Trojan moquette was
used again, set off against rather migraine-inducing orange
curtains, which tended to stain against the windows. ClGs
from 7337 and BlGs from 7049 constituted a later order
delivered 1970-72 for the Portsmouth Direct and Reading
routes. In these units, the upholstery moquette was changed
to one designed by Marianne Straub, which was a rather dull
blue and green called Bournemouth Blue, and introduced on
the VEP stock described below.

The final EMU type to be reviewed, the 4 VEP, later TOPS
Class 423, denoting Vestibule Electro-Pneumatic, was
introduced into service from 1967 for the Bournemouth
electrification. These units were for the slower stopping
services on the route and built for the electrified lines, as
opposed to the 4 REP/TC combinations on the faster services
through to Weymouth, which were Class 33/1-hauled beyond
Bournemouth. The design was based heavily on the CIG/BIG
units and construction was also undertaken at BREL York,
with some additionally at BREL Derby. Trailer coaches used
the Mk. 5 bogie with motor coaches on a new Mk. 6 design,
which was also used on the later CIGs and BlGs. Passenger
accommodation consisted of high-density 3+2 seating in the
second class saloons, rather than the 2+2 of the CIG/BIGs,

with additional external doors to each bay and each first class

compartment. Subsequent batches of units were ordered for
other lines, and deliveries continued right through to 1974,
eventually numbering 194 units and making them ubiquitous
on all Southern Region Divisions, leading to the abolition of a

considerable number of older Southern Railway EMU Classes.

(4.8m) long layout would be possible. Building my usual
4ft x 2ft (1.2m x 0.6m) baseboards would result in some
tight radius curves, so the decision to go with a 2ft 6in
(0.75m) width was made. Having four baseboards that
could be bolted together with transit end boards would
produce two cubes for transportation. I also decided
that the layout would be a representation of the British
Railways Western Region, my favourite region, set in the
early-1970s, an era of my childhood trainspotting days.

Early planning

At this point, I started throwing ideas together on the PC
using AnyRail software. The beauty of using planning
software is that you can quickly design your layout and
it's easy to edit or even start afresh if needed. The layout
would comprise a roundy-roundy double track main line

CC 1 wanted the ability to run prototypical long train formations,

with passing loops, a goods yard area with exchange sidings
and a Traction Maintenance Depot (TMD) with refuelling
point; these additional areas would allow a degree of
shunting activity to be performed. The back 300mm would
incorporate a 10-lane fiddle yard, with the front 450mm
dedicated to scenic viewing.

Another advantage of using the software is it allows you
to superimpose baseboard ends and any cross members,
so you can place points and point motors away from these
areas. After several hours on the PC, plans for a layout
started to formulate; all I needed now was a name! I wanted
the layout to be somewhere between Swindon and Bristol,
so using the same method I used to name my “Witham’

layout (putting a pin in a map), the pin landed on Corsham.

I worked out all the sizes of the various baseboard
components and, with a completed “chop list”, approached
my local timber merchant to supply a sheet of quality 9mm
beech plywood and cut it with their CNC saw to ensure
accurate and square cuts. The baseboard construction
then started in earnest with sash clamps used to hold
the complete glued and pinned structure, together with
constant checking to ensure everything was square.
Accuracy and squareness are the secret to successful
baseboard construction and the use of cabinet makers’
dowels would ensure consistent baseboard joining with
the assistance of over-centre locking catches. With the
baseboard structures complete, a 6mm plywood top was
attached for where the fiddle yard area would be and for the
trackbed on the scenic area, with everywhere else left as an
open baseboard format.

Track was laid on top of 1.5mm cork, with
droppers added to every rail to ensure electrical
continuity for DCC operation. I'd trial-fit points and
mark to the side of the tiebar, remove the point and
then drill a 3 mm hole, before permanently fitting
the point. These holes would allow the operating
piano wire from the servo below to engage with the
tiebar. All frogs were connected to frog juicers to
look after frog polarity switching.

