This month’s RailMaster Revealed
is the first of two parts looking
at programming.

Perhaps the most powerful

aspect of the Hornby RailMaster
program, is the ability to program

a series of instructions to control
locomotives, points, signals,

turntables and many other things

on your layout. You can automate  \!

part of your layout or the whole

thing. It is up to you. ;

You could, for example, have RailMaster run an end-to-end branch line
train and it can be as sophisticated as running in to a station, have the
loco swap over with another waiting in a siding, uncoupling and bringing
the train out, running to the other branch line station, swapping the locos
there too and repeat the process. This, in itself, would be quite a tricky
operation for manual control, but just think of the possibility of RailMaster
running this line automatically, while you run a main line operation.

Programming is also useful for creating small routines, such as bringing
a loco out onto a turntable, turning the table ready for the loco to pick
up coaches or wagons and then heading off. This can be achieved using
a single button-press. Programs can also be linked to buttons, which
can be placed anywhere on your track plan.VVe shall look at these in
more detail in a future article. This month we are going to concentrate
on looking at the programming system built into RailMaster in general
and the kind of things that can be achieved. In the next article we shall
go into more detail.

The image above shows an example of a program created in RailMaster.
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Unlike a proper programming language, RailMaster’s programs are a
series of timed operations. The first column shows the time at which
an instruction should be carried out and this can be entered in
hundredths of a second, if desired. This allows a great deal of accuracy.
The next column specifies what item will be operated, e.g. a loco, point
signal or another accessory. |t shows a small image to make is clear
what is being operated. When you select the item to operate from the
list of available items (RailMaster knows which locos, points and signals
you have on your track plan) the description of it will be entered
automatically into the third column under “Resource Name”.

In the fourth column, you can tell RailMaster what instruction to
execute. There are many to choose from, ranging from setting the
speed, direction or sound function of a loco, to the setting of points
and signals and playing of sounds. The final column allows you to enter
some descriptive notes, to perhaps remind you of what is supposed to
be happening at a particular time. This can be very useful when you
come to alter the program later.

Trial-and-Error

There is no doubt that to get your program running just right with
particular locos on your layout requires some trial-and-error. You

If you want to record a series of
operations all you have to do is to press
the record button.You will see a small red
flashing light on the button, reminding you
that your manual operations are being
recorded.

From the moment you press the first
control button, e.g. switching a point,
throttling up a loco or clicking on a signal,
everything you do will be recorded in real
time. When the program is then built you
can play the whole thing back and it will
do exactly what you did (as long as you
place everything back to their starting
positions prior to recording).

A useful tip, when recording loco motion,
is to press the shunt, cruise and stop
buttons on the throttle, rather than sliding
the throttle button. The latter will
produce many lines of code in your final
program, which can make things messy
and cumbersome.

Because DCC-controlled locos will
accelerate or decelerate smoothly to a
new speed, it makes sense to use the
three transport buttons

programs together so that many things are happening at the same time
on your layout, or call up other programs from within a master program
in order to run several programs in succession. RailMaster is really
quite powerful and certainly allows you to create more movement on
your layout than you would be able to achieve with just manual control.
The program editor allows you to run a block of lines to test them
out, move lines around, insert new lines and swap locos in your program
without having to change each entry.

Recording

There are two ways to begin a program in RailMaster, one is to start
with a blank sheet and add each line in turn until everything works
exactly the way you want it to. The other is to record a series of
operations on your layout, in real time, and then let RailMaster build a
program from those recorded operations. You can then fine-tune the
resulting program, adding things like signal changes,

which you may not have had time to operate manually,

and generally tidying up the program to make it run

consistently well.

will repeatedly run a block of your program until a loco does exactly
what you what, exactly when you want it to, fitting in point and
sighals operation.

When you run the entire program, you will find yourself making
further adjustments to get things just right. If you are running locos in
a loop several times you will find that they do not always stop at the
same place each time. This is because there are several factors like
dirt on the rails or loco wheels, the consistency of the loco motor
(mainly due to age) and the constant power output of your DCC
controller, which can affect them. There are some techniques you can
use to calibrate the positions of locos, e.g. very slowly running a loco
up against buffers at various points, then reversing out slowly.

When Hornby’s Loco Detection is eventually launched (it has been
on the cards for some time) this system will allow for the perfect
operation of locos by embedding loco sensors in the track at various
points on your layout and stopping or slowing locos down precisely
and consistently. We shall be dedicating a future article to the new
Loco Detection system.
