The models feature all-new body
shells, a die-cast metal chassis, five-
pole motor with twin flywheels,
all-wheel drive and pick-up, die-
cast metal bogie towers, PluX22
Digital Command Control (DCC)
decoder interface, dual factory-
fitted speakers, together with
cab and engine bay illumination,
directional lighting, independently
controlled marker lights and high
