British Rail’s striking Class 13 master
and slave diesel shunter is the subject

of Bachmann’s latest ‘00’ gauge
locomotive announcement.

ACHMANN'S NEXT
‘O0’'gauge diesel
locomotive project is
the BR Class 13 diesel
shunter, which is due to arrive
before the end of 2025.
Specifically built for use in Tinsley
marshalling yard in Sheffield, the
three Class 13s were converted
from pairs of Class 08s permanently
coupled together in a master and
slave formation for use in hump
shunting.

N A SENSE, GRANTHAM STARTED
with the birth of my son Thomas,
for whom I built a trainset with his
namesake locomotive. This was
initially 4ft x 41t but evolved into
a more elaborate exhibition layout

in the mid-2000s. As Thomas grew up,

he developed a love of the London and

North Eastern Railway (LNER) and at

the final outing of the ‘Thomas’ layout

in 2007, told everyone who would listen

that our next layout would be based on

Grantham, 30ft long and with all of the

LNER’s famous ‘Pacifics’. “Good luck with

the Grantham project,” one exhibition goer

said to me, having heard all this, and I

don’t think he was being entirely sarcastic.

While exhibiting our first layout, I had
been doing some idle thinking of how we
could build a bigger and better exhibition
layout. With the LNER in mind, [ mentally
headed north out of King’s Cross and
quickly arrived at Grantham. We have a bit
of a family connection there.

My mum'’s side of the family were from
Lincolnshire and there was always an
annual family trip to Waintleet (from
the North West of England). Having
caught the Harwich boat train from
Manchester Piccadilly in the 1970s, we
routinely changed trains at Grantham
for the onward connection to Boston and
Skegness.

In the steam era, it must have been quite
something, with locomotive changes from
the adjacent depot, further connecting
trains and goods yards. Rather than going
for the popular BR steam era why not set it
pre-war for something a bit different?” We
really could have apple green locomotives
and teak coaches. The turntable was
still in operation and positioning the
locomotive depot at the front would work
as the natural curve at the north end of
the station takes the layout back into the
storage yard. But it would require a huge ))

Enter the other major component of the
story: Mark Allatt, die-hard fan of all
things LNER and Gresley and erstwhile
chairperson of the A1 Steam Locomotive
Trust, where we first became acquainted,
25 years ago. What I didn’t know about at
the time was his large collection of pre-
war LNER models. But after mentioning
the Grantham project to him, he said: “I
have all the stock”, and following a visit
to examine his collection, Grantham was
firmly on.

Construction commenced in 2006 and
after some initial assembly in a limited
loft space, a change of location in 2008
allowed the scenic boards to be left
erected in a through lounge—dining room-—
conservatory arrangement for as long as
required. Baseboard construction and
track laying accelerated.

Four years later, another move, into a
former Methodist chapel and school house
in North East England meant I could
set the whole layout up and work on it
without impediment. Membership of an
online forum drew likeminded people to
the project to create what we called “Team
Grantham’ and we exhibited the layout for
the first time in 2015.

LAYING THE LINE

Really good looking track can be
mesmerising, with a flow and sweep to
the main lines and the arrangement of

points and other tracks around it. For me,
that’s a key thing to replicate in a model
railway. Photographs of Grantham in the
1930s were studied carefully and the track
configurations duly noted.

I chose Peco code 100 throughout, in
large part for its robustness at exhibitions.
For the double track formations, this was
laid to the minimum prototype 11ft 2in
track centre dimension (approximately
45mm in model form) clearly apparent
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from photographs. Modifications have
been undertaken to the points in order

to achieve this. Although the tlow of

the main East Coast Main Line (ECML)
running lines is fairly simple (northbound
a long straight, followed by a 6ft right-hand
radius curve), it has been carefully marked
out, using a panel pin every 6in in the
centre of the trackbed, with the alignment
between pins checked and adjusted. The
track is then simply laid to the pins, with
points further modified by cutting away
selective parts of the webbing between
sleepers where necessary to maintain a
smooth alignment.

Eagle-eyed readers might also spot the
use of foam ballast underlay. As well as
helping to speed up the creation of the
permanent way, the use of the foam ballast
has the further twin benetfits of quiet,
smooth running (often commented upon
at exhibitions), as well as replicating the
neat ballast ‘shoulders’ so typical of the
steam era. All lengths of ballast have been
sprayed before use, which takes away
the unconvincing colour of the foam as
supplied and provides a protective layer
to ultra-violet light which can degrade the
material.

The foam ballast has only been used for
the principal running lines. Elsewhere,
more traditional ballasting techniques
have been used for other passenger/reliet
running lines and helps accentuate the
contrast with the well-maintained lines for
higher speed running — again, very evident
in steam age photographs.

In signalling terms, Grantham was an
eclectic collection of somersault and
upper quadrant types, some lattice post,
some wooden post, rotating head ground
signals - even a colour light signal. This
apparent patchwork approach echoed the
parsimonious nature of the times.

[ was determined to build and install the
signals as [ went along using MSE/Wizard
parts, working in tandem with track laying
and wiring. As each signal or group of
signals was constructed, the necessary
wiring and control logic was figured
out and that part of the control system ))
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alled. Control is strictly analogue. The |
signals are controlled and interlocked in
correct correspondence with the points, .
thereby signalling the trains’ movements
through and around the station area in the Up ‘Coron:
a realistic manner. This protects against streamlinec
conflicting movements and hopefully
enhances the viewing experience.

