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A � er 2020, it just shows 
how quickly things can 
change. Now, following the 
government�s plans to ban 

the sale of new petrol and diesel cars by 
2030 as part of its ongoing �green strategy�, 
two major historic vehicle organisations 
are galvanising themselves to counter 
any potential challenges this may have to                   
our hobby.

� e Federation of British Historic Vehicle 
Clubs (FBHVC) is to focus on protecting 
the freedom to use heritage transport on 
the UK�s roads, unhindered. It will also seek 
to help prevent the ban on new vehicles 
extending to restrictions on the use of 
pre-existing vehicles powered by fossil fuels. 
� is means historic vehicles over 30 years 
old and �future historic vehicles� yet to reach 
the rolling 30-year classi� cation of historic. 
Importantly, the FBHVC proposes to lobby 
for protecting fossil fuel supplies to service 
historic vehicles. 

Given that some 10% of the FBHVC�s 
latest vehicle survey is tractors, it�s good to 
know that someone is already � ghting our 
corner. However, the FBHVC is urging 
caution for the historic vehicle community 
not to panic that it may render their vehicles 
obsolete or unusable because of the intended 
UK government bans. � e FBHVC survey 
also points out that there are over 1.5 million 
historic vehicles registered in the UK and the 
sector contributes a huge £7.2 billion to the 
UK economy through highly skilled jobs.

Similarly, the annual General Assembly 
of FIVA (the FØdØration Internationale des

VØhicules Anciens) has set this subject as one 
of its priorities for 2021. � ey intend to lobby 
not only in the EU but also worldwide on 
the global transition to fossil-free energy for 
protecting the long-term freedom of owners 
to use historic vehicles on the roads.

� eir president, Tiddo Bresters, 
commented: �We want to see the �moving 
museum� of historic vehicles in the 2030 
landscape and beyond. To do this we need 
to spread our message to the rest of society, 
helping people to understand our passion for 
motoring heritage.� Hear, hear.motoring heritage.� Hear, hear.

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IN THE FIELD
THE FORDSON SUPER CLASS
On location at a 
stubble � eld in south 
Lincolnshire, two 
enthusiasts put versions 
of the Super Major and 
Super Dexta through 
their paces.

In 1960, the Ford Motor Company 
launched the new Super Major with 
much aplomb. It was very much an 
evolution of the earlier E1A design, 

but it was one that still truly deserved its 
new title.

Incarnations
Ford had enjoyed ever-increasing sales 
with the earlier Power Major incarnation, 
and this continued once the Super Major 
appeared. � e original Super Major would 
be replaced in 1963, by the improved 

New Performance Super Major. � is 
version was short-lived, as Fordson tractor 
production would be phased out in 1964. 
Nevertheless, the Super family of Fordson 
tractors are still remembered as iconic 
machines of their generation.
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The Fordson Super Major was � rst introduced in 1960. Now 60 years later this one has been restored and 
put back in the � eld.

When Mick and Jonathan Putterill 
� nished restoring one of their latest 
acquisitions, it presented the rare 
opportunity to get the two versions of 
the Fordson Super Major out in the � eld 
working side by side. So, it was o�  to 
South Lincolnshire and, thanks to the 
generous lending of a stubble � eld by a 
neighbouring farmer, we put the tractors 
through their paces.

Super Major
First up we have Mick on the newly 
rejuvenated Super Major, looking 
resplendent in its new blue paint with 
orange wheels and silver front grille. Ford 
introduced the Super Major in 1960 as the 
fourth generation of E1A model, which 
was originally seen in 1951 as the New 
Major, in turn, introduced to replace the 
original E27N version of 1945. Using the 
word Super was appropriate, as it was 
quite an upgrade over the previous Power 
Major version, with several improvements 

Major� on either side of the wheatsheaf 
badge. � e headlights were now 
mounted inside the radiator grille itself, 
instead of projecting from either side,             
although the external lights remained 
a feature of many export market Super 
Major tractors.

under the skin. Externally it looked 
similar to those that had gone before, 
with the same tinwork and dimensions. 
However, new badges were a�  xed to 
both sides of the bonnet proclaiming 
�Fordson Super Major� and the front nose 
cone badge was amended to read �Super 
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Qualitrol
�e Super Major, launched at the Royal 
Smith�eld Show in 1960, was a great 
step forward, not least in the rear linkage 
department thanks to the �tment of the 
Qualitrol hydraulic dra� control system. 
It had only been used so far on the Dexta 
and now added to the E1A type for the �rst 
time. �is system was based on that used 
on the Ford tractors produced in America 
and followed successful trials with a Power 
Major equipped with such a system.

Another big change was the addition of 
a di�erential lock and independent disc 
brakes, making this a much more versatile 
tractor than its predecessors. Diesel was 
the main choice for most British farmers 
by this time, but a petrol version of the 
Super Major was o�ered, a few selling in 
this country, but most being exported. �e 
engine was the same as �tted to the Power 
Major with around 52hp on o�er from its 
four cylinders.

Bad shape
�is tractor was in bad shape when Mick 
bought it. ��e mudguards were rotten, 
the li� didn�t work, although the tinwork 
was okay,� he says. ��e engine has never 
been touched, and it runs beautifully! I 
have �tted a new cowl, mudguards and 
had a bit of welding done. New headlamps 
were �tted, and we �xed the rear li�, as it 
was all seized up inside.

�We then �tted new tyres and a new 
handbrake lever, as the original one was 
bent. It is a 1963 Super Major, and it had 
been in the Peterborough area all its life. 
It still wears the Peterborough Motors 
dealer badge who sold it originally, and it 
has an up-to-date logbook as well. I think 
it had a front loader on at some time, as 
you could see where it had been �tted. It 
doesn�t seem to have done a great deal of 
work, probably just loader duties for most 
of its life�.

�is is quite a late version of the 
Super Major dating from its last year of 
production, but it is not Mick�s �rst such 
machine. In fact, he had one several years 
earlier before he sold it on for something 
a bit newer. Now though, he is once again 
the proud owner of a Super Major and it 
looks the part a�er all the hard work he 
has put into it.

For our working session, Mick had

of one!
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teamed it up with a very serious-looking 
cultivator to rip up the stubble. Working 
across the tramlines led to a little of 
wheel-slip here and there, and perhaps 
a �ner tuning of the dra� control would 
have helped, but otherwise, the tractor 
performed very well; the ground being 
hard and dry at the time.

 New Performance
Next, it was Jonathan�s turn with the New 
Performance Super Major that has been 
in the family�s possession for some time 
and still looks lovely despite being an 
older restoration. On the back was a set 
of heavy duty Pettitt disc harrows, made 
just down the road by this Lincolnshire 
�rm that is sadly no longer with us. �ese 
disc harrows are fairly narrow, are �tted 
with two rows of scalloped discs, and 
were probably built with export markets 
in mind. With the dry and hard ground 
conditions, they did a good job working on 
the already cultivated stubble but failed to 
make much impact on uncultivated land.

�e New Performance version of the 
Super Major was the last of the E1A family 
to be introduced; the New Performance 
range coming along in 1963. Several small 
improvements were made to make the 
tractor worthy of its new title, but perhaps 
the most striking, externally at least, was 
the new colour scheme with more grey 
used, including on the rear mudguards. 

Bonnet badges were also dropped in 
favour of smaller sticker type decals, 
although the front nose cone kept its large 
Super Major badge and Wheatsheaf logo.

Change of clothes
�e colour scheme change began in the 
US when the Ford tractor range over 
there was painted in the new blue and 
grey colours from the middle of 1962. At 
the same time, Dagenham built tractors 
also received a similar version of the new 
colour scheme when destined for export to 
America. British market tractors remained 
in the original livery until the launch of 
the New Performance range in 1963.

�e New Performance version of the 
Super Major really earned its new moniker 
by having a new Simms Minimec injector 
pump added, which boosted power up to 
around 53.7hp, nearly 54 horses. Various 
strengthening was carried out with the 
transmission and PTO housing to match 
the increase in engine output and the 
gearbox itself was modi�ed to provide a 
better spread of ratios, including slower 
speeds in the lower ranges.

Loader
Jonathan�s 1963 Super Major came 
from Norwich and was bought in its 
working clothes and �tted with a loader. 
Mechanically in good condition, it 
needed painting, and that was all that was 
required. When new it came from Mann 
Egerton at Norwich, but the Putterill�s 
know nothing more of its history, except 

it was used for li�ing stock cars around a 
racetrack. Jonathan does not think it has 
done a great deal of work in its life. Which 
one does he prefer out of the two now in 
the family�s collection? �I think power 
wise this and the Super Major are similar, 
hard to tell any di�erence,� says Jonathan, 
�if anything I would say that actually the 
blue and orange Super seems to have the 
edge on power even though the later one is 
meant to have more.�

Super Dexta
�e two Super Major tractors were not 
the only machines in the Fordson Super 
class, there was also the Super Dexta and 
New Performance Super Dexta. It just so 
happens that the Putterill�s also own one 
of each of these, and they also put them to 
work for me.

Mick took the wheel of the Super Dexta, 
basically a more powerful version of the 
little Dexta originally launched in 1957, 
and put it to work with a simple cultivator. 
It worked already ploughed and cultivated 
ground with ease.

�e three-cylinder Dexta had proved 
so successful at �lling the smaller tractor 
role that in 1962 the Super Dexta joined it, 
a�er being announced towards the end of 
1961. It still used the same engine as the 
Dexta, but this was bored out to increase 
the power to 39.5hp; quite a bit more than 
the Dexta�s 32hp. A new front bonnet cowl 
was designed for the Super Dexta, which 
incorporated the words �Super Dexta� at 
the top, forming part of a rather bulbous

bonnet addition. Painted in the same 
manner as the Dexta and the Super Major, 
the Fordson line-up could now boast 
three models of varying size and output.