For crossing baseboard joins, the baseboards were
connected using the catches. Id trial fit the piece of
flexitrack over the joint and then, using some side

cutters, snip three sleepers either side of the joint. With

the track piece removed to the workbench, those six
marked sleepers would be removed and copper-clad
replacements soldered in their place. The track would
then be refitted with the copper-clad sleepers glued
and pinned to the trackbed. Once every single piece
of track that crossed that particular join was installed,
I then cut through every rail with a razor saw. This

ensured that everything at that joint was cut under the
same temperature/humidity conditions, ensuring 100%
track alignment every time those baseboards are joined

together, which in N gauge is critical.

Operations

With the track laid, the droppers were connected to

the DCC track busbar and servos installed below each
point, with the operating 0.6mm piano wire passed up
through the baseboard hole and through the hole in the
tiebar end. For servo control, I opted for the Megapoints
system, which would be controlled by a separate DCC

system. With both Digitrax DCC systems connected,
test running of trains began to ensure everything was
good before the scenic work started.

waterfall that would then run into a river, which would
pass under the road bridge and railway viaduct before
running into the edge of a lake. The river bed and lake
were sealed with primer and then painted with acrylic
paint using dark shades to simulate deeper water,
progressing to lighter shades towards the shallows.
Small rocks were glued in the shallows with PVA. Once
everything was fully dried, the edge of the baseboard
was dammed up and the first pour of Woodland Scenics
Realistic Water was poured to a depth of 2mm. I had
mixed in some acrylic paint, so instead of being totally
clear, there was a degree of murkiness to the “water”.
After a few days and once cured, a second similar pour
was completed. Once this second coat was cured, a boat
was glued in place and Woodland Scenics Water Effects
was stippled on the surface with a paintbrush to provide
some waves and also the wake from the boat. Once
this was fully dried, some white paint was dry-brushed
across the surface to highlight any crests.

I used the same procedure to produce the river at
the top of the waterfall. For the actual “falling water”,
I poured out lengths of Water Effect onto tin foil to
correspond to the required drop and then stippled
this with a brush. Once fully dried, I dry-brushed to
highlight the “moving” water and peeled away from the
foil. The strips are very flexible and can be positioned
in place and then affixed using Water Effects as an
adhesive and, adding more movement, to be dry-
brushed once dried.
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‘Corsham’ has a photo-realistic background to which
a multi-layer of low-relief cutouts has been added in
the main town. The buildings are a mix of Metcalfe
and Petite Properties Kkits, along with some modified
Skaledale and Farish ready-to-plant buildings. These
are lightly weathered to help tone them down. I am
pleased with the curved viaduct, road bridges and
cattle dock, all of which I had to scratch-build using
card and textured papers. To add some lighting effects
to the layout, there are working street and platform
lights, a Belisha beacon crossing and the goods
shed, TMD building and inspection pits, along with
associated yard lamps; all are lit.

To the street network, I added the relevant surface
road markings and traffic signs before gluing the vehicles
in place. Some vehicles are removable, so they can be
strategically placed to mask across baseboard joins.

One feature of ‘Corsham’ is the large military road
convoy with police escort working its way up the High
Street. The tanks are all 3D-printed kits, which I had
initially intended to fit on warwell wagons to form a
military train. However, research showed that these tanks
could never be carried on the British rail network due
to gauging issues. So, as not to waste the investment of
building and painting these kits, I decided to modify and
repaint some Oxford Diecast low loaders to act as Tank
Transporters and form a military road convoy instead!

Reflections

In my youth, N gauge stock was predominantly
Grafar, Lima and Minitrix, with a fairly limited range
and by today’s standards fairly crude modelling. So,
having re-entered the world of N gauge, it’s refreshing
to see such a range and quality of models with new
companies like Revolution and Rapido producing
some excellent models. There are certainly plenty of
items I can use to replicate the early-1970s on BR(W).
All the locomotives are DCC with about a quarter
sound-fitted. This proportion will increase as time
and funds permit. I just need to spend several hours
with my airbrush and turntable to carry on and get
everything suitably weathered.

That being said, I've learnt many
new modelling skills and look forward to presenting the
results of my efforts to the viewing public. I sincerely
hope the residents of the real Corsham will be happy
with my fictitious take of their town!

The first Modified Hall appeared in 1944 and the type was chosen to
represent Great Western motive power in the 1948 Exchange Trials, with
6990 Witherslack Hall being the selected machine. It is seen here on
those duties, location not identified, but has to be between Marylebone
and Manchester on the ex-Great Central network, as that was the only
route on which it was allowed to work.