THE TRAINS

The rolling stock on the layout is the
thing I can take least credit for — 90% of
it belongs to other people. And whilst
Mark’s stock was — and continues to be —
an essential element of the package, the
greatest contribution has come from LNER
modeller Jonathan Wealleans, a man with
an inexhaustible supply of wagons from
the pre-war era. If a week goes by without
making a wagon, it’s been a poor week

for Jonathan. But his greater contribution
was willingly (it appeared) taking on
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the gargantuan coaching stock building
programme as his major contribution to
the project, at around 50 vehicles in total.

The rolling stock building programme
proceeded in close conjunction with the
developing operating schedule. Careful
study was made of the LNER coaching
stock working books of the era. We clearly
couldn’t run every train of the day, so
we chose a representative selection: the
streamliners and the ‘Flying Scotsman’
were naturally first on the list and Mark
already had these covered, all created for
him by Roy Mears. It was the ordinary
express passenger trains which were
the most interesting. No two were alike
and the trains had hardly any two
coaches of the same type in any of the
formations. They were a glorious mix of
core formations, multi-portioned, through
coaches, catering vehicles and luggage
vans.

We eventually settled on five teak sets —
“The Flying Scotsman’ (1938 formation),
‘lunior Scotsman’, Leeds quintuple set,
‘Scarborough Flyer’ and ‘Teak Set 5’.

All five are a kit-building tour de force
and ‘“Teak Set 5" has three different
configurations, requiring remarshalling
within the storage yard between each run
in the schedule.

OPERATION

['ve always been interested in the
operational side of railways — both in

full size and model form. With so much
operational interest in and around the
station, the challenge of portraying all this
activity was always uppermost in my mind
and a schedule was developed that takes
the viewer through a representative day at
Grantham between 1935 and 1939, with all
movements portrayed as prototypically as
we can, including use of signals to control
the moves.

As a result, although the layout might
appear to be a conventional circuit, the
storage yard is anything but and keeps two
operators fully occupied. There are four)
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different areas of the yard which considers
the need for continuous and end-to-end
running. Every train out of the storage *
yard has a new locomotive on it even if _ iz
travelling in the same direction and some B
trains are remarshalled, according to the
stock working instructions.

As Grantham approaches the natural
end of its exhibition life, I can’t sign oft
without acknowledging the significant
contribution of “Team Grantham’ to the
layout’s construction and its attendance at
exhibitions, where a team of eight or nine
people is required.

Accurascale’s
second batch of ‘O0’
gauge ‘Deltic’ releases
incorporated several tooling
upgrades, with new models including
D9018 Ballymoss in BR two-tone green with
small yellow panels, 55002 The King’s Own Yorkshire
Light Infantry in BR blue and D9000 Royal Scots Grey in
contemporary BR two-tone green with small yellow panels.

Bachmann launched its ‘00’ gauge Class 55 Co-
Co’Deltic’ in 2003. 55006 The Fife and Forfar
Yeomanry and 55014 The Duke of Wellington’s
Regiment pass at speed on Bradford Model
Railway Club’s ‘00’ exhibition layout Reevy Road
West. Reevy Road West featured in HM135.

ESPITE only running
in front-line service on
the East Coast Main
Line (ECML) for 20
years, the Class 55, built as the
English Electric Type 5 or, as they
are more commonly known,
‘Deltics, have always been popular
with railway enthusiasts.

The type’s introduction in 1961
had a transformational effect
on the ECML as these 100mph
diesels cut journey times and
prompted replacement of steam
locomotives working out of
London King’s Cross. Models have
been produced for many years in
the UK's three primary scales, with
a comprehensive selection of eras,
liveries and identities available.

THE HISTORY

The Class 55s were born from
English Electric Prototype Deltic
DP1, an experimental locomotive
constructed by the English Electric
Company in 1955, powered by two
lightweight opposed piston Napier
Deltic power plants offering a total
output of 3,300hp. At the time, it
was the most powerful single unit
diesel locomotive in the world.

DP1 was initially tested on the
London Midland Region but soon
moved to the Eastern Region in
1957 when growing dissatisfaction
with the English Electric Type 4s
(Class 40) led to a desire for more
capable motive power, able to
match the former London and
North Eastern Railway express
passenger steam locomotives of
the Peppercorn ‘Al" and Gresley ‘A3’
and ‘A4’ 4-6-2 designs. The success
of these trials led to an order for
22 production ‘Deltics’ in 1958,
with some minor alterations to the
design. All were built by English
Electric at the Vulcan Foundry
and entered service from 1961 to
1962. DP1 was used on the East
Coast Main Line until 1960, when
it suffered a serious fault and was
withdrawn. It was later preserved as
part of the National Collection.