Mick�s Super Dexta dates from 1963. 
It belonged to a Holbeach butcher who 
used it to clean out his cowsheds with a 
Ferguson front loader. �Unfortunately, 
they added no anti-freeze and one cold 
night it cracked the block, but we soon got 
that � xed�, says Jonathan. �� e original 
paint is still on it and otherwise it�s been 
a superb tractor. It is very noticeable how 
much more powerful this little tractor is 
over our standard Dexta.�

New Performance
Super Dexta
Jonathan, meanwhile, was using his 
late-build New Performance Super Dexta 
with a spring tine cultivator on the rear. 
Launched in 1963, the Super Dexta 
shared the new colour scheme with the 
larger Super Major and smaller Dexta and 
also featured more power, this increasing 
to 44.5hp thanks to an improved Simms 
Minimec injector pump. With this sort 
of horsepower, the little three-cylinder 
Super Dexta was almost approaching the 
power rating of the original E1A Major of 
1951, and it proved to be a very popular 
model for Ford. �� is is noticeably more 
powerful than the orange Super Dexta,� 
says Jonathan, �we bought it locally and 
did up the engine completely as it was 

addicted to �Easystart�! We also had the 
injector pump done up and a new paint job 
and here we go!�

Super legacy
� e New Performance Super Major, along 
with the New Performance Super Dexta 
and Dexta, were launched all together at 
the Royal Show in July 1963. But these 
models were only intended to see out the 
end of tractor production at Dagenham, 
as the new factory in Basildon was about 
to come on line. Production of all Fordson 
models ceased in July 1964, and the brand 
new 6X range of Ford tractors would leave 
the Basildon factory by the end of the year. 
It was the end of an era, the Fordson name 
being used from 1918, and tractors being 
built at the factory in Dagenham since 1932.

To � nish we got both Super Major 
tractors working together side by side, 
making a superb sight as they worked up 
and down the � eld, showing o�  the lines 
of the last two generations of Fordson E1A 
type tractor. As the ultimate evolution of 
the Fordson tractor, there is no doubt that 
these machines� smooth-running engines 
and powerful performance, and their 
improved speci� cation, earned them the 
right to be called �the Super Class�

PART ONE - Tom French from Ayrshire 
has been a big Massey Ferguson fan since 
he was a boy. In the � rst of this two-part 
feature, we review his fabulous collection of 
grey and red tractors.

Tom�s passion for most things 
Massey Ferguson will not come 
as a surprise to enthusiasts 
north of the border who will 

have noted the growing collection of 
rosettes he has accumulated over the years. 
Since he acquired his 1958 model MF 65 
in 2002, his collection has come on leaps 
and bounds.

Making ends meet
Tom was brought up with a farming 
background and still lives on the site of 
the family smallholding on the outskirts 
of Cumnock. �My parents were small 
livestock farmers,� he recalls. �Making 
ends meet during the post-war years was 
hard work, especially as my father passed 
away when I was just � ve years old.�

During the Sixties, the family survived 
by fattening livestock for local markets. 
Tom also acquired a secondhand lorry to 
increase their income. � is new venture 
was successful, and he started getting work

transporting his neighbours� animals to 
market. Meanwhile, his wife Elizabeth 
concentrated on running the farm.

Haulage
Tom eventually went into full-time 
haulage, and T French & Son�s � eet of 
trucks has become a familiar sight on 
the UK�s roads. During his leisure time, 
he started collecting Massey Ferguson 
tractors.

He explained. �My father had a Ford-
Ferguson, which he eventually swapped 
for a grey Fergie. I always thought they 
were great tractors and extremely reliable.�

Tom also recalls doing contract work for 
the nearby Massey plant in Kilmarnock, 
which eventually closed in 1979. � ings 
were hectic during the Eighties and 
Nineties but following the millennium his 
thoughts turned to starting a collection. 
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AL  CONNECTION
Obvious choice
It was only natural he would favour 
Massey Ferguson, and he got his MF 
65 in February 2002. �� e tractor was 
originally new in 1958, and carries a 
Dumfries registration,� he said. �I bought 
the machine from a farmer in the Stirling 
area, although the rest of its history is a bit 
of a grey area.�

� e MF 65 was the larger sibling of 
the MF 35 and was generally used on 
big acreage farms. It had all the features 
of the MF 35, with the added power 
from a bigger four-cylinder engine. � e 
transmission was also borrowed from the 
MF 35, and the front axle and tinwork 
were like the American-built Ferguson 40.

Competition among tractor 
manufacturers was � erce during the late 
Fi� ies, and the MF 65 had to compete 
with the likes of Ford and Nu�  eld in

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the important 50hp market sector. �e 
design also maintained Massey Ferguson�s 
philosophy that all their tractors could 
be driven by any operator. �e tractor�s 
controls were identical to other Massey 
Fergusons in the range, and the MF 65�s 
carefully sculpted bonnet and shell-type 
mudguards became a familiar sight on 
Britain�s farms.

Winning restoration
Tom eventually gave the tractor a full 
�bottom-up� treatment and enlisted 
the services of well-known restorer and 
engineer Ted Hannon. �e MF 65 has 
since won plenty of prizes on both sides of 
the England-Scotland border.

��e �rst rally I planned to attend 
was a show in England,� he recalls. 
�Unfortunately, something came up at the 
last moment, so Ted went in my place. 
Happily, he won both the �best in class� 
and �best MF� trophies. �e tractor also 
won its class at the 2005 Scottish National 
Tractor Show at Lanark, and the Newark 
rally the following November.�

100 Series
Tom then acquired some 100 Series 
tractors, starting with a 1975 registered 
MF 185. �is machine was one of the 
new line of �no-frills�, value for money 
tractors that the company introduced in 
1971. Using the tried and tested Perkins 
A4.248 diesel, the tractor�s speci�cation 
deliberately le� out niceties like Multi-
Power and power steering to keep costs 
down.

��is tractor was bought at a farm 
auction in Fife,� Tom recalls. �It originally 
worked at Eastbank Farm by Longforgan 
in Tayside. It was then acquired by an 
enthusiast who also owned a substantial 
collection of tractors and machinery. We 
restored it in-house, before sending it to 
get painted professionally.�

Going continental
Tom has also made a point of tracking 
down Ruby Red models that have either 
been built or worked on the continent. He 
has already visited the Massey Ferguson 
plant at Beauvais just outside Paris, as 
a member of the Friends of Ferguson 
Heritage.  His MF 147 is a 1978 narrow 
wheelbase tractor and was bought at an

auction near Madrid, in October 2010. 
Tom�s son, also Tom French, and his 
grandson drove to Spain with a trailer and 
van to bring the tractor back to Scotland - 
over 2000 miles.

��e auction was being run by Ritchie 
Bros, who are based in Canada,� he recalls. 
��ey hold sales all over the world and 
send me catalogues regularly. I spotted the 
MF 147, and my daughter Liz-Ann bought 
it over the Internet.

The Perkins A4.192 engine had plenty of 
power and was ideal for large acreages.
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�I had a word with a couple of 
local hauliers about bringing it back 
to Scotland, but they were not really 
interested. Most of the lorries going 
to Spain are refrigerated vehicles, and 
not suitable for carrying a tractor. By 
coincidence, one of our dump trucks 
based in Holland needed some repairs, 
so we killed two birds with one stone. My 
son Tom and friends took a van and trailer 
over to the continent with the spare parts 
for the truck, carried out the repair and 
proceeded on down to Spain. It was quite 
a trek, and it took them several days to 
complete the journey.�

Having brought the MF 147 back to 
Ayrshire, Tom was keen to give the tractor 
a full appraisal.

Kitted out
��e Massey was in reasonable condition 
given its age, but needed some attention,� 
he explained. �Fortunately, we now have 
our own workshop on-site, and can do 
most jobs ourselves. We recently expanded 
the workshop to carry out commercial 
vehicle MoTs, so it is fully equipped. �e 
restoration took the best part of two years 
as we had a lot on the go and the work had 
to �t in with the rest of our busy schedule.

�As we normally do with our classic 
Masseys, we took out the engine and gave 
it a full overhaul. �ere were a few oil 
leaks, so we replaced all the seals. �en we 

sorted out the hydraulics, and the tractor 
has been completely rewired. In the past, 
the Massey had been �tted with a crude 
cab, and this was removed. 

�I think it was of Spanish origin, as the 
wings extended out over the wheels. It did 
not really look the part, so it had to go. 
�e rest of the tinwork was in surprisingly 
good condition. We know nothing about 
the history of the machine, except that it 
worked in Spain.�

Once the tractor had been restored, 
Tom sent it o� for a fresh coat of paint.

�I have used several specialists over the 
years, and currently have an arrangement 
with Ben Craig in Nottinghamshire,� he 
said. �When we go down to the Newark 
show in November, we also stop o� to see 
Ben. We take a tractor down on a trailer 
that�s been refurbished and is ready for a 
respray and bring the newly painted one 
back to Scotland.�

�e tractor looks the business, and the 
Ebro decals make it stand out from the 
crowd. According to Tom, it is also easy 
to drive, and the reliable Perkins is up to 
the mark.

�It�s something a bit di�erent from 
the usual Masseys, and that�s what I 
am looking for in my tractors,� he said.   
�We�ve also saved it for posterity, which is 
no bad thing.�

The MF 158 was another Massey Ferguson built at 
Beauvais for the fruit growing industry.

Nicknamed the ‘Frutetto’, the tractor was a 
‘Super Spec’ cousin of the MF 155.

The MF 147 was built under license by the 
Spanish company Ebro. Ebro’s parent company 
Motor Ibérica was set up in 1954, to build 
British Ford trucks under licence. When Massey 
Ferguson bought 32% of the company in 1966, 
they were making 4wd utility vehicles and 
medium-size trucks and buses.
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Controversial
Tom�s 1965 MF 2130 (Industrial) is 
another rare beast and was only made 
between 1965 and 1968. Survivors are rare 
and according to Tom, the tractor has even 
attracted a whi� of controversy.

�I understand there was a bit of an 
ongoing dispute about the colour options 
available for this tractor, depending 
on whether it was supposed to be used 
for farming or industrial purposes,� he 
explained. �A few survivors are painted 
in industrial yellow and others like my 
example are painted in standard Massey 
red. However, I checked with the factory 
at Beauvais, and there was no big mystery. 
It turned out the decision was all down to 
the buyer.�

Because less than 50 of this model 
is believed to have crossed the English 
Channel, the history of the 2130 is a bit 
vague. �e tractor is known to have been 
based on the French-built MF 130, with 
further modi�cations carried out at the 
Massey Ferguson plant in Manchester. 
Most of these machines are thought to 
have been purchased by local councils.

Tom acquired the tractor in the autumn 
of 2010 at Che�ns in Cambridge, it is now 
restored and �tted with one of the highly 
desirable Duncan cabs.

Frutetto
Tom�s collection also includes a rare 
MF 158. Nicknamed the �Frutetto�, this 
�Super Spec� cousin of the MF 155 was 
a specialised version manufactured in 
France and aimed at the fruit market. 
Powered by the Perkins AD4.203 and 
capable of delivering 56hp, it had a long 
career span and was still being listed 
in some dealer�s catalogues in the early 
Eighties.