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ith what appeared to be an insatiable demand for
5MT classified 4-6-0s from three of the ‘Big Four’
Railways, we might have been able to enjoy 7930
Another Hall from the Great Western stable if
nationalisation had not intervened, not that that event immediately
stopped the production of the type. Indeed, more Modified Halls
were built after January 1948 than before. However, as it was, we
had to make do with just 330 of the type in original and modified
varieties, making them by far the largest fully-named class in the
country. However, both the LNER and LMS primary 4-6-0s, the B1
and the Stanier 5MTs, outnumbered them, the Stanier total being
well over double that found on the Western, although the Granges
and Manors could be added to the GW tally.

LLS OF FAME

PROTOTYPE

The lineage of the Halls went back to the early-1900s, and
construction ran for the best part of a quarter of a century and
commenced at a time when the GWR appeared to be the only railway
having a need for such a machine. The starting point came in 1902 with
Churchward influence, when No. 100 emerged from Swindon Works
and was later numbered 2900. This machine had 6ft 812in driving
wheels matched with a 200psi boiler, along with its two cylinders of
18in diameter and 30in stroke. The following year, another version
appeared as 98 (later 2998). The latter was of similar dimensions to 100,
but the valve gear and cylinders were of a different design, and on the
latter were cast with their half saddles, which were then bolted together.
It was this second machine that was the basis for the famous Saint Class.
Although known as Saints, both ‘Ladies’ and ‘Courts’ were used to
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PROTOTYPE

The origins of the Halls could be directly traced to the Saint 4-6-0s, where the story
started as early as 1902, with two prototypes numbered 98 and 100, which later
became 2998 and 2900 respectively. One of the first of the production series was

provide names for what became a class totalling 99. There were many
variations, including some being built as 4-4-2s rather than 4-6-0s,
while different boiler types and even chimney designs were a feature of
a class having many variations. While clearly the Saints were intended
for express passenger work with their large diameter driving wheels,
at some point, Collett, then Chief Mechanical Engineer of the GWR,
had a light bulb moment in identifying that a mixed traffic variant of
the class might prove useful, and 1907-built 2925 Saint Martin was
selected to have its driving wheels replaced by ones of 6ft diameter.
The thinking was influenced by the performance of the 43XX 2-6-0s,
but the traffic department thought that a 4-6-0 version might reduce
nosing and thus provide a better ride. They also wanted that paired
with a No. 1 boiler rated at 2251b/sq in. Once converted, 2925 retained
its number and mingled amongst the genuine Saints until 1928,

when an order was placed for 80 ‘similar’ 4-6-0s, the most noticeable

difference being that the new engines had outside steam pipes, and for
most of its life, the rebuild did not. It remained with its 3500-gallon
tender, and the same design was assigned to the new engines. 2925
was renumbered 4900, and the Halls were born as a class name with
the appearance of 4901 Adderley Hall. Here we can note a foible of the
GWR concerning naming. For many years, names allocated ran in
alphabetical order within a Lot or order, so spotting where a new batch
started was quite easy, but the system was not universally applied in
later years. A good quiz question is ‘Other than 4900, which Hall had
a name out of alphabetical sequence?’ with the answer being 7900 St
Peters Hall.

At this point, it is perhaps worth mentioning the reversal of
the rebuild of 2925, used to create 2999 Lady of Legend, the latest
addition to stock at the Great Western Trust, Didcot, with many of
the parts coming directly from 4942 Maindy Hall.

2925 Saint Martin was selected in 1924 to be the machine to be used for an experimental fitting of 6’ diameter driving wheels instead of the 6’ 8 ¥2” diameter ones
fitted to the Saints. Some other minor changes were also made, but when production of the Halls began, there were few major changes. However, until 1948 2925,
which became 4900 in 1928, was readily identifiable from the rest of the class as it had inside steam pipes. New cylinders were fitted in 1948 and the outside steam
pipes duly appeared. The locomotive became a target to haul railtours and is seen on such duty at Cheltenham Lansdown on April 5th, 1957.