By the end of 1962, all 22 were in
service and allocated to Finsbury »»
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Park in London, Gateshead in
Newcastle and Haymarket in
Edinburgh and ruled the roost
on the ECML. The introduction
of the Class 43 High Speed Train
on the ECML in 1978 triggered
the beginning of the end for the
‘Deltics’, as they had now been
deemed non-standard and were
comparatively few in number.
Withdrawals started in 1980,
with the last three locomotives
withdrawn in early 1982. A final
London to Edinburgh and return
tour - the ‘Deltic Scotsman Farewell
- was held on January 2 1982,
hauled by 55015 Tulyar on the
outbound trip and pioneer 55022
Royal Scots Grey on the return;
the tour was shadowed in both
directions by 55009 Alycidon in case
of locomaotive failure. So strong
was the passion for the Class that
in 1977 the Deltic Preservation
Society (DPS) was founded, and
would preserve 55009 Alycidon,
55015 Tulyar and 55019 Royal
Highland Fusilier. Three others
were preserved. 55002 The King's
Own Yorkshire Light Infantry went
into the National Collection and
55016 Gordon Highlander and
55022 Royal Scots Grey were initially
preserved by the D9000 Fund; both
are now owned by Locomotive
Services Limited, D9000 is main
line registered and has been
fitted with European Train Control
System (ETCS) onboard equipment
as part of the East Coast Digital
Programme.

‘Deltics’, modellers have been

well served with models. The first
‘Deltic’ was in 1960 by Hornby
Dublo, followed by the Lima
offering produced from 1977.
Acquired by Hornby, this has
recently been offered factory-fitted
with its HM7000 Bluetooth and
Digital Command Control (DCC)
Triplex Sound (TXS) decoder.

Accurascale’s first batch of ‘'O0’ gauge ‘Deltics’
appeared in 2022. Amongst the releases was 9016
Gordon Highlander in Porterbrook’s striking purple
colour scheme, seen here hauling a rake of charter
train stock on Hornby Magazine’s West Coast (now

East Coast) Cement exhibition layout.
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Bachmann added an all-new
highly detailed ‘OO’ gauge
‘Deltic’ in 2003 which came
with a five-pole motor, twin
flywheels, provision for a 28mm
round speaker, all-wheel drive
and pick-up with directional and
cab illumination. Initial models
were delivered with an 8-pin
DCC decoder socket, but models
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released from 2008 onwards
featured an upgraded 21-pin
socket. Bachmann’s tooling does
not cover modern locomotives
fitted with high-intensity
headlights, but the manufacturer’s
raft of models caters for service
from 1961 to final withdrawal in
1982.

Models from the 2003 tooling
appeared in BR two-tone green
with small yellow ends as D9004
Queen’s Own Highlander, D9008
The Green Howards, D9003 Meld
and D9021 Argyll and Sutherland
Highlander; these latter two are also
available factory weathered.

BR blue models include 55020
Nimbus, 55013 The Black Watch,
55012 Crepello, 55009 Alycidon,
55015 Tulyar, 55022 Royal Scots
Grey, 55008 The Green Howards and
55019 Royal Highland Fusilier, which
is factory weathered; a factory
weathered model of 55008 The
Green Howards was also produced.
A model of 55002 The King’s Own
Yorkshire Light Infantry in BR two-
tone green with full yellow ends
was also produced.

Some models produced with the
21-pin socket from 2008 emerged
with factory-fitted sound (SF suffix),
some were also available DCC
Ready.

with small yellow ends. D9001 St
Paddly also appeared in two-tone
green, but with full yellow ends
and a factory-weathered finish. An
additional model of D9002 in two-
tone green with no yellow ends
was produced as part of a twin
pack with DP1 for the National
Railway Museum.

BR blue models from this
tooling are 55004 Queen’s Own
Highlander (SF), 55003 Meld (SF/DCC
Ready), 55007 Pinza with factory
weathering, 9005 The Prince of
Wales’ Own Regiment of Yorkshire
(SF), 55001 St. Paddy (SF), 55018
Ballymoss (SF) and 55002 The King’s
Own Yorkshire Light Infantry (SF/DCC
Ready) produced as an exclusive for
the National Railway Museum.

While Bachmann released its
most recent ‘Deltics’ in 2020,
models from both iterations of
the tooling frequently appear
on the second-hand market and
capture the impressive stance of
these legendary Type 5 express
passenger locomotives very well.

Models of the production ‘Deltics’
are plentiful, but attention has
also been given to DP1, with two
manufacturers stepping up to
the plate to produce ready-to-run
models of this unique locomotive.
Released first was Bachmann’s
model in 2008, which has been
exclusive to the National Railway
Museum, and later Locomotion
Models, since inception. The model

shared much of its specification
with Bachmann'’s production
‘Deltics’ and included a five-pole
motor, twin flywheels, interior and
directional lights and initially an
eight-pin DCC socket, although this
has recently been upgraded to a
21-pin socket.

DP1 has been released in many
forms as the prototype has worn
several variations of the light
blue livery carried throughout its
existence. DP1 has appeared in its
East Coast Main Line livery and its
present-day preserved blue. The
model has also appeared with
factory weathering and has been
offered DCC fitted and DCC sound
fitted, and as part of a twin pack
with D9002. Most recently, DP1 has
been re-released by Bachmann
for Locomotion Models in 2025,
featuring an upgraded 21-pin DCC
socket and is available in ECML
blue, and as-preserved blue, both
DCC Ready, or DCC sound-fitted.