�I bought the MF 158 at Lanark 
Market in September 2009,� Tom recalls. 
�I was on holiday in Cyprus, and my son 
phoned me with the news that he had 
seen the tractor, and it appeared to be in 
good condition. �e opportunity was too 
good to pass up, so we arranged a deal.�

Closer �nds
Although Tom is prepared to travel long 
distances to acquire a tractor, some of 
his Massey Fergusons were found closer 
to home.

��e MF 1080 is a local tractor and 
was originally sold in 1974 by the 
Tweedies dealership in Dumfries,� he 
explained. �It was bought by Alex Irvine, 
the well-known ploughing champion 
to use on his farm at Twynholm in 
Galloway and stayed there all its life. 
I acquired the tractor when he �nally 
retired.�

�e MF 1080 is a standard tread 
model and was also built at Beauvais 
in France. It is equipped with a Perkins 
5.2L four-cylinder diesel and can deliver 
80hp. �e tractor is also �tted with 
Multi-Power and has 12 forward and 
four reverse gears.

�It was a big tractor for its day and 
was up to the task,� Tom explained. 
�You do not see many of them about 
nowadays, and I was happy to add it to 
the collection. It was also a case of the 
right tractor at the right time. When we 
recently �nished erecting our new o�ce 
building, I was looking for something to 
display in the foyer. �e MF 1080 �tted 
the bill perfectly, although the tractor is 
allowed out on occasions.�

Showstopper 
As if Tom�s pristine �eet of tractors is not 
enough to turn plenty of heads, he also 
has a novel way of transporting them 
to rallies. His show-stopping trailer is 
painted in Massey Ferguson red, and 
Tom has even painted tractors on either 
side of the lorry.

WEEKS-DUNGEY

Growth opportunities, 
including the introduction 
of new machinery products 
and technology, attracted 

additional companies into the machinery 
industry, and one of the new arrivals 
was an engineering business established 
during the 1870s or 1880s in Maidstone, 
Kent by William Weeks. He started the 
business on a small scale, making and 
repairing equipment for local farms, but 
hop production for the brewing industry 
was expanding in Kent and this o� ered 
an opportunity for the Weeks company 
to develop special products for their hop-
growing customers.

As early as 1889, the Weeks company 
had expanded su�  ciently to have its 

own stand at the Royal Show where they 
announced a new hop washing machine. 
� e growth continued and at the 1894 
Royal Show, the Weeks machinery display 
included additional products for hop 
growers, plus a steam-powered cultivator 
and a new range of machinery designed 
for use in wind and watermills.

Slow adopter
Tractor development was becoming 
established, particularly in America, 
but the Weeks company interest did not 
develop until later. Steam engines and 
steam-powered machinery had become 
an important success story for UK farm 
equipment manufacturers, and Britain�s 
early dominance in the development of 

steam technology probably hindered the 
introduction of tractors on UK farms and 
may have discouraged some potential 
manufacturers.

Some contractors and many of the 
larger arable farms were using steam 
power for ploughing, cultivating, and 
threshing during the 1890s and early 
1900s, and this meant fewer tractor 
customers. � e British pioneers who 
ventured into tractor production, such 
as Dan Albone with his Ivel range, Prof. 
Scott, and H P Saunderson, all relied on 
exports for much of their sales success, 
while some established equipment 
manufacturers such as Marshall developed 
their � rst tractors speci� cally for overseas 
markets.

Step change
� e UK tractor situation changed 
dramatically a� er 1914 and the outbreak 
of the First World War, and this is when 
the Weeks� company was starting their 
tractor development programme. � e 
large number of men and working horses 
that were leaving UK farms for the 
battle� elds of Europe threatened to bring

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a big reduction in the output of home-
produced food, and this was happening 
while German U-Boats were destroying 
large numbers of ships bringing our 
imported food supplies. � ere was 
suddenly an urgent need for tractor power 
to boost farming productivity as Britain 
faced the possibility of a serious food 
shortage, and with the UK manufacturers 
ill-equipped to meet the surge in demand, 
most of the extra tractors had to come 
from America.

Most of the development programme 
for the Weeks� tractor was completed in 
1914, and production started the following 
year when the tractor was shown for the 
� rst time in a working demonstration. 
� e timing would have been perfect to 
catch the wartime surge in tractor sales, 
and presumably, the war situation was one 
reason William Weeks & Son moved into 
the tractor market. Another factor was the 
enthusiasm of Hugh Dungey, who was one 
of the company�s local customers and was 
keen to buy a tractor for his own farm. He 
encouraged Weeks to produce a general-
purpose tractor which he helped design, 
and it may have been his in� uence that 
ensured it would be su�  ciently compact 
to suit the important hop and fruit 
growing activities in the area.

Simplex
� e new tractor was known as the Weeks-
Dungey Simplex. Overall width of the � rst 
production version was 48in (122cm), 
the length was 88in (224cm) and a 22hp 
four-cylinder engine powered a three-speed 
gearbox. � e standard speci� cation included 
steel wheels front and rear, but a set of solid 
rubber tyres was o� ered at extra cost for 
tractors that would be used for transport 
work. � e options list also included a belt 
pulley for stationary work such as milling 
and mixing livestock feed plus threshing that 
featured in the annual workload for most 
farm tractors at that time.

An unusual design feature on early 
versions of the Simplex tractor was the 
cylindrical tank that was used instead of a 
radiator to cool the water for the engine, 
relying on the temperature di� erence 
for circulation. � e tank was positioned 
over the rear axle where the weight would 
contribute to traction e�  ciency, and 
having a large volume of warm water so 

close to the driver�s seat may have been 
welcome on a cold day.

Despite choosing the right time to 
announce their new tractor, the Weeks 
production total appears to have remained 
small. � ere was probably a strong 
demand for the Simplex, but the Weeks 
company lacked the equipment and 
resources for large-scale manufacturing 
and the wartime restrictions and shortages 
made it di�  cult to expand production. 
However, the sales � gures were su�  cient 
to encourage Weeks to introduce an 
improved model which arrived in 1917.

New Simplex
� e updated tractor was called the 
Weeks-Dungey New Simplex. It had the 
same outside measurements as the previous 
model, and the rated power output was 
22.5hp from a four-cylinder Waukesha 

engine imported from America. � e layout 
was much more conventional than the 
original Simplex, with the engine cooled by 
a front-mounted radiator with a centrifugal 
pump instead of the previous tank system. 
� e design included a lever-operated 
di� erential lock which the driver could 
use to provide maximum drawbar pull 
for normal work but could be released to 
reduce the turning radius while working in a 
restricted space or making a headland turn.

� e New Simplex was available in 1917 
with a £295 list price, and an extra set of 
four rubber-clad transport wheels could 
be included for an additional £60. When it 
took part in the 1917 national tractor and 
ploughing demonstration in Scotland, the 
price appears to have been competitive and 
it attracted favourable comment from the 
judges. � e Weeks company continued 
to market the New Simplex during the 
early Twenties, but this was a di�  cult time 
for British tractor manufacturers as they 
faced intense competition from American 
imports, particularly the mass-produced 
Fordson.

Weeks stopped making the New Simplex 
tractor in about 1924, just ten years a� er 
the original Hugh Dungey-in� uenced 
design had � rst appeared. Production 
� gures for the tractors are no longer 
available, but one estimate suggests that 
about 200 Simplex and New Simplex were 
built during the ten-year period, while 
production at the Ford factory in America 
was peaking at over 100,000 Model F 
Fordsons in a good year.

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When I think of an example 
of a horse being used to 
push, rather than pull, a 
farm implement, it would 

be an early reaping machine such as those 
created by Scottish inventor Reverend 
Bell or the American McCormick Snr. 
In the main, �dobbin�s� job was to haul 
things; wagons, logs, ploughs, cultivation 
equipment, seeders, rakes and more 
all traditional horse-drawn items once 
commonly seen in and around the farm.

PART ONE:The push for more tractor power led to establishing industry 
standards for its measurement, Mike Teanby explains its development and 
his experiences tractor testing at International Harvester Great Britain.

The way things were. Teams of horses, 
like those seen here ploughing, had a key 
role to play in agriculture.

Go � gure
One horse can deliver about one 
horsepower, but just how big is the horse 
and just how long could it pull a load 
consistently before stopping to rest? Indeed, 
how big does that load have to be? Well, 
mechanical engineers sorted out the basics 
ages ago, so we don�t have to dwell too 
much on that right now. For the record, 
horsepower is a unit of measurement of 
power or the rate at which work is done. 
� e term was adopted in the late 18th 

century by Scottish engineer James Watt 
to compare the output of steam engines 
against dra�  horses.

Horsepower is de� ned as the power 
a horse gives when pulling. It is used 
informally to mean the power needed to 
raise 550lb a distance of one foot in one 
second or the power needed to move 
33,000lb a distance of one foot in one 
minute.
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Variables
In practical terms, a dra�  horse can shi�  
twice as much as a pony and a � t grown 
man somewhere between the two, but 
however powerful they are, the force 
generated needs to be sustainable over a 
reasonable period. Pulling a plough, for 
example, calls for an even force along the 
furrow, followed by a bit of respite when 
juggling about on the headland turning 
round before getting back into ploughing 
mode. � ere is also the necessity for 
occasional rests for food and drink.

� ere are many variables when using an 
animal for collar work such as ploughing, 
less so perhaps with a tractor which can go 
on working inde� nitely, or at least until it 
runs out of fuel. In either case, animal or 
tractor power calls for good judgement to 
get the best out of them, and as the latter 
replaced the former it wasn�t too long 
before the race was on to go bigger and pull 
more for longer.

Rated
� rough continual development and 
innovation, tractors enabled farmers to tap 
into as much power as they could handle, 
as demonstrated on the � rst lightweight 
tractors built in the Twenties. � ese had a 
simple rear towing pin and a side-mounted 
belt pulley to pull things along and operate 
stationary barnyard equipment.

Tractors of the period were typically 
rated in dual � gures such as 10/20 or 
15/30, the numbers referring to the 

manufacturers� own data for drawbar 
and side pulley horsepower, 

respectively. Engineers went a 
stage further by devising tests 

to accurately measure engine and power-
take-o� . However, such data was le�  in the 
hands of sales departments, who may not 
always be as honest as they should have 
been, rounding � gures up or down as they 
saw � t.

Reconciliation
What early tractor manufacturers once 
referred to as being a one or two-plough 
machine (meaning how many shares theirs 
could pull at a certain depth) would no 
longer be good enough. Speci� c drawbar 

The IHC Titan 10-20 is an early example of a �lightweight design� tractor as opposed to the heavy steam-
powered machines in common use at the turn of the 19th century.