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The new Halls had the afore-said 6ft diameter driving wheels with
bogie wheels of 3ft 2in diameter, a 225lb/sq in Belpaire fire-boxed
taper boiler and 18%in diameter by 30in stroke cylinders, with a
total weight of 75 tons compared to 2925 at 72 tons. The boiler
was pitched 4%in higher than on a Saint. The first five Halls left
Swindon in December 1928, with 4980 being just over a year behind
in February 1930. As mentioned, the 3500-gallon tender was the
order of the day and 4901-42 utilised the Churchward pattern while
4943-57 had the Collett version, but from 4954 upwards, what was to
become the standard, the 4000 gallon Collett type, was paired with
the class. In due course 4901-57 gained the 4000-gallon type, but
the waters were much later muddied by the use of the Hawksworth
welded design, while four engines were paired for short periods with
the one eight wheel tender, but note that for reasons now lost in the
mists of time, 5900 from the next order was also briefly paired with a
3500-gallon tender when new.

Such was the success of the new design that further orders soon
followed. 40 engines in two Lots, 268 and 275, were built in 1931,
taking the class up to 5920. 5921-40 (Lot 281) followed in 1933, with
just 10 in Lot 290 (5941-50) two years later. In the same year, 5951-65
commenced delivery under Lot 297, which was completed in 1936.
Five more batches of 10 took the class up to 6915 from 1937 to 1941,
while Lot 340 brought up the rear for the strange total of 43 locos,
which were completed over three years up to 1943.

In early British Railways’ days, almost all of the class received BR-lined
black, and that is seen on 5947 Saint Benet’s Hall at Wolverhampton in
March 1958. Note that the loco has, on this occasion, been paired with the
flat-sided Hawksworth tender.

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The Halls were never a complete class as 4911 Bowden Hall
sustained terminal damage in a bombing raid on Keyham, Plymouth,
the results of which are seen in this view dated August 29th, 1941.

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PROTOTYPE

With no ‘bush telegraph’ in those days, the first that most enthusiasts knew about
engine moves was when the official lists appeared in the very few magazines of
the day. Thus, it was a surprise to many when the first Hall withdrawal, other than
the war casualty 4911 and 4900, was notified, this being of 4940 Ludford Hall in
December 1959. It looks fit here when seen at Newton Abbot. Colour-Rail.com

A total of 239 engines saw relatively few changes until the start of
World War 2, with just the top lamp bracket being relocated to be
mounted on the smokebox door rather than on the smokebox rim
from 5922, and 4901- 5921 were later modified. As mentioned for
the Saints, a slightly shorter chimney, at first actually seen on the
Granges, started to appear in some numbers but moved around the
class as boilers were swapped. In the wartime years, 6906-70 were
built without cab side windows and many earlier engines had those
plated over. Fitting/reinstatement of windows started in 1945, with
most done by 1948. 6916-70 ran unnamed with just "Hall Class’
stencilled on the splashers, names being applied between 1946 and
1948. Following the war, 11 of the class were temporarily converted
to oil burning, the first being 5955 in June 1946. Four months later,
it was renumbered 3950. The other 10 conversions took place in
April and May 1947, with each engine being renumbered when the
conversion was done. 3900-4 were carried by former 49XX engines
and 3951-5 by the others. The experiment did not last long, with the
first reversion to coal being of 3902/53 in September 1948, and all
were completed by March 1950, regaining their original identities.
The class was never complete, as 4911 suffered a direct hitin a
bombing raid at Keyham on April 29", 1941, and was condemned
in June of that year. 4900 had been listed for withdrawal in 1948, but
instead was fitted with new cylinders and gained outside steam pipes
to match the rest of the class.

The original Halls went through the range of Great Western
liveries, starting with ‘Great Western' combined with the garter crest.
The garter was replaced early in the life of the class by the shields
of London and Bristol, both on dark green. From the ornate to the
plain, 1934 saw the arrival of the small ‘shirt button’ roundel, which
lasted into the war years, until in 1942, even the Great Western had
to resort to unlined black with G, the crest and W lettering. This
morphed into unlined green in 1945, which lasted until the BR era.

1944 saw the emergence of the revised design forever to be
called a Modified Hall, although officially it was the 6959 Class.
The major difference on these engines was the use of ‘one piece’
frames, as the original Halls had a front extension frame.