Hornby is in the final stages
of developing its all-new ‘OO’
gauge Hornby Dublo die-cast

DP1. Announced as part of the
manufacturer’s 2023 range, the
model is billed to have a high
specification, featuring a die-
cast metal chassis and body,
controllable directional lighting,
cab and interior lighting and
working centre ‘Mars’ headlight.
Other features include a coreless
motor with twin flywheels, all-
wheel drive and pick-up, adjustable
roof fans, hall sensor for automatic
flange squeal on sound-fitted
models and a removable roof
hatch to access the 21-pin Digital
Command Control (DCC) socket.
Hornby’s offering of DP1
represents the locomotive in
its West Coast Main Line guise
and will be available DCC Ready,
or DCC Sound-fitted with the
manufacturer’s TXS Bluetooth
decoder; the model is due for
release towards the end of 2025/
early 2026.

The most recent release of
the Class 55 arrived in 2022, as
Accurascale’s first powered model
for the UK market. Announced in
2018, the company planned an
unprecedented suite of models,
aiming to model all 22 locomotives
with an impressive specification.
Models feature a five-pole motor
with twin flywheels, 21-pin DCC
decoder socket, cab lights with
driver’s control desk illumination,
separately applied bogie chains,
twin speakers, stay alive capacitor,
die-cast chassis and easy access to
the decoder socket via a removable
roof panel. For the first time in
ready-to-run ‘OO’ gauge, the ability
to model the unique WIPAC light
clusters fitted to Gordon Highlander
when it was painted in Porterbrook
purple was included in the new
Accurascale tooling suite.

Bachmann’s Graham Farish
range added an all-new ‘N’
gauge Class 55 Co-Co diesel in 2014,

fitted with a six-pin Digital Command Control
decoder socket and directional lighting. Prior to this,

the previous ‘Deltic’ could trace its history back to 1984 and
subsequently reintroduced in 2003 with an upgraded mechanism.
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23 models formed Accurascale’s
first batch of Class 55s, modelling
locomotives in as-delivered, in
service and present-day preserved
condition. All were available DCC
Ready or DCC Sound-fitted. Early
BR models arrived as D9004,
D9007 Pinza and D9008 The Green
Howards in BR two-tone green
with no yellow panels. Two models
represented the BR small yellow
panels era, presented as D9013
The Black Watch and D9019 Royal
Highland Fusilier. A trio of ‘Delics’
were presented in two-tone green
with full yellow ends as D9010 The
King’s Own Scottish Borderer, D9014
The Duke of Wellington’s Regiment
and D9006 The Fife and Forfar
Yeomanry. Pre-TOPs BR blue models
are D9012 Crepello and 9021 Argyll
and Sutherland Highlander.

The popular TOPS BR blue era
was represented by 55001 St Paddy,
55003 Meld, 55005 The Prince of
Wales’ Own Regiment of Yorkshire,
55011 The Royal Northumberland
Fusiliers, 55017 The Durham Light
Infantry, 55018 Ballymoss, 55015
Tulyar and 55022 Royal Scots Grey,
these latter two complete with
silver embellishments. A final
model belonging to this era arrived
as 55002 The King’s Own Yorkshire
Light Infantry, wearing BR two-tone
green with full yellow ends, a livery
the prototype wore for the last 18
months of its service life.

Preservation era models are the
previously mentioned 9016 Gordon
Highlander in Porterbrook purple
with WIPAC headlights, D9002 The
King’s Own Yorkshire Light Infantry
in two-tone green with small
yellow ends and D9009 Alycidon
in BR blue. Models from this first
production run were only available
directly from Accurascale, with
select models available from Rails
of Sheffield, Locomotion Models
and the Deltic Preservation Society.

In 2023, Accurascale revealed
a second production run of its
‘OO0’ gauge ‘Deltic’ covering four
general release models. These
were D9018 Ballymoss in BR two-
tone green with small yellow ends,
55004 Queen’s Own Highlander in
BR blue, 55013 The Black Watch in
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Hornby is currently developing an all-new ‘00’ gauge Hornby Dublo ‘Deltic’
with heavy die-cast chassis and body, powerful coreless motor, working roof
fans and directional lighting. Release is planned for late 2025/early 2026.

Two
Accurascale exclusive models
were announced - a re-run of 9016
Gordon Highlander in Porterbrook
purple and D9000 Royal Scots
Grey in BR two-tone green with
small yellow ends, mirroring

the condition the prototype
carried while working for Virgin
CrossCountry in the late 1990s. An

exclusive model of D9015 Tulyar
in two-tone green with small
yellow ends was produced for the
Deltic Preservation Society. A third
exclusive model of 55002 The King’s
Own Yorkshire Light Infantry was
produced for Locomotion Models
as part of this production run,
reflecting the locomotive during
its early 1970s condition, carrying
BR blue.

This second round of models
was delivered in late 2024 and had
some minor enhancements over
those from the first run including
a revised speaker position and
improved front handrails.

Accuracale’s ‘Deltic’ proved very
popular, with both production
runs selling out very quickly. Select
models can command very high
prices on the second-hand market
and at the time of writing, a new
production batch has not been
announced.

‘O'GAUGE

Heljan has been a dominant force
in the ‘O’ gauge diesel market for

a long time, and as expected, the
manufacturer has produced ready-
to-run models of the Class 55s.

Initially, models featured twin
five-pole motors, each driving one
bogie, directional lights, cab lights
and four rotating roof fans. Models
were not fitted with a DCC socket,
but a chip could be hardwired into
the model if desired.