A Fordson F joined 70 other tractors for the � rst series of performance testing by the University of 
Nebraska in 1920. It recorded 19hp on the belt pulley and barely 6hp on the drawbar � a power drop 
of 70%. Wheel slip was 23.8%, the worst � gure recorded in these tests. Nevertheless, the Fordson F 
became the most signi� cant farm tractor of all time.
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horsepower measurement was needed to 
make an accurate comparison between 
tractors, and such confusion in the 
marketplace was ultimately cleared up by 
legislation.

�e University of Nebraska test schedule 
formalised all that and took out the 
guesswork by establishing test procedures 
across the board. Engineers also considered 
di�erent engines on o�er - gasoline, diesel, 
and LPG. �e pushing and shoving to 
build higher horsepower machines was 
not always down to tractor manufacturers, 
however, nor does it seem that a gradual 
increase in power, or proper measurement, 
was good enough for everyone. In the 
�irties and Forties farmers were already 
looking for a signi�cant boost in overall 
tractor performance and turned to spud 
wheels, dual wheels, steel tracks, ballasting 
and then powered front axles during the 
Fi�ies.

Another interesting example would be 
the Doe Dual-Drive (Triple D); a vehicle 
designed and built by Ernest Doe & Sons 
Ltd, a Ford machinery dealership based in 
Essex. Customers had asked Mr Doe for 
a tractor with much higher horsepower 
than the standard 50hp Fordson Majors 
his company stocked. His answer was the 
Triple D, essentially two Fordsons joined by 
a turntable, the front axle of the lead tractor 
having been taken o� and mechanical 
control linkage added to both engines and 
transmission units. �e experimentation 
resulted in a highly manoeverable100hp 
machine still regarded today as ground-
breaking.
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customer buying a 60hp tractor a couple 
of horsepower here or there may not 
seem to matter, but to manufacturers it 
certainly did. Also, throughout agriculture 
farmers were already busy �tting ballast 
and dual wheel sets to improve their 
tractors� performance. Manufacturers on 
the other hand were experimenting with 
more powerful diesel engines and greater 
emphasis was now being placed on factory-
�tted four-wheel drive and even all-wheel-
drive models.

Better traction and weight distribution 
gave better pulling power and while 
company�s like Harvesters introduced 
crawler machines, specialist manufacturers 
such as County, Roadless, Bray and Muir-
Hill became the leading pioneers of early 
wheeled-tractor conversions. Today 4wd 
models account for a signi�cant number 
of all medium to high horsepower farm 
machines sold in Britain.

Meanwhile, implement makers, keen 
as ever to take full advantage of whatever 
extra horsepower they could get, were busy 
developing bigger and more ingenious 
equipment of their own. To get the best 
out of them, many needed higher drawbar 
as well as rear li� and PTO performance 
too, and examples of their equipment 
include fully mounted reversible ploughs 
and foragers. �is would ultimately 
lean towards the emergence of so-called 
�multi-pass� or �tillage trains� comprising an 
assortment of power harrows, seeders and 
drags. Such trends would �rst intrigue, then 
prompt farmers to invest in every bit of 
power they could a�ord.

Learning the ropes
�e �rst time I was involved in measuring 
drawbar horsepower was in the late Sixties 
while still an apprentice at IHGB. �ey 
placed me into a crew of three - driver, 
engineer, and me - to spend the day 
trawling around an air�eld cocooned 
inside a small Dynamometer car towed by 
one of the company�s prototype models 
code-named simply �TX19�. �e �rst couple 
of hours I recall was exciting because I 
was learning something new that day. As 
the hours ticked by, however, excitement 
turned to slight boredom and by the time 
we�d spent the best part of six hours at it 
I was sti�, deaf, and thoroughly cheesed 
o�. We had endured an endless low pitch

OECD
�e Organisation for Economic Co-
operation and Development (OECD) 
establish and maintain internationally 
recognised standards for product testing, 
including those needed to meet the US 
and European legislation. When I worked 
at International Harvester, we used OECD 
criteria to establish, for example, brake 
performance, noise levels, li� capacity, 
engine performance, fuel consumption and 
more, including drawbar horsepower. All 
were aligned to test procedures developed by 
engineers at Lincoln University, Nebraska.

In the UK, our tractor industry fell in line 
by adopting the same test methodology for 
its new tractors, from prototype stage to 
�rst build. An example of each new model 
must also undergo a full series of testing 
by an independent centre. In Great Britain, 
that centre was the National Institute of 
Agricultural Research in Bedfordshire, 
and their results were used therea�er in 
company sales and technical literature. 
Once in the public domain, customers 
could have con�dence in the claims made 
by manufacturers, while competitors could 
also access these �gures and see how well 
their own tractors stood up against the 
opposition.

Performance
At IHGB in Doncaster, our testing 
continued on prototype and pre-
production machines whilst the �rst 
regular production model of each type 
was dispatched to Silsoe. All other 
British tractor makers did the same. To a 
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drone throughout; ground speed ranged 
from creep to just more than a fast walk, 
the earphones cha� ed my ears, and one 
hand was cramping from holding onto a 
regulator valve to maintain a constant load 
on the tractor drawbar.

� en there were the endless columns of 
� gures and rough graphs; neat at the start 
of the shi� , but looking less so at the end 
of the day. Finally came the realisation that 
we also had it all to do again in di� erent 
gears, loads and ground speeds; a complete 
set for both a fully ballasted as well as the 
unballasted machine. Believe me, a� er 
a week of doing this every day, any time 
spent in the o�  ce plotting graphs and 
compiling results for � nal reports was a 
blessing. Being based on an old Bomber 
air� eld I couldn�t help likening this aspect 
of � eld testing to a trip to the monotony 
experienced by the crew of a Lancaster on 
a long sortie, yet, surprisingly, a� er a good 
night�s sleep, I was keen as mustard to do it 
all over again.

Up to the mark
Let�s look over some preliminary work 
needed before any drawbar testing can 
get underway. We started by recording 
the machine type and speci� cation, tyre 
condition and pressures and weight of the 
machine, including gross, load on front 
and rear axle with and without ballast. 
Next came equipment check, followed by 
a close inspection of the area over which 
the tractor would be driven (in our case 
the main runway of the air� eld). � en 
measure and set out the markers to be used 
for calculating ground speeds and, � nally, 
the weather forecast. Ground conditions, 
such as frost or wet patches along with high 
wind or imminent threat of rain, all too 
o� en interrupted our plans for the day.

Everything possible was done to ensure 
that the � gures from testing done one day 
were repeatable and directly comparable 
against those of the next. From memory, 
only one item of key test equipment was 
changed in the whole time I was involved, 
and that was for measuring drawbar pull 
itself.

Imprinted
Originally, we used a hydraulic ram and 
pressure gauge for monitoring; latterly, this 
was replaced by a Fylde electronic load cell 

and reader. Other than that, our regular 
gear consisted only of stopwatches, slide 
rule, clip boards and ex-military headsets to 
communicate with the driver. � e formula 
used for working out Drawbar Horsepower 
� gures was drawbar load (lbs) multiplied 
by forward speed (mph) divided by 375. It�s 
imprinted on my mind forever!

To illustrate what we were setting out to 
achieve, I include an extract from the Silsoe 
report, dated 1969, for the McCormick 
International 276. � e full report is a 
comprehensive technical assessment of the 
276. In part two, we will follow a machine 
under testing and see what Silsoe made 
of the B434 and its big brother the B634. I 
have chosen these two deliberately because 
they mark the end of what we regard as 
classic design tractors.

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Someone once said: �You know, 
the trouble with these Trusty 
tractors is that they�re all the 
same.� At least, that�s the highly 

edited version, leaving out all of the words 
that were unsuitable for younger ears. 
How wrong he was! Unfortunately for 
him, he was talking to me at the time. I 
soon put him right on a few things, but 
then I got to thinking, �What if everyone 
thinks the same way as him?�

Heyday
Many of the people we see at shows 
know a little about tractors, but when it 
comes to horticultural machinery, they 
are completely at a loss. �e heyday of 
the horticultural machine was during 
the Forties and early Fi�ies, and so very 
few people these days know much about 
them. �eir demise was brought about by 
a combination of factors, the main one 
being the growth in the agrochemical 
industry which made mechanical hoeing 
unnecessary. Why spend hours doing the 
weeding when you can spray in a fraction 
of the time?

�e other factor which sealed their fate 
was the Ferguson tractor phenomenon. 
We all know Harry Ferguson 
demonstrated his tractor in a small roped-
o� enclosure which was the size of an

allotment. Why would anyone buy a single 
furrow pedestrian tractor when you could sit 
in comfort and do the job in half the time?

Industry demise
By 1960, most of the horticultural 
machinery had been put to one side or 
scrapped and the whole industry sector 
was on its knees or gone completely.  
Famous names which had been market 
leaders a decade before simply ceased to 

exist, leaving only a few manufacturers 
still in the game. It is important we 
acknowledge the part that these machines 
played in growing our food through the 
dark days of the war. All of us have seen 
the Land Army girls driving Fordson 
tractors, but that�s only half the story. 
     Many other manufacturers contributed 
to the Dig for Victory campaign but they 
didn�t have as big a marketing budget and 
so we see fewer photographs.
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Land Army
One of the biggest brochures that Tractors 
(London) Ltd. had published featured a 
Land Army girl driving a Trusty on the 
inside front cover, together with all the 
features that made it such a successful 
tractor it sold all around the world. 
Matched to this well-designed tractor 
was an equally well-matched range of 
implements so the owner could get the 
most out of his purchase. �is wasn�t a 
machine designed merely for turning over 
small allotments, it was aimed at large 
farms as well.

In 1946 John Reach, the founder of 
Tractors (London) Ltd, came up with a 
plan to publicise this fact and he sent a 
challenge out to all the Young Farmers� 
Clubs in the National Federation in 
Britain. Members were asked to submit 
an essay on how they would run a 50-acre 
farm using two-wheeled tractors. Entries 
closed on March 15, 1946, and there were 
hundreds of entries.

Competition
Narrowed down to just six entries, a �nal 
competition was arranged at Chase Farm, 
Potter�s Bar. �e �nalists were invited to 
attend to answer an oral test as well as to 
show their prowess with a practical test, 

even though he was still in his teens. 
Unusually for the time, the runners-
up included a young lady by the name 
of Nancy Chandler who had made the 
journey from Devizes in Wiltshire to 
Potter�s Bar.

As a postscript to this brief story, I tried 
to track down the winner some years ago 
and found out he went on to own and run 
a farm near Newark. His son, who now 
owns the farm, telephoned me one day to 
say that his father had passed away some 
time ago.

�Do you still have the Trusty?� I 
ventured.

�No, I think my father swapped it for a 
Fergie in the Fi�ies!� was the reply.