The new frames protruded through to the front running plate.
The 6959s were easily identified from the front as they had plate
frame bogies, which included a deep and prominent front plate.

The ranks of the Halls were extensively depleted between 1962 and 1964, with
the original design being more of a target than the modified version. However, the
earliest-built one to survive into 1965 was 4920 Dumbleton Hall, then a resident

of Bristol Barrow Road, where it seems to have become their celebrity engine as it
attracted some activity with the paintbrush, with white paint added to the front end
along with a red-backed numberplate, and it is seen here at Basingstoke so adorned.

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The curtain came down on the BR era for the Halls on January 3rd, 1966, when a
specially-cleaned 6998 Burton Agnes Hall worked the Oxford Banbury leg of the
Bournemouth-York service, and is seen getting the train underway at Oxford.

The outside steam pipe covers were also longer than on the
original engines, and with some engines being bestowed
slimmer chimneys, the front end of a Modified Hall
seemed to look more imposing than that of its forebears.
Three-row superheaters were fitted, but subsequent boiler
swaps saw the old two-row version come to the 6959s, and
the engine weighed in at 16cwt more than a 49XX. Just
12 engines were authorised under Lot 350 and were built
in 1944 as 6959-70. Construction resumed in 1947, with
Lot 366 for 6971-90, of which just 10 were completed by
the GW with 6981-90 being of British Railways heritage.
Unusually, these did not quite appear in numerical order,
making 6982 Melmerby Hall the first completed BR-
built Hall in January 1948. More were to follow as orders
were accepted for Lot 368 for 6991-9 and 7900-19, while
bringing up the rear was Lot 376 for 7920-9, with 7929
Wyke Hall being completed in November 1950, some 22
years after the first new build of the type.

The 6959s built up to 1947 followed the same path as
the earlier machines concerning liveries, namings and cab
windows, except that the new engines carried lined GW
green from 6974. Welded tenders appeared from 6974. Taking
up the livery story for the whole class from 1948, the then
Western Region applied ‘British Railways’ to some tenders
post-1948 that was in the Great Western serif lettering, and
4946 was the first to be dealt with on January 16th, 1948. 6910
was the first Hall to receive the new BR-lined black, which
was to become the officially adopted livery, although initial
repaints ran without the crest, and it was 1949 before that
was generally applied. The first new locomotive to get a
smokebox numberplate was 6981. 1956 brought the change
to lined green for the class, and a few engines ran with this
and the lion and wheel crest, but most repaints received the
second crest applied from 1957. 6990 had two claims to fame.
It represented the Great Western types in the exchange trials
of 1948, although only allowed to work from Marylebone
to Manchester, and it also never carried black, being new
in green and surviving thus painted for seven years into the
second green era.
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While many Halls were broken up by British Railways, a goodly number were dealt
with by scrap merchants. A number were sent to Dai Woodham at Barry, where
some exited relatively quickly. One that lingered was 6984 Owsden Hall. Seen here
on October 5th, 1983, it has subsequently spent many years under restoration but
has yet to appear in service. Colour-Rail.com

The Halls were always ‘red route’ engines and as such were
restricted to the main lines, but other than that they could turn up
anywhere in Great Western territory and often beyond, for instance
working to Leicester on the Great Central and in later years through
to Bournemouth on the Southern. As long as they remained front
line motive power, they were allocated in large numbers to Old
Oak Common, and many Modified Halls were still there as steam
declined generally. The class was perhaps least represented in South
Wales, but 1950s and “60s spotters living in England would always
point to the gaps in the Hall numbers underlined, which usually
indicated machines allocated to Neyland, or in particular Goodwick.
When one from that shed went to Swindon for repair, the word soon
got around, even in those days. Weymouth shed was part of the GW
empire and had nothing larger than Halls on its books, so had no
choice but to roster them to its duties on London-bound expresses,
but this was generally not a problem as Halls were capable of a good
turn of speed and very occasional instances of 100mph running have
been claimed.