These first models from Heljan
appeared in 2011, and were mainly
produced in unnumbered formes,
covering BR two-tone green, BR
two-tone green with small yellow
ends and BR blue. Additional
models arrived in the form of an
unnumbered exclusive in BR two-
tone green for Tower Models, and a
model of D9001 St Paddy in BR two-
tone green with full yellow ends
and a weathered finish.

2023 saw Heljan rework its ‘O’
gauge ‘Deltic’, incorporating
better detail and upgraded
internal electronics to match the
expectations of modern DCC
modellers. Models still retained
the manufacturer’s powerful twin
five-pole motor with flywheel
setup, with the addition of an ESU
XL DCC decoder socket, provision
for twin 66mm x 29mm EM2
speakers, space for a DCC smoke
unit and independently controlled
headcode, cab, tail and high-
intensity headlights — the latter a
new offering not seen on the 2011
model. The tooling also included
provision for plated headcode
boxes and plated quarterlight

windows. Cast and fabricated
bogies were now included in the
new tooling suite.

Ten models formed the first
tranche of releases, with 55007
Pinza, 55015 Tulyar, 55022 Royal
Scots Grey and 55011 The Royal
Northumberland Fusiliers, all in BR
blue. 55011 featured a weathered
finish, and 55022 featured silver
embellishments. Two unnumbered
BR blue models were also
produced, one featuring white cab
window surrounds.

Three preservation era models
fitted with high-intensity
headlights were produced,
appearing as D9000 Royal Scots
Grey in BR two-tone green with
small yellow ends, 55019 Royal
Highland Fusilier in BR blue, and
an unnumbered model in BR blue
with white cab window surrounds.

‘O’ gauge modellers also have
other ‘Deltic’ options in the form
of the LH Loveless ready-to-run
models (production and prototype
DP1 examples), and also the
DJH Model Loco Class 55, which
can be purchased as a ready-
to-run pre-built kit direct from
the manufacturer. These can be
ordered with a choice of name in
BR two-tone green or BR blue, with
options to include smoke effects
and sound. Kits are constructed
from white metal and brass, with
detailing options to suit the chosen
prototype.

‘N"GAUGE

Graham Farish has been the main
option for ‘Deltics’ in this scale
since 1984. These models are now
considered light on features, with
no directional lights or provision
for DCC or a speaker. Four models
were released to this original
specification as D9021 Argyll and
Sutherland Highlander in BR two-
tone green with small yellow ends,
plus 55013 The Black Watch and
55009 Alycidon in BR blue. The
fourth model was 9016 Gordon
Highlander in Porterbrook purple, a
Red Label special edition.

In 2003, Graham Farish — now
under Bachmann’s ownership -
upgraded the original 1984 ‘Deltic’
with twin flywheels and a five-pole
skew-wound motor, re-releasing
the model as D9000 Royal Scots
Grey in BR two-tone green with
small yellow ends, 55002 The King’s
Own Yorkshire Light Infantry in BR
two-tone green with full yellow
ends. 55006 The Fife and Forfar
Yeomanry and 55008 The Green
Howards appeared in BR blue.

The most recent ‘N’ gauge ‘Deltic’
arrived in 2014, when Graham
Farish completely retooled its
offering, with these models
including a five-pole motor with
twin flywheels, 6-pin DCC socket,
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directional lights and much
improved detail. Six models have
been produced from this tooling
thus far, modelling D9007 Pinza,
D9009 Alycidon, D9002 The

King's Own Yorkshire Light Infantry
and 9001 St Paddy in BR two-

tone green, with all save for 9001
sporting small yellow ends; 9001 is
supplied with full yellow ends. BR
blue models are 55005 The Prince
of Wales’ Own Regiment of Yorkshire,
and 55015 Tulyar.

Bachmann also produced a
model of DP1 for its Graham Farish
range, launching the model in 2010
and mirroring the specification
found in the 2014 ‘Deltic’ (HM84).
Four models have been released,
covering West Coast Main Line, East
Coast Main Line and preservation
blue colour schemes. DP1 has also
appeared as part of the ‘Merseyside
Express’ train set, where it was
finished in its West Coast Main Line
blue.

‘TT:120° SCALE

The UK's newest scale is about to
see a new Class 55 model arrive,
courtesy of Heljan. In the lead-up
to Model World Live 2025, Heljan
revealed plans to enter the British
TT:120" market, with engineering
samples of the ‘Deltic’ revealed at
the show. The manufacturer plans
for the model to feature a die-cast
metal chassis, 21-pin DCC decoder
socket, independently controlled
cab and directional lighting, plus
separately applied etched detail
and engine room detail.

Five general release models are
planned D9006 in BR two-tone
green, D9021 Argyll & Sutherland
Highlander in BR two-tone green
with small yellow ends, 55007 Pinza
in BR blue (5550), 55015 Tulyar in
BR blue with white cab window
surrounds and 55002 The King’s
Own Yorkshire Light Infantry in BR
two-tone green with full yellow
ends. Further retailer exclusives are
also planned for Rails of Sheffield.
Delivery is expected in the first half
of 2026. HM
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Heljan introduced its ‘O’ gauge ‘Deltic’ in 2011. Following
several refinements to the tooling, the most recent

batch of models included 55002 The King’s
Own Yorkshire Light Infantry in BR
two tone green with full

VERHEAD electrification
looks superb on a model
railway — all those wires
passing above the trains
brings a new level of detail which
until recently was rarely seen on
the model railway exhibition circuit.