Oh, well, a sign of the times I suppose! 
Why walk when you can ride in comfort?

the winner to receive a brand new Norton-
engined Trusty and plough. �e runners-
up all received an inscribed pewter 
tankard to remind them of the day.

A young man called Mark Weatherall 
from Newark was judged to be the 
outright winner. His essay covered around 
3000 words and he impressed the judges 
with his masterful control of the Trusty 

If there was any doubt about the capabilities of the 
Trusty, here is Charles Knifton testing a tractor in 
the �eld at the back of the factory. Truly capable of 
high outputs, it boasted that it could outperform a 
two-horse plough.
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“All wool and a yard wide” was a phrase used to 
describe an honourable person or a quality object 
suggesting wool was something you could rely 
on, not only for warmth but also for wealth.

which allowed two weavers to work side 
by side, making the production of far 
larger pieces of fabric possible. Di� erent 
types of material were made from wool, 
with the � ner types being sold to royalty 
and the rich and powerful, and a rougher 
type of fabric being worn by the poorer 
members of society. 

The worst job
Most of Britain�s wool had to be treated by 
a fuller before it could be made into yarn. 
Fullers are o� en described as having the 
worst job in history because their work 
involved treading raw wool in a bath of 
urine, using their feet until it became 
so�  enough to be spun into yarn. Urine, 
known as �wash�, contained ammonium 
salts which helped to clean and whiten 
the wool. In the 12th century fulling 
mills appeared, and fullers were gradually 
replaced by purpose-built fulling mills 
which were powered by waterwheels, and 
which used mechanical wooden hammers 
to pound the wool.

For hundreds of years, wool was the 
driving force of the British economy. 
From as far back as the 14th century we 
were shipping wool to European cities, 
where expert weavers would turn it into 
� ne cloths. Merchants from overseas were 
a common sight at wool markets, and 
wool was being transported from all over 
Britain by packhorses to the major centres 
of wool production and to the ports, ready 
for export. In the 1570s a law was passed 

stating that all men, except noblemen, 
must wear a woollen cap to church on 
Sundays and holidays. � is was part of 
a government plan to support the wool 
industry, and where our association for the 
traditional � at cap began.

Whole towns were built on the back of 
the wool industry, and wool provided a 
livelihood for a diverse range of people, 
from the poorest of peasants to wealthiest 
of landowners. Many trades, from 
shepherds and spinners to merchants and 
magnates, were reliant on wool. Wool 
funded our monasteries and churches, 
and even our maritime exploration; it                 
was for a long time, the very backbone             
of our economy.

We know our prehistoric 
ancestors hunted wild 
sheep for meat. At some 
point, probably around 

10,000BC, some of our forefathers realised 
that by domesticating sheep they could 
also use these animals for wool and milk.

An industry
� e earliest wool would have been made 
into yarn by simply pulling the wool 
apart and twisting it through � ngers and 
wrapping the yarn around a stick. Tools 
built to make the job easier and faster soon 
developed, and by the time that the Bronze 
Age arrived in Britain we were weaving 
our wool on looms. Archaeological � nds 
of this period include loom weights and 
weaver�s combs and spindles, suggesting 
skilled individuals were at work, marking 
the beginnings of a wool industry.

� ere was little further development in 
terms of wool production until the 12th 
century when the technology involved 
in the production of wool underwent a 
massive transformation with the upright 
loom. Double looms were also introduced,

Wool was an important part of the annual income 
of a sheep farmer right up until the Sixties when 
cheap manmade � bres became available.
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Valueless
Yet by 2020 wool is almost worthless to the 
sheep farmer, and in many cases, it costs 
more to shear the sheep than the wool is 
actually worth. How could this wonderful 
sustainable, breathable, long-lasting, 
insulating fabric be worth so little today? �e 
answer, of course, is that in the Sixties cheap

manmade fabrics, o�en originating in China 
and India �ooded the market and wool 
went out of fashion. �e new manmade 
fabrics could be made quickly, were easily 
adapted, and dyed, and were more suited 
to a world of fast-changing fashions. We 
have now realised these synthetic fabrics 
contain chemicals which can be harmful to 
the planet, and frequently the production 
of these fabrics relies on child labour and 
unethical workplace practices. Yet our desire 
for cheap fashion continues, and our historic 
wool industry continues to struggle.

Once a large part of the annual income 
of a sheep farmer, wool is now just a by-
product of the annual task of shearing. In 
2020 some farmers elected to store their 
wool, hoping the price might pick up, and 
others piled it up and le� it to rot to make 
compost. As an animal protein, wool can 
be used as a fertiliser because it provides a 
slow-release source of nitrogen, and while 
composting wool is better than burning 
it, it seems a sad waste to allow this 
wonderful raw material to rot.

  Smuggling

The Wool Act of 1699 helped to further expand 
and protect England’s wool industry by banning 
overseas imports from the American colonies, 
at the same time aiming to crush the Irish wool 
industry. Wool was the “jewel in the realm”; it 
was very political and was heavily taxed. The 
smuggling of wool out of the country, a practice 
known as “owling” was a serious offence and 
at one time anyone caught owling would be 
punished by having their hand cut off.

    
  Trade routes

Packhorse bridges were typically constructed before 
the 1800s, and are always on important trade 
routes, along which perhaps hundreds of packhorses 
might travel each day. Some horses moved in 
packhorse trains, where vast numbers of laden 
horses would travel loose, all following a lead horse.

Marketplace
Farmers could �nd other outlets for their 
wool, but for most farmers, this requires a 
time commitment and an understanding 
of marketing that most don’t have the time 
or the know-how to undertake. Home 
spinners, knitters and cra�ers will o�en 
pay better money for �eeces, but usually, 
they only require wool in small amounts, 
and selling a handful of �eeces at a time to 
internet customers is not something that 
most sheep farmers have time for.

I sold a handful of �eeces on an internet 
auction site, achieving £3 to £4 a �eece, 
but this was time-consuming, involved 
posting each separate �eece sold. To do 
this on a large scale would require a “tech-
savvy” person at home running this small 
business as a side-line to the everyday 
farming. It is clear also that if all farmers 
were to sell in this way that it wouldn’t 
take long for the niche market of home 
spinners and knitters to become �ooded 
by wool. 

How can we help to support the wool 
industry and encourage the use of this 
amazing resource? �e obvious answer 
is to invest in clothing made with British 
wool, and to treat clothing as more of a 
long-term investment than a quick �x, and 
to select timeless styles which will last for 
decades. One criticism levelled at wool is 
that it can be coarse, heavy, and scratchy, 
but today wool can be treated to make it 
so�er and easier to wash and dry.

Alternatives
Aside from clothing and carpets, there are 
other products that we can buy that are 
made from wool. Wool can be used for 
insulation as a sustainable alternative to 
synthetic rock-wool for insulating homes. 
A similar product has also been produced 
for sound insulation, as it has been found 
that wool is excellent at preventing sound 
from permeating through walls and 
screens.

�e insulating properties of wool 
have also been found to be of use for 
the packaging of certain foods and 
medicines which must remain at constant 
temperatures. Wool has even been found 
to be an excellent dressing for chronic 
wounds. Keratin proteins, found in wool, 
are an important factor in wound healing, 
and wool dressings are particularly helpful

for assisting the healing of ulcers and skin 
gra�s. A product called Solidwool has also 
been marketed. �is material can provide 
an alternative to �breglass and plastic 
for making chairs, spectacle frames, and 
many other household items. Solidwool 
is made by mixing the wool with a bio-
resin, resulting in a solid material that is 
stronger than any other natural composite, 
including hemp. We can only hope that 
further uses will be found for wool, which 
will help to secure the future of our sheep 
farmers and our sheep

Monuments
�ere are many British towns which 
were built because of the wool industry, 
and these towns and their mills are 
monuments to the wealth once achieved 
through wool. In our rural areas too, there 
are constant reminders of the history of 
our once thriving wool industry. In our 
sheep farming regions, the landscape has

  Pub connection

Our pubs and inns also serve as reminders of the 
days when wool was an important commodity 
that had to be transported to key areas. Pub names 
like The Golden Fleece, The Shearer’s Arms, The 
Woolpack, The Packhorse Inn, and The Drover’s 
Arms all remind us of the importance of wool, and 
of all that was involved in the transportation of this 
once vital commercial product.
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been shaped and altered to accommodate 
sheep. Our wonderful old stone walls are 
a reminder that Britain’s sheep farmers 
have been trying to contain sheep since 
time immemorial. �e stone and slate 
sheep pens, o�en seen on remote hillsides, 
allowed farmers and shepherds to gather 
in their �ocks for shearing time. Pens 
and sheepfolds vary massively, with 
some having been built as simple square 
structures, while others are large elaborate 
a�airs with multiple entrances and 
compartments.

Gathering time
�ese large pens are o�en found in areas 
that were once common land, and where 
multiple farmers might graze their sheep 
on the land at the same time. At gathering 
time, the sheep would all be rounded 
up together, and then divided into each 
owner’s section of the pen. Old pens 
designed purposefully for bathing sheep 
can sometimes be found near rivers and 
streams, where farmers used to wash their 
sheep before shearing them.

Old stone walls in sheep farming 
areas can sometimes be seen with small 
“doorways” or entrances built into the base 
which allow for the passage of sheep, and 
which can be opened or closed o� when 
necessary. �ese sheep “pop holes” have a 
variety of names, depending on the region 
and on local tradition; lunky, lonky, sheep 
run, sheep smoose, smout hole, smoot 
hole, thawl, thirl, cripple hole and hogg 
hole are among the di�erent regional 
names used for these structures.

Packhorses
Wherever you live in the UK, you are 
never far from an old packhorse route. 
Before the construction of turnpike roads 
and the canals, there was only one way of 
transporting goods such as wool, and that 
was by horse. On good level terrain a cart 
could be used, but on uneven or boggy 
land wool had to be carried in panniers on 
the back of a horse.

Packhorse bridges were built to allow 
horses to cross those rivers and streams 
which were too deep or too inaccessible 
for horses to wade through. Given that 
wool was bulky and lightweight, the 
packhorse’s panniers, which were �xed to 
either side of the packhorse, were large

and full, making the load perhaps 6� 
wide. �e width of these fully laden 
panniers meant packhorse bridges were 
built with either very low sides, or with 
no sides at all, as a high wall on the 
edge of a narrow bridge would catch the 
horse’s panniers and cause accidents. 

Industry demise
Artefacts relating to the processing of 
wool, carding and combing equipment, 
and spinning wheels are popular with 
specialist collectors, but sadly few people 
can house the large machines that 
once clattered noisily in Britain’s many

woollen mills. Much of our woollen mill 
machinery continues to be scrapped, as 
many of our mills are either demolished 
or altered to suit di�erent purposes, and 
another great British industry falls silent.