It was on summer Saturdays that Halls came into their own,
especially on West Country extras, and illustrated the joy of
trainspotting in those days. Because the Halls could tackle almost
anything, they were frequently ‘borrowed’ by shedmasters to work
away from, rather than towards, their home shed, and so there were
almost always sightings of ‘rare machines’ at say Newton Abbot
where a Worcester Hall would always cause a stir. As ever some were

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The later Modified Halls were all nominally built by British Railways and so never
carried GW liveries. One such was 7903 Foremark Hall, which, after carrying lined
black, would gain lined green with the lion and wheel emblem. It powers through
Winchcombe on the Gloucestershire Warwickshire Railway on March 28th, 2006.

immaculate and others covered in grime. It tended to be the smaller
sheds with just a handful allocated that took a pride in their care,
such as Taunton, which typically only had three or four on its books.
Other than 4911, the class remained intact until 1959 and while the
demise of 4900 might have been ‘noted, when 4940 was condemned
in the same year, there were a few raised eyebrows, and when this
was followed by the demise of 5915 in January 1960, things were not
looking good. However, the situation did not deteriorate rapidly until
the summer of 1962. By this time, most Warships were in service,
but possibly the final nail in the coffin was the arrival of many of the
Hymeks, a type intended to directly replace the Halls. January 1963
saw the condemnation of the first Modified Hall, 6962 Soughton
Hall, a permanent resident of Old Oak Common, but generally the
6959s hung on much better than the original Halls.

As the numbers diminished, so the condition of the remainder
deteriorated, with most relieved of their name and numberplates,
with often a crudely added cabside number painted on the rusty
patch where the cabside plate had been. The pride of the Great
Western did not look so good then, and the region had declared that
it would be steam-free by the end of 1965. Had it not been for the
failure to close the Somerset & Dorset Railway on the planned date
of January 3", 1966, that target would have been met, but for the
Halls, it was the end. There were some unexpected survivors until
late-1965 such as 4920 Dumbleton Hall in its 37" year working from
Bristol Barrow Road, complete with white-painted smokebox door
hinges, but appropriately, the very last true Western Region steam-
hauled service was diagrammed for a Hall, when a specially cleaned
6998 Burton Agnes Hall worked from Oxford to Banbury on January
314, 1966.

While most Halls were broken up by British Railways, the later
withdrawals were dealt with by scrap merchants, and with Dai
Woodham having collected together a number of the class, they
were destined to rise again in the preservation era. Whilst 6998
was bought for the Great Western Society straight from British
Railways, the remainder all enjoyed an away day, or in some
cases several years, at Barry. Thus, on occasions, we can hope to
enjoy 4920/30/6/42/53/65/79, 5900/52/67/72 and Modified Halls
6960/84/89/90 and 7903. However, 4920, 5972 and 6989 have been
consumed by Hogwarts, while 4979, 5952/67 and 6984 have yet to
return to steam. 4965 is not all that it seems to be, or rather wasn’t, as
it was rescued as 4983, but much swapping of parts appeared to have
taken place, and going on the frame identity, it was said to be more
correctly 4965, while 4942 now hides its identity as Saint 2999.

Its working life
stretches from the age of top hats to
modern preservation, and its colourful,
often flamboyant liveries helped cement
its legendary status.

From announcement to having two
review samples on the desk took about
six months - long enough to build
anticipation, but short enough to keep
the interest sharp. Packaging is consistent
with the rest of Hornby’s TT:120 range,
and a small bag of accessories appears with
the later version. That said, everything
was already factory-fitted, so they are
essentially spares for the future.

Thanks to the aligned scale and gauge,
the proportions look right, the pose is
confident, and the detail level impressive.
There are multiple tooling differences
between the two samples, both above and
below the running plate, which pushes this

model firmly into “serious modeller” territory.
Anyone wondering whether TT:120 has depth
beyond train-set basics now has a clear answer.

The cab interior - tiny though it is - gives a nod
to a working back-head and leaves space for a
crew. Metal buffers appear fine while being robust,
and both liveries are applied with precision,
enhancing the overall impression of detail.

A couple of compromises exist: the absence
of a gap beneath the boiler and a fixed coal
load. But these are minor quibbles. In the
hand, the diecast body has a pleasing weight;
detailing is crisp; rivets are sharp. Underneath,
standard couplings, brake gear, sanding pipes,
and wiper pick-ups on all wheels complete the
picture.

4-wheel coaches and small
wagons create ideal trains.