We enjoyed the initial installation
on this layout back in 2018, but
over the last few years we've seen
more equipment become available
including 3D printed masts from
West Hill Wagon Works as well as
the work that has been done by
Pete Waterman and the Railnuts to
create the Making Tracks layouts
which all have highly detailed
West Coast Main Line overhead
equipment.

When it came to extending East
Coast Cement, fortune was on
our side. For starters we already
knew how simple it was to install
the Peco system having added it
to the original layout. Secondly
PJM Models’ Phil Moreton was
working with us on the technical

aspects of the layout build and he
had already drawn a wide range of
overhead masts for Making Tracks
while catenary specialist Aron
Moran from Making Tracks had
offered his help, guidance and a
batch of custom registration arms
to suit the layout.

The starting point was to install
Peco masts to link with the original
layout. To do this we had to
reassemble the final long board
from the original layout to the new
scene as this dictated the positions
of the first masts we would install.

The Peco overhead starter kits
come with everything you need,
except wire spans, including jigs
to set the position of the masts,
single arms masts like those on the
ECML and registration arms. The
first two sets of masts were quickly
installed to set the positions, but
then we had more work to do on
the platforms before we could
progress along the layout as all
the rest of the masts would be

platform mounted.

Painting of the PJM Models laser-
cut lintel platform kits followed
with the tops finished with Ford
Dove Grey for the outer stones
and Railmatch Roof Dirt for the
tarmac centre. Brick painting was
completed using Lifecolor Worn
Brick and Old Tile acrylics while
the scaffolding supports were
sprayed silver prior to the wooden
sections being picked out in Dark
Brown.

Only once the platforms were
built could we move on, but
fortunately in the meantime
we'd been assembling the
components needed to make
this happen quickly. A set of five
cantilever masts was laser-cut by
PJM Models and then assembled
to join the custom registration
arms made by Aron Moran which
were superglued under the newly
completed masts once they were
In position.

The masts were fitted to the

platform surface with superglue
setting their positions at 500mm
centres using Peco wire spans.

Installation of the catenary set
the layout in the right position
for the next level of detail to
be installed around the track
including lineside cable trunking
from West Hill Wagon Works,
lineside cabinets, dummy point
motors, point heaters and lineside
cables to bring the trackside detail
to life.

By now the layout was making
rapid progress towards its Great
Electric Train Show deadline
with the scenery and storage
yard being the final elements to
bring together, as well as a host
of electrics underneath, to get it
ready for the show. Next issue we
look at how the newly-extended
East Coast Cement was completed
— and don't forget the full four-
part video series about the layout’s
construction is now available on

OLLOWING a recent visit
to the Powys area, Sugar
Loaf station on the Heart
of Wales Line caught
my eye as a potential candidate
to model with its small single
platform (and disused second
platform opposite), bus shelter
style waiting area and distinctive
stairway leading down to the
platform level.

In terms of rolling
stock, the company’s range of
rolling stock covers BR Mk 1, Mk

2a and Mk 2f variants, including
daytime and sleeping car options.
Bachmann’s recently introduced
new BR Mk 1 First Open, Brake
Standard Open and Restaurant
Buffet vehicles are particularly
useful for Eastern Region
formations. Bachmann’s EFE Rail
brand also includes examples of the
distinctive BR Newton Chambers
TCV car carriers in BR blue and grey
used on Motorail services at this
time, together with Mk 1 GUVs and
BR Mk 1 Motorail car flats.

Heljan’s ‘OO0’ gauge range
includes its recently introduced all-
new Class 47 Co-Co diesel, together
with Class 45 1Co-Cols and BR
Newton Chambers car carriers,
while Hornby's ‘OO0’ gauge range
includes a useful Class 31 ATA-A1A
and recently retooled Class 43 HST
power cars, together with BR Mk
1s, Mk 2d (former Airfix tooling),

Mk 2e and Mk 2f carriages, plus BR
Mk 3 High Speed Train trailer cars
in First Class, Standard and Buffet/
Restaurant (three and four window
examples) forms. Additionally, a
useful Mk 3 Sleeper car is available
for use on overnight trains from the
early 1980s onwards. A few Gresley
Restaurant Buffets (RBs) also gained
BR blue and grey, which Hornby
has also produced in ready-to-

run form. Hornby’s ‘OO’ gauge
RailRoad range also includes ready-
to-run Class 31, 37, 47 and 55 diesel
locomotives, plus an InterCity

125 HST for those modelling on

a budget. Most recently, Cavalex
Models has confirmed it is working
on an all-new ‘OO’ gauge Class

47 Co-Co diesel (HM220), which
should be available in early 2027.

However, there are omissions
in ranges that may require
substitution with alternatives.
There is no BR Mk 1 Brake Corridor
First (BFK) or Mk 2d Corridor First
(FK) and Brake Corridor First (BFK).
For the former, you could replace
with a Mk 2a/b/c BFK, while the
external appearance of the Mk 2d
FK vehicle is similar in appearance
to the existing FO coach. There
is currently no alternative to the
Mk 2d BFK, so a Mk 2d BSO is the
closest in appearance.

With plenty of suitable BR blue
era motive power and rolling stock,
there are myriad opportunities to
model these lengthy express trains
using existing ready-to-run ‘OO0’
gauge models.