Much of the work of the upland sheep farmer remains the same and the cycles of moving livestock up 
and down from the mountains continue much as they did 100 years ago.

ohn Wallace & Sons had an 
excellent reputation, and 
their products were exported 
worldwide, and many examples 

are in working order today.

Smithy
John Wallace was born in Ayrshire in 
1814. As the son of a blacksmith, John 
Wallace would have learned the trade 
from his father. He le�  the smithy to 
become a foreman at ‘Mushet’s Foundry’ 
in Dalkeith, but soon he set up on his 
own and took over Haldane Smithy near 
Baloch. By the late 1850s, John Wallace 
had four sons and felt ready to expand 
his business, so he moved the family 
to Glasgow and began trading as John 
Wallace & Sons from Graham Square, next 
to the Glasgow Market.

John Wallace & Sons began exhibiting 
at the Highland Show in 1867 and won 
several awards from the Highland & 
Agricultural Society. By attending shows, 
entering trials, and displaying and 
demonstrating their products at every 

opportunity, the ambitious company soon 
gained popularity throughout Scotland 
and beyond.

� e implements produced included 
mowers, binders, turnip li� ers, swathe 
turners, potato planters and potato 
diggers or li� ers. During its time in 
business, John Wallace & Sons adapted 
and branched out into construction and 
engineering, and were known to have built 
iron doors, steel buildings and even lawn 
mowers. � ey also described themselves 
as “machinery merchants”, “contractors”, 
“roof constructors” and “galvanisers”.

Family � rm
In the late 19th century, there were several 
family members in key roles within 
the company, including James Wallace, 
William Wallace, Robert Wallace, John 
Wallace, William B Wallace, and John F 
Wallace. William Wallace represented 
the � rm publicly, while his brother 
James worked on the mechanical side. 
� e company took over and bought 
the patterns of various other Scottish

� e company also became an 
implement and machinery agent for 
several well-known producers not only 
from Britain but also from further a� eld. 
In 1911 they became agents for Ontario’s 
‘Blackstone & Co Ltd’ and in 1913 the 
company also became agents for ‘� e 
Oliver Plough Company’ of Indiana.

Glasgow tractor
John Wallace & Sons were forward-
thinking, and they started several 
companies under the Wallace name. In 
1918 a new company called Wallace Farm 
Implements Ltd was founded to develop 
the production and sale of the ‘Glasgow 
tractor’ – which was (and still is) the only 
tractor to be both designed and built in 
Scotland.

Changing times
Stationary engines were also produced 
from another subsidiary of John Wallace 
& Sons and this single-cylinder sleeve 
valve engine was available as a 3hp vertical 
version or a 7 to 9hp horizontal version.

� e company extended its premises 
in Glasgow and opened other branches 
throughout Scotland. A 1942 advert 
in the Scottish Farmer described 
the company as having branches in 
Perth, Aberfeldy, Edinburgh, Cupar, 
Laurencekirk, Wishaw, Carlisle, Oldham, 
and Welwyn Garden City. However, by 
the late Sixties the company was facing 
di�  culties, and a� er several name 
changes John Wallace’s company � nally 
dissolved in the Seventies.

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Memories of an anvil

Anyway, to the 
point, I was warned at the time not to tie 
the collector trip rope to my hand as a 
local chap who wrapped the rope around 
his wrist was dragged into the baler when 
the bolt in the D shackle holding the 
collector to the baler fell out. Needless to 
say, I never did that, although I did plenty 
of other things that nowadays would be 
frowned on though.

More vintage harvests
Just got round to reading TFH November, Vintage 
Harvest. Another name for Thripples around 
Nottinghamshire - we called them Gormers. We had 
horses to pull the four-wheel trailers along from stook 
to stook. When full, the tractor would take over and 
take the load to the stackyard and take empties back. 
That was my job in the holidays.

Threshing there were two other machines, a tyer 
which tied the loose straw up - we called them bottles 
(like a binder sheaf only larger) - and was saved for 
thatching and covering potatoes and mangold pies 
down. The other machine was a straw chopper, it was 

on three wheels, one at the front and two at the back. 
It was put sideways to be driven by belt. Loose straw 
was dropped in the top, went through a rotating knife, 
and came out in small pieces into a bag where it was 
carried into the barn and dumped on a big heap to 
be mixed with either chopped turnips or mangolds 
for cattle food in winter. The waste cha� was carried 
on large hessian sheets to the yard where it was used 
as bedding for beasts. There is another item on a 
thrashing drum that’s not been mentioned - a spirit 
level to make sure it is level for the sieves to work 
properly.

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his original style County Super-4 
654 was seen on December 12, 2020, 
at the Bluebell Vinery, Glenmore

Uck� eld, Sussex. � e site was once a pig farm 
but has now transformed itself into a National 
and World (60) award-winning winemaker 
where bottles of ‘Hindleap’ and ‘Ashdown 
Vintage’ predominate in the modern era today.

� e 654 model came along in late 1964 
and was seen for the � rst time by many at 
the Smith� eld Show, Earls Court, London in 
early December. Based on the August 1965 
introduced Ford Pre Force four-cylinder 65hp 
5000, the County design was a radical departure 
to the previous Super-4 that was based on the 
New Performance Major. Later the Super-4 
designation was dropped and when the 1968 
Ford Force 5000 came along in 1968 with the 
revised cylinder head and more, now 75hp, 
County changed the designation to 754. � e 4, 
of course, representing 4wd and was a model 
made until 1975. You could well imagine the 
654 working at the farm when there were 1000s 
of Large Whites, Landrace and Blue Cross pigs 
here that are now just a memory as the farm.

The attendance at the 93rd Royal Show July 3-7, 
1934 provided a bustling backdrop to the show 

that it had not experienced for many years.

G
lorious sunshine, a visit by 
the Prince of Wales and the 
increased use of rubber tyres 
on tractors and machinery 

were all part of the show reported in the 
1934�Implement & Machinery Review. 
Meanwhile, visitors were also impressed 
by an increased presence of British 
tractors and curious to learn more about 
the diesel-engined and row-crop types.

Gyrotiller
Examples of modern agricultural 
engineering could be seen on the stand of 
John Fowler & Co. (Leeds), Ltd. Displayed 
were the “unconventional but quite 
e�ective” Gyrotillers shown in their 170, 
80 and 30hp sizes made under Norman 
Storey’s patents. �ese machines were 
equipped with twin oppositely rotating 
tiller rings and bodies at the rear end 
which revolved in a horizontal plane. 
�e description added: “�ese tillers 
pulverise and aerate the soil to the full 
working depth, which depends on the 
size of the machine, and one passage 
su�ces to produce a tilth the equivalent of 
ploughing, cross-ploughing, cultivating, 
sub-soiling, harrowing, and if required, 
ridging.” �e output of the 170hp model 
was said to be approximately one-acre 
per hour. Also on display was a range of 
diesel crawler tractors the company had 
just put into production a�er carrying 
out exhaustive testing; their engines were 
designed and built in the Fowler works 
and were “proved to be highly e�cient 
and sturdy power units”. �e 70 hp crawler 
version size was �tted with a six-cylinder 
engine, six track speeds and PTO. �e 
second size tractor was a 25hp unit 
equipped with a three-cylinder engine, 
three speeds and PTO.

Bristol
Staying with the crawler theme Bristol 
Tractors Ltd,�London, came up with a 
novel plan to illustrate their claim that the 
Bristol tractor “actually pulls its weight”. 
On one side of their stand, a Bristol tractor 
was suspended by a spring balance - 
showing the total weight to be just over 
one ton. On the other side of the stand, 
another similar machine was connected to 
a dynamometer which registered a pull of 
over 2000lb - the guaranteed �gure of the 
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ordinary production model. In fact, the 
company claimed that this small machine 
equipped with Roadless tracks gave “a 
far higher ratio of drawbar pull to weight 
than any other”. Several other models were 
also on the stand � tted with the special 
Bristol Jowett engine manufactured by 
the well-known car � rm, “a water-cooled 
economical heavy-duty type of prime-
mover that has established its undoubted 
capacity for tractor service”.

Greatest exhibit
� e International Harvester Co. of Great 
Britain Ltd, 259 City Road, London, 
promoted their appearance at the Royal 
Show as “� e greatest exhibit of tractors 
ever shown in this country”. Looking 
hard at the line up on their advert, you 

will be presented in not only the matter of 
drawbar powers, which extend from 18 to 
upwards of 33hp., but also in the prime-
movers, which cover petrol, para�  n and 
even diesel units.

“� e TracTracTor is sure to be inspected 
most closely, for it is an economical 
proposition in both capital outlay 
and running costs. In so far as chassis 
construction is concerned, it is identical 
with the six-cylinder petrol engine 
chain-track T-40. and has also � ve-speed 
transmission, but it di� ers fundamentally 
in the power unit, having a crude oil 
engine with a unique starting device.”

� e list of machines set up for specialist 
applications went on. However, if that was 
not all, there was also an extensive range 
of other implements and machines to 
show the extent of the IHGB range.

Rapier
An entirely British tractor was billed 
as not only appearing on the stand of 
Ransomes & Rapier Ltd, Ipswich but also 
giving demonstrations of its ploughing 
ability in a � eld nearby. � is crawler 
machine was equipped with the rubber-
jointed Roadless track and powered by 
an economical Dorman-Ricardo diesel 
engine producing 80bhp with 50hp at the 
drawbar. A specially designed gearbox 
provided six speeds, suiting the travel to 
� eld operations as well as to cross-country 
transport in undeveloped areas.

Economy
Tractor power at an attractive price was 
the theme to draw potential buyers to 
the stand of the Ford Motor Co. Ltd, 
Dagenham, Essex. � ere was a wide 

would be hard-pressed to argue against 
them. � e� IMR�found it “hard to � nd an 
expression to do justice to the range of 
farming equipment that will form the 
display. Particularly does this apply to the 
tractor section alone.

“If the demand is for a general-purpose 
wheel machine, it will be met by the 
noted four-cylinder engined 10-20 or 
22-36, while should it be for a row-crop 
model, there will be the Farmall types in 
various sizes and forms, including those 
with the narrow tread and adjustable 
axle widths. If fruit row work or duties 
in orchards and hops have to be covered. 
� e specially designed W-12 with the low 
overall height will be available, while for 
those who prefer track patterns with their 
wonderful adhesion, adequate selection 
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selection of machines on show including 
four farm tractors with spade lugs, two 
with the alternative cleat grip, two with 
Dunlop pneumatics, one with Firestone 
pneumatics, a golf course tractor, an 
industrial type, and a standard Fordson 
con� gured as a tracklayer with MacDowall 
crawler � ttings in place of the usual 
wheels.