Hornby has fitted a coreless motor,
and performance from the box was
good under household conditions using
the track and controller from a TT:120
train set. One sample was slightly
lumpy until the body was removed -
likely stiffened lubricant - but improved
steadily with running-in and a tiny
drop of oil on the gears.

With several coaches in tow, it
handled Hornby points and TT:120
curves with just the occasional nudge.
Shunting is certainly possible, though
dedicated operators may want to
explore alternative coupling systems,
and slow running would almost
certainly benefit from uni-frog points.

Crucially, the Terrier pairs beautifully
with Hornby’s newly released 4-wheel
coaches, finally giving TT:120 a cohesive,
ready-to-run branch-line train straight
out of the box.

o commemorate the defeat
of Nazi Germany, 80 years
ago, Hornby has released
established locos with the
numbers and livery they would have been
carrying at that memorable time. I've
received for review two Gresley Pacifics
and one of Stanier’s streamlined Princess
Coronations. Full reviews of the first
releases of these types will have been
conducted at the time, so this is more

of a general overview of this trio, the
biggest change being that the A10 (and the
most-recent Gresley Als and A3s from
Hornby) now has a cast metal footplate to
aid adhesion. All three are very accurate
models at source.

Starting with the A10, though Hornby
has produced models of many variations
of Flying Scotsman, this is the first time
it's been offered in this guise — as an A10
(earlier in 1945 it would have been an
A1, until Edward Thompson took that
designation for his prototype 6’ 8” Pacitic)
with a streamlined non-corridor tender in
wartime black with just the abbreviated ‘NE’
on the tender. It would remain an A10 until
BR days, finally becoming an A3, its drive
changed to the left-hand side and ultimately

be fitted with a double Kylchap chimney
and German deflectors (more or less as it is
today in preservation, though now with a
corridor tender). The valve gear still slightly
disappoints, with its too-long expansion
links. Oddly, unlike earlier manifestations,
which had the smokebox pipework on both
sides, there is none present on this model; a
detail omission.

The A4 represents the second Sir Ralph
Wedgwood, after the name was transferred
to the previously-named Herring Gull



The first Sir Ralph had been bombed to
destruction in York depot during an air raid
earlier in the War. As with all the previous
Hornby A4s, this is the best representation
of the class RTR in OO in my opinion.
Hornby has produced many iterations

of the classic streamliner down the

years (the tender-drive versions being
rather poor) until the firm finally got

it dead right at the beginning of the
century, thanks to the insistence on
accuracy by Simon Kohler. Correctly, this
current model has a single chimney and
streamlined non-corridor tender.

Still with full streamlining,
but not for much longer.

The Princess Coronation represents a
streamliner in its final complete condition
before parts of the casings on tenders began
to be removed for ease of access/maintenance.

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aving already reviewed the
Hornby model of a J52 in
BRM last year, it's now my
pleasure to cast my eye (and
camera) over Rapidos equivalent. I'll not
be making any comparisons, other than to
state that both are exceptional models. The
Hornby example represented a loco in LNER
condition, while this Rapido one represents
a ]52/2 in a very specific condition - that

is 68846, uniquely in BR lined black, for
exhibition at Noel Park, Wood Green in
September 1958 (interestingly, along with
Mallard, 40 years her junior!).

The prototype Class started life as a Stirling
design for the GNR in 1894. Ivatt improved
the type, fitting a larger (domed) boiler and
detail differences. It was not until 1961 that
the last of the J52s were withdrawn, meaning
a very successful, long-lived shunting tank.
Thus, we have a prototype that ticks all
the relevant boxes for producing a model
representation — pre-Grouping, Grouping and
BR, plus the added advantage of one being
preserved — the model I'm reviewing.
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In preservation, the prototype has been
restored back to GNR condition, and the
model in BR lined black guise represents the
loco for a very short timescale — the autumn
of 1958 until the spring of 1959. To celebrate
the granting of a Royal Charter to the
borough of Wood Green in north London,
an exhibition was staged by BR in the goods
yard at adjacent Noel Park. To include GNR
locos in the exhibition, an old C12 was found
at Grantham, cleaned up and repainted in BR
lined black, along with J52, 68846. The big
difference in historical livery was that many
C12s had received BR lined black, but 68846
was uniquely painted in lined black (by Frank
Rayner of Top Shed), just for the celebrations.
No other ]J52 was so adorned, and she stayed
that way until being bought by Captain Bill
Smith in the spring of 1959. She was then
restored to GNR guise. Thus, she became the
first privately-owned loco bought off BR!