The accompanying bite-size
selection of train formations
presents options available to you
— there are many images in books
and online that can provide the
necessary inspiration to give it a
go yourself. Some trains were long
and you may find that space is at a
premium, in which case selective
compression could be used - the
practice of reducing one of two
vehicles while maintaining the
overall ‘feel’ of the formation. For
the formations included here, we
have kept them to a maximum of
ten vehicles, but you could reduce
them further where there are
multiples of similar coaches. Where
a specific vehicle was not available
within our model archive, a suitable
alternative has been substituted.

ORK is my third exhibition
layout: all have been of
very different subjects
and in different scales.
My first was Blea Moor
in 4mm:1{t — the Settle
and Carlisle in the early 1960s with a
sweeping curve and massive hillside
for dramatic etfect. The second couldn’t
have been more different — an American
‘O’ scale (1:48) layout of Laramie Engine
Terminal in Wyoming in the final days
of the Union Pacific’s great ‘Big Boys’,
each one nearly 3ft long in this scale.

Seven or eight years ago I started thinking
about my next project and decided it
would be in 2mm finescale and of the
London and North Eastern Railway (LNER)
in the 1930s. I much prefer building a
layout of an actual time and place rather
than trying to make up an imaginary one
and the original setting was going to be on
a similar sweeping curve to Blea Moor but
in a very different place — Gamston Curve
on the East Coast Main Line just south of
Retford. Many hours spent watching trains
go by on Blea Moor meant [ knew very
well how captivating the continuously
changing perspective of a train going
around a curve is — for me far more so than
a run of straight track.

In many ways, Gamston Curve was a
similar setting to Blea Moor — a sweeping
curve with a hillside behind it: a quarter-
scale mock up demonstrated how effective
the setting would be. But there was a
nagging feeling that this wasn’t quite right
or at least wasn’t quite what I wanted
to build. So, whilst progress was made
on stock for the layout, the layout itself
remained in the planning/thinking stage.

And then I saw a photograph of ‘A4’ 4468
Mallard caught in the diffused light under
the roof on the sweeping curve of York
station — it had to be done, but how? The
main concourse at York is around 8001t
long so, at 1.6metres in 2mm:1{t scale,
entirely practical - but how would you see
into it? The pillars supporting the arches

of the roof are only 161t tall (32mm in
2mm scale). Whilst I'm all in favour of a
limited viewing angle (the so-called “pillar
box’ view), this was obviously a little too
extreme! 3
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But what if the roof was ‘peeled open’ so
that, on the model, there were complete
arches at either end as in the prototype,
but it opened up in the middle to allow a
more practical ‘viewing slot’? I was very
unsure how (or even it) this would work
so the only option was to build a mock-
up and see. [ have a Silhouette craft cutter
which will cut 10thou (0.25mm) styrene
sheet with considerable accuracy: this
might do the job for a mock-up and be
reasonably inexpensive.

The Network Rail web shop produced
drawings to enable an accurate

representation to be drawn up on CAD and

cut on the craft cutter. After quite some

time and considerable head scratching, the

mock-up was made. It worked far better
than I could have hoped, so the die was
set — York it had to be. The photograph
of Mallard gave me the answer I was

unconsciously looking for: it ticked all the

boxes for:
e (Capturing the sense of place of a
prototype setting;
e  Building something that has a
definite visual impact; and
e Building something different.
The next challenge was to get from
this concept model to the real model.
Considerable thought was going to be
needed to work out the design and

construction methods if this were to work

as well as I hoped it would.

BUILDING THE TRAINSHED

Apart from proving the design concept,
the mock-up showed that styrene sheet
would not work for the ‘real’ roof — it was
just not stiff enough. Likewise, it soon
became apparent that 3D printing would
be far too fragile at anywhere near scale
thickness. The only option was custom
etching. Several months and many hours
developing the CAD drawings to etch and

then wielding a soldering iron to assemble

the 80-plus lateral beams, 27 longitudinal
sections between the pillars plus the end
screens produced, to my eyes at least, a
very convincing model of the roof.

The columns (like most architectural
columns) are slightly tapered and were
machined from thick-walled brass tube.

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A piece of 2mm wire soldered into the
roof at the junction of the longitudinal
and transverse beams passes through
each column and the baseboard to be
bolted below, making the whole structure
remarkably rigid. The decoration top and
bottom of the columns was drawn and 3D
printed.

Assembling the beams to make the roof
was a very interesting process and taught
me a lot about cumulative error — it only
needed each section to be a fraction of a
millimetre wider than planned and the

whole roof would be considerably too long.

Fortunately, I realised in advance that the
baseboard for the roof needed to be the
length of the roof - whatever that turned
out to be - so built it considerably longer
than I thought I needed and trimmed the
excess off once the roof was built.

Baseboards are of fairly standard 6mm
birch ply construction though the curved
top surfaces were laser cut. I thought I
could cut the necessary curve accurately
enough myself: the small baseboard [ made
to take a test section of the etched roof
proved me wrong!

The all-important lighting is LED strip

above the roof skylights with some ‘frosted’
clear plastic sheet as a diffuser. This

has worked remarkably well to capture
the bright but diffused light which so

captivated my eye in the Mallard picture.