McLaren
Among all this modern machinery was J 
& H McLaren Ltd, Leeds, who had their 
roots in the earlier traction engine age but 
were now working with diesel engines. On 
show here was their improved McLaren-
Benz diesel windlass for working on the 
cable tillage system. A range of diesel 
engines were on display, from a two-

cylinder of 16-20 bhp to a six-cylinder 90-
110bhp unit, suitable as economic power 
units for di� erent estate, electric lighting, 
and industrial purposes.

Bulldog
Several examples of Lanz Bulldog crude 
oil tractors were exhibited on behalf of 
Heinrich Lanz, Mannheim, by its London 
representative, Mr P Heym, 68 Victoria 
Street, London. Making its � rst Royal 
Show appearance was the new 12-20 
tractor. � is dual-purpose machine could 
be supplied with a six-speed gearbox 
containing three low gears for farm work 
and three high ones for industrial use. 
� e� IMR�report added: “Fitted with the 
new low-pressure tyres, the tractor can 
be taken from the � eld directly on to the 

road…without the slightest modi� cation. 
Other features are acceleration by a foot 
pedal, motor car type gear changing, and 
an ingenious lubrication system, which 
supplies fresh oil to the big end and main 
bearings and circulates oil to the cylinder, 
with the circulating oil supply self-
adjusting according to the load.”

Model K
� e Model K was making its � rst 
appearance at the Royal on the Allis-
Chalmers Manufacturing Co, Salisbury 
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consumption and have an astonishingly 
good drawbar pull, thanks to the e�  ciency 
of the engine and the transmission. 
� ese will be shown as general-purpose 
types in the popular 12-20 and the larger 
25-40hp sizes, and also as the ingenious 
4wd design, whose freedom from slip 
under most di�  cult conditions of soil and 
gradient, as well as ready applicability to 
row-crop duties, potato work, etc, rank it 
as outstandingly e�  cient.

“Also featured on the stand was a 
range of barn and harvesting machinery. 
Alongside with a hay loader, a hay tedder, 
a haymaker, swath turners and tedders, 
horse hay rakes and a hay and straw 
elevator made by the associated house of 
Messrs Blackstone & Co., Ltd. � ere will 
be most e� ective out� ts to deal with the 
corn harvest, viz, a 10� -cut harvester-
thrasher � tted with grain tanks to speed 
up collection, and a power-driven 8� -cut 
tractor binder that operates at uniform 
speed regardless of crop or ground 
conditions and can deal with the longest 
straw.”

Power farming
� e Associated Manufacturers’ Co 
(London) Ltd was well known for the 
range of tractors and machinery they 
supplied. Notable amongst these were 
Case tractors, which, the�IMR�report 

enthused, “have a wonderfully e�  cient 
overhead valve engine that gives perfect 
consumption of low-grade fuels and 
has removable cylinder sleeves, heavy 
three-bearing cranksha� , and full 
pressure lubrication. From the front end 
of the cranksha�  right through to the 
transmission, the tractors are positively 
sealed against the entrance of damaging 
dust and dirt, with an air � lter, a � lter 
breather and a gasketed cast-iron valve 
cover preventing the admission of dirt at 
the top of the engine. � ese machines will 
be on view in several forms, such as wheel 
types and tracklayers, and in various sizes, 
and there will also be a CC row-crop model 
with adjustable spacing, a machine hitched 
on this occasion to a sugar beet li� er.”

House, London Wall, London stand. It 
was noted that in the comparatively short 
time they have been available on the 
British market, Allis-Chalmers tractors 
had already established a reputation for 
e�  ciency and economy. � e Model K was 
powered by the A-C four-cylinder engine, 
which gave 48.6 drawbar hp in � rst 
gear, and 42.4 in third. � e engine had 
removable cylinder liners of nickel cast-
iron, which were outstandingly durable 
and yet cheaply renewed if replacement 
became necessary.

Machinery in motion
Tractors were to the fore on the Massey-
Harris Ltd, Tra� ord Park, Manchester 
stand. � eir tractors were described as 
“dependable power units…lightweight 
machines that are also light in fuel

WINTER 
RETREAT
The wet weather and short days continue, 
and Graham Hampstead  wonders how some 
folks survive the winter without a shed or a 
workshop to hide in.

liked it. Like all classes of livestock, they do 
come with their associated problems. � e 
forces of nature are not long taking over. 
A� er a few weeks of settling in, the fantails 
start billing and cooing before breeding. 
� en eggs appear and a� er a while, the eggs 
turn into squabs and then a� er a few weeks 
the ugly little devils turn into beautiful 
white fantail pigeons.

Unwelcome guests
However, all these nubile young beauties 
plus bowls full of free corn don’t go 
unnoticed. � e cannier and more observant 
of the thousands of wild wood pigeons that 
are permanently � ying about looking for 
some crops to decimate soon start to drop 
in for a bit of romance and a free meal.

Consequently, a few weeks down the line 
not so pure white squabs appear in the lo� . 

When � rst let out in the morning they 
circle about for a while and then land on a 
variety of our buildings and do quite a bit of 
cooing, and that’s about it. Not a lot, but we 
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If le�  unchecked a� er a year or so instead 
of the lo�  of gentle white fantails that you 
envisaged, you have dozens of multi-
coloured fat wood pigeons with a stupid 
looking wide tail eating not only all my 
corn but also anything that grows nearby. 
So, steps have to be taken. I’ll say no more.

With this lo�  job on the books for next 
year, I have had to come up with some 
sort of arched window to � t in the lo�  
to match the one I � tted this summer 
on the � rst dormer. I got that one from 
a farm sale many years ago. � ere’s no 
chance of getting one to match it, so I 
thought I would have a go at making one. 
I hammered and nailed and sawed away 
in my shed and put one together. It’s a bit 
wavey in places but as my old dad would 
have said, “a blind man would be pleased 
to see it”.

Here’s the arched window I 
� tted in the summer, the only 
hope of matching it is to make 
one myself.

Here it is, the Dexta all serviced up and ready 
for the new year, whatever it brings.

I know the arrow is pointing the “wrong” way, 
but I did it for a reason. 

A bit wavy in places, but I am hoping once it’s up 
and painted it won’t look too bad.

This is the small circlip that snags on the tank as it comes o� .
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Which way?
Also, in the wet weather, I have made a 
weathervane and �tted it on this year’s 
dormer. A most helpful visitor pointed 
out that I had put the sheep at the wrong 
end of the arrow. As it is, it points in the 
direction the wind is blowing, whereas 
traditionally the arrow should point to the 
direction the wind is coming from. I told 
him I had done it that way for a reason.

One thing I have observed over the 
years is that whenever there is any “mucky 
weather” blowing, be it strong wind, 
heavy rain or snow, all classes of livestock 
turn with their back end facing it. �e 
sheep will turn and position its woolly 
posterior facing whichever direction the 
storm is blowing from. �ey drop their 
heads and �atten their ears and carry on 
cudding, seemingly quite unconcerned 
about what is happening behind them.

When the storm eventually passes, and 
the weather returns to as they like it, be it 
15 minutes or three hours they give their 
wool a good shake, have a look about and 
make sure they are still in the �ock, and 
carry on grazing. It’s worked for them 
for thousands of years and they will not 
change now. So that’s the reason I �tted 
the sheep that way around.�

All the parts cleaned up and ready to reassemble, quite pleased not a lot of wear on moving parts.

Steering
Between the wood bodging and 
“weathervaning”, I am �tting in some spanner 
work. A�er I stripped down a spare Dexta 
steering box last issue and found it to be too 
badly worn to be much good, I brought the 
tractor itself into the workshop and took its 
own steering box o�.

It’s pretty straightforward to remove, just 
a few things to be aware of. �e gear levers 
and their housing have to be removed. Just 
four setscrews are fastening it on to the 
gearbox top, but please, as soon as you have 
it o�, stu� some rag or blue paper or such 
like into the vacant hole. As sure as “eggs is 
eggs” you will drop something into the hole 
and down amongst the gears.

Once the levers are out of the way, you 
can undo the two bolts and slide back 
the lower dash panel so you can get at 
the single hidden bolt up under the rear 
of the tank. You then have to drain some 
water out of the rad to lower the water 
level. �en unscrew and remove the 
temperature sender bulb that is located in 
the thermostat housing. You can then raise 
the tank a bit and thread the capillary tube 
connected to the temp gauge up through 
the tank alongside the steering column.

Top tip
Now here’s a tip. For years I struggled to get 
these tanks up and o� the steering box. �e 
top of the tank is a tight �t on the top of the 
column, there is the accelerator rod in there 
as well, making everything quite congested. 
So, one time when I wasn’t in a tearing 
rush, I studied the situation why this was. 
I discovered that there is a silly little circlip 
nearly at the top of the accelerator rod that 
snags on the top of the tank rim the top 
dash fastens to.

These are the only seals on the steering box, I use instant gasket in a tube on all the other joints.
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wear that cannot be repaired back to new.
Next to go back on is the top sha� and 

ball bearings. In this case, I had a new set. I 
�tted the threaded sleeve and then the two 
halves of the race and the 16 balls, then the 
top plate with the new oil seal goes on. �is 
is where you may �nd the need to swear 
again. Several shims �t between the top 
plate and the new bearing assembly. All the 
shims that originally came out were �tted, 
and it was still too tight. I then �tted quite 
a lot of the spare shims I had built up over 
the years, and it was still too tight.�

Challenges
So, I then made up some thickish cork 
gaskets until I had about the correct

Rebuild
�e reassembly is just the reverse of the 
strip down. When all the parts were cleaned 
and inspected, I �icked the two side seals 
out and tapped two new ones in. �e �rst 
bit of adjustment that you will come across 
is the le�-hand splined sha� and housing, 
there are several shims in between.

It’s quite straightforward, you just keep 
taking some out until you can feel no end 
�oat on the sha�s. You must wind the main 
sha� to the top and bottom extremes as the 
centre position will probably feel ok, but it 
all tightens up when moved up and down. 
You just have to �nd a happy medium 
between the two. �ey are, a�er all, 
50-year-old case-hardened parts with some 

I really pushed the boat out and bought a new spindle and bearing set.

It looks like the clip is there to stop the 
rod coming up too high on the top dash, 
it’s only small but it’s just enough to stop 
the tank sliding up smoothly, especially if 
there’s quite a bit of fuel in. I always slip this 
clip o� now and the tank comes o� with no 
need for an outburst of prolonged earthy 
language.