The model represents that short
time period prior to preservation, and
represents it brilliantly. Checking out all the
information at my disposal, other than being

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‘narrow gauge (OO rather than P4), this
model is as fine a representation ready-to-
run of any steam-outline loco I've ever seen.

All the main dimensions are spot-on, and
there is a finery of separate detail applied,
which only the best kit-builders could equal
(it's more than anything I've ever achieved!).
Correctly, parallel-shanked buffers are fitted
and single-tread forward steps. Other J52s
have plate-backed front steps, as well as
tapered shank buffers, plus Ramsbottom safety
valves in earlier periods. So, if considering
altering the model’s identity (though why
would you?), take great care. Also note that,
correctly, the brake rigging is inside the
wheels — some J52s had theirs outside. The
wheels, coupling rods and brakes are accurate
representations of the full-sized loco, and in
running there is no wobbling, waddling, or
jerking. Indeed, ‘silky-smooth’ might be the
best description, through Peco and hand-built
pointwork, all aided by a powerful motor.
Plenty of weight ensures excellent haulage
capacity and there’s provision for a ‘plug &
play’ Next18 DCC decoder inside the body.

[ didn't bother taking the body off - recently
struggling separating bodies from chassis on
RTR locos has meant I'm wary, though the
instructions suggest it should be easy here.

It's the livery application that has
impressed me most. To say it is perfect is an
understatement. Its as good (and in many, many
cases better) than most professionally-painted
equivalents I've seen, and way, way superior
to anything I've ever managed with transfer
lining. I can find only one fault - the lion on
the BR emblem on the offside faces rearwards,
rather than forwards. This is ‘correct’ according
to the College of Heralds, but ‘incorrect’ here.
Why? Because BR, in its ignorance, produced a
forward-facing lion on its crest, both sides, and
this loco should have this transgression.

There’s the usual little bag of extras to
fit, should the owner desire. This includes
proper couplings and loco tools.

In conclusion, superlative overall. I
suggest one buys one quickly, because
they're sure to sell out.

Rallways 2-Plank Wagon

The wagons have presence on the layout.

t’s not every day a brand-new
manufacturer rolls up and drops
something genuinely interesting

on the modelling world. But

that’s exactly what Wales-based Bryngaer
(pronounced “Brin Guy R”) has just done
with its debut ready-to-run Cambrian
Railways 2-plank wagon, offered in both the
wonderfully elegant CAM RYS livery and
the later, obligatory Great Western grey.

The business has grown out of its
founder’s love of Welsh ready-to-run rolling
stock from the independent era (1840-
1922), and the recognition that not everyone
has the time, space, or confidence for
kit-building. Its choice of wagon certainly
makes sense. Straightforward design? Yes.
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A reasonable service life? Absolutely. And a
wagon that roamed across Britain carrying
slate and assorted loads in both Cambrian
and GW days? Ideal.

Once released from its packaging, the
care and attention to detail is immediately
apparent. This doesn't feel like a tentative
first outing and the wagons sit confidently
beside recent offerings from established
names. The decoration is neatly applied,
with correctly shaped builder’s plates on the
early livery that are legible despite their size.
[ especially liked the highlighted “Cambrian
Railways” lettering on the grease boxes.

The single-sided brake gear is very fine,
with the shoes positioned close to and aligned
with the metal-spoked wheels. At 24¢, the

wagon feels heavier than it looks, thanks to a
hidden steel weight, and even without brass
bearings, it rolled freely through a series of
Peco pointwork with no wobble or derailment.

The moulding is carefully executed,
covering both fixed-side and drop-side
variations. The exterior planks have proper
chamfered edges, the interior is fully detailed,
and the sides appear close to scale thickness.
The NEM coupling pocket is neatly integrated
underneath, and the separate drawbar makes
it straightforward for the brave to add link
couplings for operation or display.

Like someone who manages to command
attention without raising their voice, these
wagons - particularly the pre-grouping
versions - have genuine presence on a layout.