EAST COAST'‘RACEHORSES’

Much of the stock originates from the
various LNER ‘N’ gauge ready-to-run
models produced by Dapol. Its ‘A3’ and

‘A4’ locomotives have excellent bodies but
replacement chassis were needed for 2mm
finescale and these were milled out of
solid metal to provide more all-important )
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weight. The initial batch of coaches
originated with Dapol’s excellent Gresley
coach range, many fitted with replacement
etched sides to provide more variety.

The variety of both motive power and
stock is gradually increasing and much
time has been spent enabling train
lengths approaching those of the time to
be modelled. In 2mm:1{t scale, physics
is against us: a 4mm:1ft model is twice
the length of its equivalent in 2mm but
is eight times its volume and therefore
eight times the weight. This means that,
in 2mm:1{t scale, every gram of weight
needs to be added to locomotives and
every gramme removed from stock whilst
retaining enough in the latter to keep it on
the track. The milled locomotive chassis
are made from copper tungsten which is
twice as dense and heavy as brass. This is
expensive stuff but not much is needed in
this small scale so it’s very much worth it.
It’s also hard to machine but good quality
tungsten carbide tipped tools and plenty of
patience helps.

But even these extreme tactics don’t
solve all the problems. Well known Leeds
based 3mm:1{t scale modeller Alan Smith
scratchbuilt locomotive and tender bodies
for an ex-North Eastern Railway ‘D20’
4-4-0 for me. I made a milled chassis
for it but whatever I did I couldn’t get it

Behind the scenes, Peter Kirmond’s York

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In the shadow of the station signalbox,

in the other direction. This means, for a
given sequence length of trains, only half
as many are needed.

The return curves are automated with
reed switches in the track and magnets
in the brake van/coach of every train
controlling, via latching relays, dead
sections in the track a train length apart:
when a train is driven across the front of
the layout the ‘queue’ of trains waiting
behind all move up one. This is a system
that was tried and tested on Blea Moor,
although the York version is simplified
and, therefore, we hope, even more
reliable. It is on two levels to avoid flat
crossings with an imperceptible gradient
across the front of the layout to get from
one level to the other. Much effort went
into building the return curves so to get
maximum benefit, they can also be used
on my good friend John Aldrick’s layout
Ivybridge.

York is a quite ditferent layout from most:
it’s more like a diorama with moving
trains than a ‘regular layout’. The view is
the one you get in real life when standing
on the platform beyond the entrance. The
‘outside world’ can only be seen through
the ends of the roof and the stretch of
open air platform modelled at either end,
allowing trains to be seen arriving and
leaving: it’s all about the station roof and
the trains running under it.

The BRCW Class 104 has never been available ready-
to-run before, but Heljan delivered its all-new model
of the three-car DMU in October 2025.

MIKE WILD takes this new arrival for a test run.

ULTIPLE UNITS

are in vogue right
now. We've seen an
influx of new project
announcements for’O0’gauge
including the Electrostars from
Accurascale and the Class 313 from
EFE Rail while Bachmann has just
reintroduced the Class 350 EMU
for the scale too. You might think
first-generation multiple units have
been forgotten, but that’s certainly
not the case with Heljan, which

has been working to deliver the
first ever ready-to-run model of
the Birmingham Railway Carriage
and Wagon Class 104 units.

The "104s’ were built between
1957 and 1959 with 302 vehicles
built. They were split between
Driving Motor Brake Second
(DMBS), Driving Motor Composite

Lavatory (DMCL), Driving Trailer
Composite Lavatory (DTCL), Trailer

were formed into two, three and
four-car sets on delivery.

The majority saw service in the
North West on the London Midland
Region, but sets were also operated
on the Eastern Region. Later life
saw part of the fleet cascaded to
Scotland to replace fire-damaged
Class 107s while the very last were
used on the Gospel Oak to Barking
Line in North London by Network
SouthEast.

Withdrawal started from the end
of the 1980s with the arrival of
second-generation Sprinter DMUs

and the last 104" was stood down
in 1995. Departmental use followed
for a select few, but happily 13
vehicles entered preservation,
though only 12 remain today.
Reality Check on pages 74-77 has
the full class history.

THE MODEL

Heljan started work on the Class
104 back in 2020 and has now
delivered a collection of units in
two and three-car formations to
model the units from introduction
in 1957 to withdrawal in 1995.

104 that some of the wiring and
circuit board is visible through the
windows of the DMBS. That said,
there isn't anywhere to hide the
21-pin decoder socket in a Class 104
—they have a lot of big windows!

RITISH RAILWAYS’ policy of
introducing Diesel Multiple
Units (DMUSs) for the bulk
of its rural and urban
passenger services actually
preceded the Modernisation
Plan of 1955 and can be traced back to a
decision taken by the Lightweight Trains
Committee in 1952. As a result of this,
232 DMU vehicles were ordered, with
the bulk of these coming from BR’s own
Derby Works. These were such a success
that another 1,408 vehicles were planned,
but with this decision came a problem,
that BR did not have the capacity to

build those sorts of numbers itself.

[t was anticipated that around 900 of
the vehicles required would have to be
built by private contractors, with one of
those selected being the Birmingham
Railway Carriage and Wagon Company,
which had previously built diesel units
for the Egyptian Railways. A degree of
commonality with the BR design was
specified, covering such items as engines,
transmission, general dimensions and
control systems - but the detail work was
left to the builder.
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