Once I had the box o�, I stripped it down 
using the same procedure as the last one, 
but this one was in much better condition. 
However, just like the last one, when I 
tipped the main housing up to empty the 
small amount of oil that was in there at least 
half of the content was water. How does the 
water get in there?

Mounting costs
It can only be through the top seal. All the 
internal moving parts were nice and shiny 
and showing not a lot of wear. �ere are 
just three seals in the box, one each on 
the arms that come out the side and one 
at the top. A kit was £18, so I ordered one 
up and then I really pushed the boat out 
and ordered a top repair kit. �ey are £35, 
but what the heck, with the way things are, 
what’s the point of saving brass?

�is is where I did a bit of forward 
planning. Another fault with the tractor 
was the temperature gauge showing in the 
red when doing even light duties. I thought 
it may be the gauge itself. As the tank has 
to be undone and raised to �t a new gauge, 
I also ordered a new gauge at £15 and 
could �t it as I �tted the tank back on. A�er 
spending all that money, I had to go lay 
down for a bit.

Once the steering shaft is �tted, you can replace 
the bottom stud and then �t the left-hand 
housing.
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clearance. You just have to nip down the six 
nuts to get the correct free play. I can only 
guess that the new foreign-made bearing 
and balls are a tad on the large side, and 
that would account for the extra spacers. 
Remember, you will need to keep slipping 
the steering wheel on and o� to test the 
tightness of the bearing.

recently taken ages to get right, then the 
top threaded sleeve and race and balls and 
you can then pour the thick oil directly into 
the box in �ve minutes. �en replace the 
balls and sleeve and the adjustment should 
be still right when the top plate is nipped 
down.

What a service
When all the tin work was replaced, I gave 
the oil bath air cleaner a service as well as a 
new diesel �lter and an engine oil �lter and 
new oil. While it was in, I took o� the �xed 
swinging drawbar and all the associated 
brackets. I have done all the baling and 
towing with this tractor for years as the 
Super Dexta has not got one �tted. I’ll clean 
and paint the drawbar and �t it on to the 
Super. �e old Dexta can then take it easier 
and the newer higher horsepower Super 
Dexta can do most of the heavier work. 
And that’s it for this Dexta.

What’s next? I keep walking past and 
eyeing up the PZ hay bob I bought this 
summer. It needs quite a bit of work, so I 
suppose I will have to get that in and have a 
go at that next.

First a primer coat followed by some Empire blue.When everything is built up, you can bolt 
the box back on to the gearbox top. �en 
comes the next challenge. In the workshop 
manual it blandly says at this stage you 
can �ll the steering box up with EP 90, but 
how? �e oil can be poured into the hole 
on the top of the steering column. I’ve tried 
that and it takes a fortnight to �ll it.

Again, I have found the easiest way is 
to take o� the top plate that you have only

Still at it, I keep �nding 
more to do!
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Workshop

H
aving taken the MG 2’s 
input/PTO unit into the 
workshop, I have now got 
the sliding engagement 

dog for the PTO moving. �is took the 
judicial application of some penetrating 
oil, a little heat from the blowlamp, and 
a few light blows with a copper hammer. 
�e tin shroud around the input sha� 
came o� easily. One screw was missing 
and the other two came undone without 
a �ght. �e shroud has su�ered some 
abuse and will need a bit of TLC to get 
the dings out.

Steering levers
Both steering levers are bent, one more 
than the other. �ese should straighten 
with some applied heat. One appears to 
have been re-welded at some time and 
will need a little tidying up with an angle 
grinder. �e pivots at the bottom were 
tight when removed, but if too much play 
appears when they are cleaned up, I will 
bore them out and �t bronze sleeves. In 
any case, I will re�t with new bolts.

�e steering adjusters that the two 
levers operate on and their attaching 
clevis pins, although they came undone, 
are both bent, and the threads/bearing 
surfaces are worn. �e pins will be made 
from silver steel so they can be hardened 
and tempered. Also, the adjusters 
themselves will be made from mild steel 
with the shank made from EN8 rod and 
the two component parts silver soldered 
together.

Thread cutting
�e thread cutting is fairly 
straightforward. But the biggest problem 
I had was that I could not �nd my large 
die stock and had to use a hexagon die, 
which is really meant to be used as a 
thread chaser/restorer. Once I had turned 
a leading taper on the new rod, I used the 
lathe to keep the die square as the thread 
started.

With the die started, I transferred the 
rod to the vice and cut the thread to match 
the length of the original. I used EN8 steel 
as it is a lot tougher than standard mild 
steel. It also meant that the thread cutting 
was a lot harder, but ended up with a 
nicely �nished thread.

Both items are a bit of basic turning on 
the lathe. I have probably gone overboard 
reaming the holes for the clevis pin, but 
if you are going to do it, you might as 
well do a good job! I was hoping to show 
the making of the other bits associated 
with the brake levers, but unfortunately, 
the silver steel I ordered for the job has 
not arrived yet. As I write it is the week 
before Christmas although I ordered some 
rolls of paper towel for the workshop last 
�ursday and they arrived on Sunday 
a�ernoon and we have just been put into 
tier 4 lockdown.

Head modi�cation
�e 1953 TE-F20 I have been rebuilding. 
�e one I spent many hours stitching the 
block if you recall, has the early cylinder 
head and in the manual, it describes 
the service modi�cation to open up the 
exhaust ports to the same spec as the later 
ones. As I had removed the worn valve 
guides, I thought it might be a good time 
to do the job.

My friend with a large milling machine 
told me his mill was free and if I wanted 
to do the mod, he was up for it. Basically, 
it’s just a question of boring out the port 
with a 7/8in cutter to a depth of 1.09in and 
then to blend the cut edges to a radius to 
allow the exhaust gasses to escape without 
hindrance.

Setting up
�e longest part of the job is setting it 
up. Once I had li�ed the cylinder head 
on to the mill table, it required clamping 

down to stop it moving during the 
boring process. I suppose we could have 
set up each exhaust port under the mill 
independently, but to save time overall the 
cylinder head was aligned up with the mill 
‘x’ axis.

�is was achieved by setting up a DTI 
(dial test indicator) on the manifold face 
of the cylinder head and moving the 
mill table back and forth until the DTI 
remained at zero along the length of the 
machined face. �is is achieved by tapping 
the cylinder head with a so� hammer, 
in this case, a nylon one, before fully 
tightening the clamps down.

Trial and error
Starting at one end, the �rst exhaust port 
was positioned under the spindle by eye, 
using a centre in the spindle chuck we 
were hoping to align it with the valve 
guide hole, but unfortunately, it was 
impossible to see past once the centre was 
in the valve port.

Having a rethink, we realised that the 
valve recess was cut in the cylinder head 
using the same centre that we were using. 
So, with the 7/8in cutter �tted to the mill 
spindle, we then used a small pair of 
dividers to set the cutter equidistant all 
round. Once set we locked the ‘y’ axis, as 
the head was set parallel to the ‘x’ axis for 
the other three exhaust ports we only had 
to set the clearance in the one direction.

Depth of cut
�e manual states that a cut needs to be 
made to a depth of 1.09in from the face of 
the cylinder head. If the mill had a digital 
readout it would have been simple to set 
the depth, but this is an old mill. With 
some jiggery-pokery, we worked out the 
distance from the tool tip to the cylinder 
head and from that, we set a divider to 
the depth we needed to go. All that was 
needed now was to make the cut! To 
actually cut all the ports only took a few 
minutes, but the set up time was probably 
about an hour.

Die grinding
�e manual also states that the edges of 
the freshly milled ports need to be blended 
into the cylinder head with a small radius. 
�is was fairly easy to achieve with a 

 
Health & Safety
�Q When using any sort of machinery, 

get guidance on how to use it before 
cutting anything.

�Q Always use eye protection when 
cutting or grinding metal, using a die 
grinder with a carbide burr produces 
nasty sharp slivers of metal!

�Q When using a blowlamp for silver 
soldering be aware, the metal will 
reach temperatures around 800°C, 
make sure the area is clear of 
�ammable materials.

�Q Although I used cadmium free            
silver solder, old stock might contain 
cadmium, which is detrimental                  
to health.
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die grinder �tted with a carbide burr. 
Obviously, care was needed to avoid any 
contact between the carbide burr and the 
exhaust valve seat. �e grade of cast iron 
used for these heads seems very good. My 
friend doing the milling said it was one of 
the best pieces of cast iron he has cut, and 
the die grinder seemed to be cutting hard 
cheese rather than metal.

Clean up
Although I had previously washed the 
head in the parts washer, it was now 
time for a second go to get rid of any 
particles of swarf from the machining 
operations. Following this, I pushed the 
new valve guides in with the press. As I 
have stated before, I always run a reamer 
of the correct size through the new guides 
in case any burrs have been thrown up 
during �tting.

With the guides in place, I recut the 
valve seats with a seat cutter to ensure they 
were concentric with the new guides. Only 
the minimum metal necessary is taken 
o� until a continuous ring is seen. �is is 
followed up with the usual valve lapping 
with grinding paste.

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T
he HMRC historic vehicle 
import duty is to stay the 
same for anything in this 
sector (over 30 years old) 

a�er Brexit on January 1, 2021 says TFH 
sales correspondent Peter Love. �e BTI 
(Binding Tari� Information) document 
No. 9705 states that any historic vehicle 
over 30 years that is original and not 
carrying substantial modi�cations but can 
be repaired or in restored condition is all 
expectable in the No. 9705 criteria. �ere is 
a proviso that the tractor is kept in original 
style and is historically correct, then there is 
no duty liable. However, there is still VAT to 

pay on imported historic vehicles and that is 
still set at 5% on the purchase price and it’s 
not to be changed in the foreseeable future 
from our understanding.

�ere has been a suggestion that spare 
parts will be higher priced from the EU 
and America a�er Brexit, nevertheless we 
are told the duty and shipping will remain 
the same. As we know to some personal 
experience, imported parts from the US 
have risen sharply in 2020 compared to 
previous years. With the current state with 
shipping from the US always give more 
time for the parts to arrive here. �ings are 
to keep to the same from what we have been 

told at this stage. If 
there are to be any 
changes, we will keep 
you informed.

Do remember when 
you buy a tractor that has clearly been 
imported into the country, do make sure 
the duty has been paid on it before you buy 
it. If you are at auction and not sure, 
be prepared to pay the duty when you go 
to license the tractor, because the HMRC 
will be a�er you! It’s certainly best to �nd 
out from the auctioneers if there is a duty 
certi�cate with the tractor, if you know it 
has been imported into the UK.
